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UNS001 – UNS175


Spike UNS001 (cmpSP002)

KURT COBAIN – Unexplained Death – Did Kurt Cobain commit suicide?  Was his death accidental?  Or was Cobain murdered?  A special Unsolved Mysteries investigation, including an analysis of Cobain’s suicide note that shows it may have been forged.  But by whom? 

BORDELLO MURDERS – Murder – Two prostitutes, Candy Belt & Gloria Ross, were found brutally murdered inside the New Life Massage parlor in Oak Grove, KY.  The owner claimed that she was allowed to stay open in exchange for cops being serviced.  Some believe the murders were committed by a cop. Then, a local city councilwoman testified that she had worked there, and knew of the police involvement. 

UPDATE: COLLEGE STUDENT MURDERS – Solved – Grant Hendrickson and Michelle Cartagena were in Michelle’s white Honda when a blue Honda CRX swerved in front of them and began playing a cat and mouse game.  They killed in a barrage of semi‑automatic rifle fire. UPDATE: A suspect was arrested. 

JESSE JAMES HOLLYWOOD – Wanted – Jesse James Hollywood (the subject of the movie “Alpha Dog”) and four other accomplices set out to settle a score with a teenager who owed Jesse over $36,000 for drug purchases.  The drug crew kidnapped the debtor’s 15-year-old stepbrother, Nicholas, holding him for ransom.  After holding him 5 days, the crew was unsuccessful in collecting the cash.  Nicholas became the victim of gun shot wounds to the head and torso and was buried in a shallow grave.  While the four accomplices have been arrested, Jesse is still at large and considered armed and dangerous.  UPDATE: Jesse James was arrested and awaits trial. 
PROFILING THE PARANORMAL – The Unexplained – A seven-member group called HOPE claims to have organized and overseen nearly 100 exorcisms since its founding just a year ago.  The dramatic, actual exorcism of a young woman was filmed for the segment.

TRUCKER DISAPPEARANCE – Missing – Devin Williams drove his huge eighteen-wheeler into Arizona's Tonto National Forest, terrorized campers by careening through their campground, muttered incoherently to them, and disappeared, leaving a wife and three kids behind.  UPDATE: Months later, searchers found his skull a few miles away but authorities still don’t know what caused the rampage. 

Spike UNS002 (cmpSP034)

ELVIS’ LAST NIGHT – Legend – On August 16, 1977, Elvis Presley's life came to an end.  Some say he died of a heart attack.  Elvis' stepbrother and others in his entourage believe he intentionally hoarded an array of dangerous drugs and purposefully committed suicide. 

KECKSBURG UFO (Pts. 1 & 2) – The Unexplained – 1965, Kecksburg, PA residents observed a fiery object streak through sky & fall to earth.  The object had been tracked from Northern Canada. It was shaped like a huge, metallic acorn and was covered with strange, indecipherable markings.  Military investigated, immediately quarantined the area and secretly removed the object from the earth. 

UPDATE: CASINO COWBOY – Solved – Ted Binion, owner of Horseshoe Casino is found dead with heroin in his system.  His beautiful young girlfriend, a Vegas entertainer, is suspected, with her boyfriend as an accomplice.  UPDATE: Both were charged and convicted, sentenced, and then their appeal was upheld.  They were re-tried: the murder conviction was overturned but they were both convicted of robbery. 

DENNIS COLE’S SON – Murder – Joe Cole and his roommate, Henry Rollins, were returning to their Venice house after grocery shopping one night.  Two men followed them and robbed them, but were frustrated by their measly $50 take.  When they forced the men into their house, things went awry, gunplay erupted and Joe Cole was shot and killed. 

BAD CHIEF – Wanted – Greg Webb, police chief of a small town in Nebraska, is wanted for the murder of his former girlfriend, who had discovered him with another woman.  UPDATE: Webb skipped town but was captured, arrested and sentenced. 

Spike UNS003 (cmpSP014)

SLAIN SAMMY (Pts. 1 & 2) – Unexplained Death – Who killed Sammy Wheeler: his ex-wife, his brother, or someone else?  Despite all the people in Sammy’s life with a motive to kill him (his girlfriend, her ex-husband, Sammy’s brother Danny), the F.B.I. says that it was a random act of violence.  Local authorities believe otherwise.  UPDATE: Suspect arrested and convicted. 

JUMPING OFF PLACE – Murder – Two of her old friends from high school are on the run from the law after allegedly murdering 24-year-old Sherry Hart by luring her into their car, attacking her and throwing her off a cliff. 

UNICORN’S SECRET – Wanted – Counter‑culture hero who had hob-nobbed with the celebrity elite, Ira Einhorn couldn’t handle it when his girl friend, Holly Maddux, wanted out.  When Holly disappeared, Einhorn fought tooth and nail to prevent a search warrant.  When the FBI finally searched his apartment 18 months later, they found Holly’s remains locked in a trunk in Einhorn’s closet.  Einhorn was convicted of the murder and, while released on bail, fled the country, living in Ireland and Sweden.  UPDATE: Convicted in absentia then apprehended in Europe. 

UPDATE: BAD CHIEF –Solved – Thanks to tips from U.M. viewers, Greg Webb, police chief of a small town in Nebraska, wanted for the murder of his former girlfriend, is tracked down, arrested and convicted.

GETTYSBURG GHOSTS – Ghosts – Some say that Gettysburg is still haunted by the ghosts of those killed before their time during the terrible carnage of the battle.  Many terrifying apparitions have been reported by staff, visitors, and Civil War re-enactors.  One ghost even left behind a bullet form the battle. 

HOSPITAL ESCAPE – Escape – Randall Utterback was charged with kidnapping a woman who had a restraining order against him and with unlawful use of a weapon.  He was imprisoned without bond for 6 months.  Then, after claiming to have injured his ankle, Utterback was taken to the hospital.  After being treated, Utterback managed to escape and is still at large. 

Spike UNS004 (cmpSP009)

KENTUCKY BOMBER – Wanted  – Hundreds of shots are fired as a sheriff's deputy is led on the wildest, most frightening chase of his life.  Then, the suspect disappears into thin air.  Police searched his property and found grenades, machine guns and 12,000 rounds of ammo.  He’s a renegade member of a Southern anti-government group, the self-proclaimed “Kentucky State Militia”.  UPDATE: Arrested and sentenced.

UPDATE: TEXAS A&M RAPIST – Solved – In Texas, the rapist of at least two women was identified as a grocery store clerk, Don Davis, Jr., who fled while on bail.  UPDATE: Davis was arrested in Cleveland on a traffic violation after he ran a red light.  His fingerprints alerted authorities that he was a fugitive.  He had been working as a DJ at a strip club.  Davis was convicted of two counts of aggressive sexual assault and was sentenced to 99 years in prison in Texas. 

ICE WOMAN – Medical Mystery – When her car broke down during a Minnesota blizzard, Jean Hilliard was found frozen solid in the snow.  She was fully revived and recovered unscathed.  No one can explain how she could survive such an ordeal. 

ONE MINUTE MILLION – Robbery – In one of the fastest armored car heists in history (less than 60 seconds), an armored car in Eden Prairie, MN was robbed of nearly $l million.  Thieves concocted an elaborate ploy of leaving realistic bomb on the hood of the armored car.  It was later found to be an effective prop. 

TAKING A DIVE – Missing – Bob Arcieri preyed upon his neighbors and business associates—including arranging the brutal beating of a woman during the robbery of her collection of exotic Kachina dolls—and was eventually charged with seven felony counts, including conspiracy to commit murder.  While waiting for his trial, his nephew says he drowned in the Colorado River, but some family members and law enforcement are skeptical. 

BORDEAUX MURDER – Murder – On a cold November evening, random automatic rifle fire tore through the home of Shawn and Jodie Bordeaux, miraculously missing Shawn but killing Jodie, 7 months pregnant, instantly.  Was it a random act of violence?  Or was someone, jealous of the young couple’s success, trying to kill both Shawn and Jodie?  Is this incident just another in the growing list of unsolved deaths that have occurred since the opening of the Golden Eagle casino? 

Spike UNS005 (cmpSP011)

UPDATE: FLORIDA CRIME SPREE – Solved – Albert Fletcher is a felon with a violent criminal history dating back to age thirteen.  He is currently accused of armed robbery, aggravated assault and battery, and murder.  Amazingly, all the charges stem from a single 24-hour period.  Albert Fletcher escaped while being transferred from prison to court for his trial.  UPDATE: Arrested.  

BONNIE AND CLYDE 2001 – Wanted – Craig Pritchert and Nova Guthrie are two bank robbers on the run.  This glamorous modern-day Bonnie & Clyde couple has held up over 12 banks throughout the West.  Their elaborate schemes allow them to live the lavish lifestyle they've always dreamed of.  UPDATE: In a UM update, Nova and Craig were caught in South Africa in after a tourist spotted Nova and recognized her from a wanted poster.  Pritchert & Guthrie arrested and sentenced. 

STORM IN HELL – The Unexplained – Suddenly stricken with a strange illness in a foreign hospital, Howard Storm, had a frightening out-of-body, near death experience that took him straight to hell instead of to the “warm light”.  The terrifying experience brought him to the brink of insanity.  Howard eventually recovered, then left his university teaching job and attended a Methodist Seminary.

HEATHER TALLCHIEF – Robbery – Heather Tallchief, a driver for an armored car company, and an accomplice, simply drove off with over 3 million dollars in cash.  According to the FBI, it was one of the largest armored car robberies.  The investigation led authorities to believe that the entire event, from the moment Tallchief applied for the job, to the robbery, was planned in advance for the sole purpose of committing the crime.  UPDATE: Tallchief surrendered.  Solis still at large. 

FILM STUDENT’S DEATH – Unexplained Death – USC Film student Patrick Kelly was allegedly struck down on a highway next to Tijuana.  But while Kelly was lying critically injured in the hospital, someone was using his ATM card.  An autopsy done in the US found that his death was not consistent with an automobile accident.  

BLOODHOUNDS – Sci-Med – Bloodhounds are often used in police work.  Yogi, the bloodhound, tracks scent of a missing girl, Alie Berrelez, for 14 miles.  Her body is found close to where Yogi led detectives. 

Spike UNS006 (cmpSP005)

A.W.O.L. – Missing – 19 year old Justin Burgwinkel disappeared from his Fort Ord army base after telling his girlfriend he was on an undercover sting operation at the base.  He said that if they ever found his dog tags that it meant he was dead.  Months later, his car was found abandoned in a motel parking lot in Northern California—inside the trunk were his dog tags. 

UPDATE: UNKNOWN ARSONIST – Solved – A motorist found a camouflage jacket discarded along the highway.  Inside jacket was videotape footage of house being consumed by fire and weird male voice saying this is what he did on a week's vacation.  UPDATE:  A viewer tip led to the arrest of two juveniles. 

PHOENIX UFO – UFO – Strange "V" formations of lights appeared in the night sky over Phoenix and Flagstaff and Southern Arizona.  The Air National Guard tried to say it may have been a squadron of A‑10 attack planes and flares but several eyewitnesses and experts dispute this finding and are absolutely convinced it was UFOs. 

BRANDON LEE – Unexplained Death – Bruce Lee died unexpectedly at a young age, the victim of a mysterious microbe.  Bruce’s son Brandon died in a shooting accident on the set of a movie—is it the Lee family the victim of a legendary Chinese curse?  An Unsolved Mysteries investigation shows exactly what happened on the set when Brandon was tragically shot to death. 
ALCATRAZ – Escape – In 1962, three Alcatraz prisoners plotted for months and dramatically escaped from "The Rock" in a homemade raft and were never seen again.  Their ingenious escape plan has become legendary.  Did they die in the icy waters or, as some say, make it to land? 

Spike UNS007 (cmpSP001)

COLORADO COP KILLER – Wanted – A hail of bullets killed Police Officer Dale Claxton as he sat in his police cruiser in Cortez, Colorado.  Officer Claxton had just pulled over a stolen truck but as he was checking the license plates, three suspects from inside the truck brandished automatic weapons and began firing, killing the officer instantly.  UPDATE:  All suspects found dead from self-inflicted gunshot wounds.  
PLAYBOY CON MAN – Fraud – Jonathan Kern has reportedly made a career of cleverly impersonating a noted formula one racer named Jonathan Palmer.  He has bilked many businesses and individuals, including an unsuspecting young woman named Elizabeth, with whom Kern had a torrid love affair.  UPDATE: Kern was caught in Europe, served time, then committed crime again; now wanted. 

UPDATE: LARRY’S RAMPAGE – Solved – Larry George, a former Army enlisted man with anger management problems, went on a rampage.  At point blank range, he shot his estranged wife, shot her best friend, and then her best friend’s boyfriend.  A survivalist, George then disappeared.  UPDATE: a camper spotted George washing his clothes in a South Carolina river near his campsite.  George was captured with his pants down … literally. 

LIFE AFTER LIGHTNING – The Unexplained – Dannion Brinkley was struck by lightning, was pronounced dead, recovered miraculously and now claims to have psychic powers.  His prophetic visions have stunned experts and, tested for ESP on UM, he responded correctly.  Brinkley used his new psychic abilities to identify Shadow Clark as the murderer of John and Nancy Bosco of Big Fork, Montana in 1993.  Shadow Clark was later arrested and convicted. 

MICKEY THOMPSON – Murder – Racecar legend Mickey Thompson and his wife, Trudy, were shot down in the driveway of their Bradbury, CA home by two gunmen.  Police believe it was a contract killing.  UPDATE: Sheriff's investigators claim that an eyewitness identified Michael Goodwin as sitting in a station wagon in the Thompsons' neighborhood, spying on them with binoculars several days before the murders.  Goodwin was formally charged in Pasadena in Los Angeles County.  In October 2006, a Pasadena Superior Court judge ordered Goodwin to stand trial for the murders. 

MISSING GRINGO – Missing – Gordon Collins, along with his girlfriend, Anastasia Seals, and another couple went to sea while a storm approached of the Mexican coast.  After the storm, the capsized boat and two bodies were found but the other two never turned up.  There have been several sightings of Gordon, behaving quite erratically, in small Mexican towns in Baja California. 

Spike UNS008 (cmpSP004)

TUPAC SHAKUR – Murder – An in depth inquiry into the life and times of rapper Tupac Shakur including an investigation of who ordered his assassination, and why. 

BIGFOOT II – The Unexplained – A gigantic, hairy beast is leaving huge footprints and scaring eyewitnesses in the Pacific Northwest. 

UPDATE: NOBLE BROTHERS RUN – Solved -- Ted and Gary Noble are on the run after robbing the Woods family and holding Becky Woods and her grandchildren at gunpoint before fleeing.  UPDATE: Captured and convicted.  

FRED’S FATAL DRIVE – Wanted – Fred Russell is an all-American college student who became a fugitive after allegedly killing 3 students in a horrific drunk driving accident.  UPDATE: Captured. 

CYRIL WECHT – Investigators – The legendary forensic pathologist Cyril Wecht has one case that continues to haunt him.  It is the mysterious death of 20 year‑old Jack Davis, Jr., a college student, near Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania. 
LOST AT SEA – Missing – Two Frenchmen are mysteriously lost at sea.  Though there are a number of theories, they have never been found. 

Spike UNS009 (cmpSP007)

FUGITIVE SQUIRREL – Wanted  – Wallace Thrasher is an All-American boy-next-door who became a drug-smuggling mastermind.  A small plane loaded with 1200 pounds of high-grade marijuana, worth more than one million dollars, crashed in the Virginia countryside.  Wallace Thrasher’s wife claimed that he died in the crash, but agents have good reason to believe he’s still alive.  NEW INFO: Confirmed he is alive. 

UPDATE: WAAG THE DOG – Solved – Career criminal Clayton Waagner went on a cross-country spree during which he said he held up a service station, stole various trucks, and repeatedly stalked abortion clinics and their workers after God told him to kill them.  After Waagner was incarcerated for the third time, he escaped from jail using a plastic comb.  He is at large and considered armed and dangerous.  UPDATE: Arrested and sentenced.

MYSTERY MUMMY –The Unexplained  – A seventeen-inch tall mummy was stolen from an Indian burial site.  It appears to be the remains of a tiny human being.  Several people who possessed this mummy died under unusual circumstances.

VIGILANTE – Wanted – Timothy Coombs shot Corporal Bob Harper and he died of a pre-existing condition during surgery.  Coombs was a member of the cult called the Freemen and may have targeted Harper in retaliation for a government investigation and alleged harassment. 

WHO PLUGGED BUGSY? – Legend – Bugsy Siegel was a notorious Mafia hit man who created and managed the first casino in Las Vegas.  Then, he was the target of a hit man himself and died from a sniper’s bullet in his mansion in Beverly Hills.  Bugsy’s girlfriend and key mob figures are suspects in the murder of Bugsy Siegel.  Is it possible that they all played a part? 

MURDER IN CONNECTICUT – Murder – Martha Moxley of Greenwich, Connecticut, was murdered in a gated community by a golf club belonging to a neighbor.  One of the suspects, a cousin of the Kennedy family, claimed his innocence.  UPDATE: Martha’s mother, Dorothy Moxley, credits Unsolved Mysteries with helping convict Michael Skakel, a member of the Kennedy clan of her daughter’s murder. 

Spike UNS010 (cmpSP006)

TEXAS MOST WANTED – Wanted – Edward Harold Bell regularly exposed himself to children and shot to death Larry Dickens, the man who tried to stop him.  While released on bail, he liquidated his funds and fled.  In the reenactment, Larry Dickens was played by Matthew McConaughey in one of his first roles. UPDATE: Convicted. 

BACKYARD BONES – Unexplained Death – Monika Rizzo took a break from her job at the Dept. of Human Resources.  She never returned.  Police received a tip that her bones were buried in her backyard.  They searched and found bones all over the backyard and in the barbeque.  Her husband says he has no idea how they got there.  UPDATE: Monika’s skull was found and the case is now a homicide investigation, and the husband is the primary suspect. 

PIERRE’S AMNESIA – Amnesia – A young man named "Pierre" found himself along a deserted stretch of Northern California coastline.  He had no idea who to call or how he got there.  He didn’t even know his name. He was suffering from total amnesia.  UPDATE: With our cameras on hand, Pierre was reunited with family. 

UPDATE: BAD FRIDAY – Solved – Twenty-one year old Wendi Long accepted a ride from two men she seemed to know.  A friend of hers saw Wendi get into a late model pick-up truck and got a good look at the men who gave Wendi that fated ride.  Who were they?  Another friend says that Wendi called him the next day.  But she never made it home and hasn’t been heard from since.  What happened to Wendi Long?  UPDATE: The friend confessed to her murder. 

MISSING BANK EXECUTIVE – Missing – Lee Young, a bank fraud investigator, disappeared.  The next day his car was found burned 100 miles away.  Authorities believe he may have been murdered by a Colombian cartel because of his assistance in exposing a money-laundering operation. 

CANADIAN CROP CIRCLES – The Unexplained – Recently, a number of unusual crop circle formations have been discovered in Canada.  Experts say that some are the work of pranksters … But others defy explanation. 

Spike # UNS011 (cmpSP029)

DIAL’S ESCAPE – Wanted – Randolph Franklin Dial was in prison for murder and managed to run off with the deputy prison warden’s wife.  Police don’t know whether Bobbi Parker went willingly or was kidnapped.  Relatives received several phone calls from her saying, “everything is OK.  UPDATE: Dial found, sent to prison; Parker reunited with family.
SOCORRO CLOSE ENCOUNTER – The Unexplained – Lonnie Zamora, a Socorro police officer, saw a UFO while chasing a teenager into the desert.  When it was investigated, they found indentations from the spaceship.  Zamora is a respected member of the community and to this day is still convinced of what he saw. 

MARTIN LUTHER KING (Pts. 1 and 2) – Murder – Did James Earl Ray really kill Martin Luther King?  Or was it a cover-up by government investigators?  Several investigators and members of Dr. King’s family do not believe Ray acted alone. 

UPDATE: PURVIS CONFESSION – Solved – John Purvis had been convicted of the murders of Susan Hamwi and her infant daughter, despite the lack of physical evidence linking him to the crime.  It turned out that her ex-husband had hired hit men to avoid paying alimony.  UPDATE: Exonerated.

Spike  UNS012 (cmpSP031)

TOMMY AND HIS PARENTS – Unexplained Death – In Fairfax County, Virginia, 21 year old Tommy Burkett was found shot to death in his parent's home.  It was set up to look like a suicide and police ruled it that way, but his parents believe that he was murdered. 

PET HEROES – The Unexplained – What are the mysterious unknown forces that can turn ordinary pets into extraordinary heroes?  Is it instinct?  Love?  Devotion?  Three amazing stories of animals that save lives are profiled.

UPDATE: COP KILLER ESCAPE – Solved – Two men break into a license plate manufacturing company.  Chief J.B. Hamby responds to the call and is shot and killed.  One gunman is killed; David Gordon Smith is captured.  In prison, he becomes a model prisoner but seven years later escapes.  UPDATE: Arrested. 

HELL’S ANGELS FUGITIVE – Wanted – Richard Vallee, a high ranking member of the Hell's Angels, is wanted by the US Marshals for the murder, via car bomb, of prosecution witness, Lee Carter.  He is also accused of selling 300 kilograms of cocaine.  UPDATE: Arrested

DEATH ROW MOM (Pts. 1 & 2) – Final Appeal – Darlie and Darin Routier's two oldest sons, Devon, 6, and Damon, 5, were savagely stabbed to death in their home in Rowlett, Texas.  Although Darlie’s throat was slashed in the attack, police charged her with the crime and she was vilified in the national media.  It was a case rife with inconsistencies; a case in which the defendant would testify against the advice of counsel and the lead investigator would eventually plead the Fifth Amendment.  Darlie now sits on death row for the brutal murder of her sons. Today many believe she was wrongfully convicted. 

Spike UNS013 (cmpSP040)

JOURNEY TO MURDER – Unexplained Death – Blair Adams was found dead in a parking lot in Knoxville, TN, surrounded by almost $4000 of various currencies and after a long journey from British Columbia. 

TAUNTING BANK ROBBER – Robbery – Tom Dixon, an extremely adept career criminal, skipped out on parole and continues to rob banks and to taunt the F.B.I. by sending them clues of his whereabouts.  UPDATE: Arrested.  UM Solve. 

MADMAN ACROSS THE WATER – Wanted – An unidentified speed boat races across the water in a no-wake zone and crashes into a boat with three young women, permanently disfiguring one, Stephanie Booker. 

MARCOS’ BUDDAH (Pts. 1 & 2) – Treasure – Roger Roxas, an amateur treasure hunter, claims that he found a 2000‑pound solid gold Buddha and countless boxes of gold bars.  When Ferdinand Marcos heard about it, he tortured Roxas later seized the Golden Buddha.  UPDATE: A Filipino court had ordered the government to give Roxas’ family $460 million. 

STEVE’S FLAG – Lost Love – In 1939, Steve Ross was imprisoned in a Nazi concentration camp. When Allied troops liberated Dachau in 1945, Steve's first taste of compassion in five years came from U.S. soldier who gave him food and a small American flag.  Now Steve, a successful Boston psychologist, wants to thank him for his generosity.  

Spike UNS014 (cmpSP039)

BURBANK ROBBERS – Final Appeal – Dan and Carol Montecalvo were attacked in their home by intruders.  Carol died from two gunshot wounds.  Dan was shot in the back but survived. Police quickly suspected that Dan staged the entire incident due to his criminal past and large gambling debts.  Although a neighbor later confessed to the crime, Dan is serving 27 years to life in prison.
BC SEA MONSTER – The Unexplained – Near Cadborro Bay, Canada, there's the legendary serpent–like creature called a Cadborosaurus, or "Caddy" for short.  Several people say they seen it, up close and personal. Does it really exist?

VISION QUEST – Missing – David Stone was a successful financial analyst and New Age enthusiast.  He went to the New Mexico desert to meditate and “find himself” but disappeared.  UPDATE: David’s remains were found but no one knows how he met his eerie fate.  

UPDATE: FLORIDA FLIM FLAM – Solved -- Florida authorities are searching for Art Frankfort, an alleged con artist suspected of check forging, and romancing then swindling a widow out of $5,000 worth of jewels.  UPDATE: Thanks to U. M., Frankfort captured and found guilty.  

THUMPER – Wanted – Jonathan John Brown is wanted in California, Oregon and Tennessee on charges stemming from alleged manufacture and distribution of methamphetamines.  UPDATE: Arrested.  

Spike UNS015 (cmpSP037)

ROSWELL (Pts. 1 & 2) – UFO – Rancher Mac Brazel claimed that a UFO crashed on his ranchland.  Evidence suggests government/military officials removed evidence and covered up the incident, retracting the press announcement of findings.  This legendary story is backed up by several eyewitnesses who claim the government cover-up reaches all the way to the White House. 

DOTTIE CAYLOR – Missing – Dottie Caylor is an agoraphobic; she’s terrified of going out of her house.  Now, she is missing and her husband claims he dropped his wife at the train station and she simply got on the train and disappeared on purpose.  Police suspect foul play. 

MARINE CAPTAIN MURDER – Unexplained Death – A young Marine captain, Jeffrey Digman, is found dead from single shot to head.  Military and coroner ruled suicide.  Parents, Bill and Donna, believe their son was murdered and that the military covered it up. 
UPDATE: MEDFORD’S MILLIONS – Fraud -- Steve Cox and his partner, in a bogus investment company, swindled more than $3.5 million from investors, then the men disappeared.  UPDATE: Captured.  UM Solve. 

PACKER CHURCH FIRE – Arson – Green Bay Packer legend Reggie White’s church in Knoxville, Tennessee was one of over 20 churches burned down in what is suspected is a racially- motivated hate crime.   

Spike UNS016 (cmpSP016)

ARMORED CAR KILLINGS – Robbery – Vallejo, CA.  Police responded to an emergency call at Loomis Armored Car facility and found a robbery heist gone awry.  They found 3 dead guards, sacks of money, camouflage clothing, bolt cutters, weapons, shoes, tools, & lighter fluid.  The three guards were shot to death, execution style.  UPDATE: 3 of the 4 men, Thomas Young, Eugene Livingston and Asad Muhammad, were convicted. 

UPDATE: FUMBLES ROBBER – Solved – A bank robber with the nickname Fumbles has a penchant for dropping items––gun, money, pieces of clothing––while he's holding up the banks.  UPDATE: Ross James Preston arrested and sentenced.  UM Solve.   

DAHLIA/TORSO CONNECTION – Murder – On a January morning in 1947, the nude, mutilated body of 22-year-old Elizabeth Short was discovered in a weed infested lot in the Crenshaw district of Los Angeles.  The crime became one of the most celebrated unsolved mysteries in US history. 

TUNNEL OF COCAINE – Wanted – U.S. and Mexican authorities raided a warehouse in Douglas, AZ and a private home in Agua Prieta, Mexico, 200 feet away.  A sophisticated underground tunnel between the two buildings had been the route drug czar Rafael Camarena used to smuggle billions of dollars of illegal cocaine into the United States.  UPDATE: Arrested.  

BLACK HOPE CURSE (Pts. 1 & 2) – The Unexplained – Families flee a new Texas subdivision after a series of horrifying paranormal events precede the grisly discovery that their homes are built over an old Slave burial ground.  A coffin with skeletal bones was found in one back yard, and several families were tormented with strange sounds and apparitions.  The curse is said to have led to the death of one neighbor.  This case is similar to the movie, “The Poltergeist”. 

Spike UNS017 (cmpSP013)

TEXAS CRIME SPREE – Wanted – During a 24 hour period, four people from Texas and Arkansas were tortured and brutally murdered.  Police are tracking two unidentified teenage boys who were seen at the crime scene.  UPDATE: William Glenn Henry & Davey Lynn Crocket captured, pled guilty, sentenced.

WHO’S TYLER? – Amnesia – A motorist found a young man lying on side of road near Las Vegas.  He was treated for dehydration and amnesia and given the name Tyler Doe.  UPDATE: Tyler Doe has been identified as Arthur Paul Beal of Boise, Idaho.  He was wanted on charges of grand larceny.  Was the amnesia a hoax to escape being prosecuted for theft?  

INSIDE FRONTERA – Murder – The disappearance of prison guard, Jesslyn Rich, and three years later, the controversial death of inmate, Teri Lucas, have led to allegations of corruption and murder inside California's Frontera Prison. 

UPDATE: DEADLY DOSES –Solved – During his medical internship, Dr. Michael Swango left a trail of dead patients and suspicious co-workers.  When he was fired, he became a paramedic and again co-workers were suspicious that he had poisoned them.  When police were finally able to make a case against him, he vanished.  UPDATE: Arrested and convicted. 

ENTITY, THE – Ghosts – Three ranchers bought a 3000-acre ranch in the Texas hills and moved into the main building.  Almost every night the men heard loud crashing noises and stomping.  Noted parapsychologist, Dr. William Roll, was called in to investigate.

DISAPPEARING DAD – Missing – A.J. Breaux had been sober for eight years.  One night after having met with his support group, he stopped at a convenience store to pick up some milk.  Two days later his car was found abandoned, but no AJ in sight.  Though there have been some alleged sightings of him, police are baffled as to why he would willingly walk away from his life. 

Spike UNS018 (cmpSP021)

VOODOO VICTIMS – Wanted – Five people on island of St. Croix have died from drinking a potion laced with cyanide while standing in the ocean.  Police think the victims believe their individual wealth will double in short time by following this voodoo ritual. 

TRAILER TERROR – Murder – Some time in the pre-dawn of a cold December morning, someone shot and killed Danny and Kathy Freeman in their rural Oklahoma home, then set that home on fire.  Their 16-year-old daughter, Ashley, and her school friend, Lauria Bible, were also in the home at the time.  But their bodies were never found by investigating police.  Did the girls flee, or were they abducted?  Did they commit the murders?  Who killed Danny and Kathy Freeman?  UPDATE:   A prison inmate--convicted murderer Jeremy B. Jones--confessed to Oklahoma authorities that he killled Danny and Kathy Freeman and set their mobile home on fire over a drug debt.  Jones also said he took their daughter, Ashley, and her friend, Lauria Bible, to Kansas, then shot them and threw their bodies into an abandoned mine.  However, a search of the mine area turned up nothing.  He later recanted his confession of murdering all of them.  Jones has confessed to a number of other homicides and then recanted. Jeremy Jones is currently in an Alabama prison for first-degree murder.  The murders of Kathy and Danny Freeman remain unsolved, and the disappearance of Ashley Freeman and Lauria Bible has never been explained.   

PRACTICAL JOKER – Fraud – Con artist Todd Mueller faked swallowing a razor blade to escape Cook County Hospital prison ward.  He's wanted in Hawaii and Chicago for fraud, forgery, and felony escape.  He likes to call authorities to turn himself in, then doesn't show up.  UPDATE: Arrested.  

UPDATE: PIZZA MAN – Solved – A deadly feud between two restaurant owners over take-our pizza customers turns deadly.  John Henry Mooney was convicted of the murder of pizza parlor businessman T.K. Harty, escaped from the Wayne Correctional Institute in Georgia.  He had been convicted of hiring a hit man to kill his business rival.  UPDATE: Back in prison.  

GULF POW DREAM – The Unexplained – A man has dream about his buddy during the Gulf War — the warfare, fighting, capture and captivity. Incredibly, all the specific details turn out to be true.

ACCOUNTANT AMNESIA – Amnesia – A charming but disheveled transient wakes up in ditch with no memory and makes a life for himself in Jackson Hole, Wyoming.  He says he has a dim memory of a wife and two sons. He would like to know his true identity.  UPDATE: “Pat Brown” discovered his true identity after UM airing.  He had abandoned his family in Marion Co, Indianapolis, Indiana and was wanted on six felony charges for misappropriating funds at the advertising agency where he used to work.  He was sentenced to 100 days home detention and 200 hours of community service.
Spike UNS019 (SP019)

BURNED EVIDENCE – Murder – A man in Oregon, Eric Tamiyasu, is rumored to be sleeping around with several married women, including the local Sheriff’s wife.  Family and friends seek answers in his unexplained murder after what could have been crucial physical evidence is destroyed by local authorities.  What motivated local investigators to burn the bed the victim died upon? 

DARK DANTE – Fraud – A 25 yr old computer genius managed to “break into” classified CIA and military websites.  He burglarized phone company offices, electronically snooped through records of law enforcement wiretaps and jammed radio station lines in a scheme to win cash, sports cars and a trip to Hawaii.  Kevin Poulsen is wanted for computer fraud, wiretapping, embezzlement, conspiracy, theft of public property and records.  UPDATE: Found, pled guilty, sentenced, released.  A U.M. Solve. 

SKELETON CANYON – Treasure – Several shoot-outs in the Old West led to a remote Arizona area being named Skeleton Canyon.  Modern day treasure hunters are still looking for the multi‑million dollar booty that outlaw Curly Bill Brocious and gang buried somewhere in Skeleton Canyon in the 1800's. 

CON/DOC – Robbery – Two of the most elusive, cunning & dangerous fugitives pursued by U.S. Marshals, Joseph Dougherty & Terry Conner, took banks executives and their families hostage in order to gain access to bank vaults.  UPDATE:  Terry Lee Conner and Joseph Dougherty have been arrested. Conner was returned to prison, where he began serving out a life sentence.   Dougherty was sent back to prison, and won’t be eligible for parole until 2019.
SMITTY – Wanted – A Las Vegas businessman rented his home to Joe Weldon Smith, his wife and two daughters.  Smith murdered his entire family and attempted to also kill the homeowner, Frank Allen, after Allen accidentally stumbled onto the scene.  UPDATE: Arrested.  UM Solve.  

UPDATE: NEWLYWED ESCAPE – Solved – Karen Walters, a teacher in Massachusetts, and Richard Cepulonis, a convict, romanced for eight years, married, and then she left her life to help him escape from prison.  UPDATE: The couple was selling reconditioned mattresses in Minnesota.  A woman who was working in the department recognized her from “Unsolved Mysteries”.  She called authorities and they were arrested, extradited to Massachusetts and both went to prison. 

Spike UNS020 (cmpSP020)

BOSTON STRANGLER (Pts. 1 & 2) – Legend – New DNA evidence casts doubt onto one of last century's most infamous serial killings—was Albert de Salvo really the Boston Strangler?  Or was he duped into confessing by his attorney, F. Lee Bailey? 

GAS STATION VIDEO – Missing – Teenage runaways Wendy Von Hubben and Jesse Howell ran out of money and were sleeping under a bridge.  They called their parents who sent bus fare … but three days later, Jesse was found dead and Wendy was nowhere to be found.  She appears in a grainy store security video after her parents heard from her.  UPDATE: Angel Maturino Resendiz, also known as the “Railroad Killer,” confessed in 2000 to murdering Wendy Von Huben and her boyfriend, Jesse Howell.  A convicted murderer, he was already on death row in Texas for killing a Houston doctor, received immunity in exchange for leading police to Von Huben’s body.  He also claims he continued to ride the rails, killing nine people along the tracks in Illinois, Florida, Texas and Kentucky. 

INTERCEPTORS – The Unexplained – Some aviation researchers believe that a new generation of sophisticated military aircraft is being developed, using mind‑boggling technology.  Some speculate that the technology for such an aircraft may have been come from alien technology.

MODEL A SISTER – Lost Love – Donald Stradt searched for his sister for years. When they were kids, they were ripped from their home, placed in a foster home and then separated.  Dolores was adopted.  UPDATE: After the broadcast, Don’s sister, now named Penelope, called and she and Don were reunited.
Spike UNS021 (cmpSP003)

YAGER SHYSTER – Wanted – Margie Jelovcic was a good girl who may have gotten mixed up with the wrong crowd.  She met Randy Mark Yager, the Chicago regional president of the Outlaws Motorcycle Club, a nefarious biker gang.  Yager’s been a fugitive from the law ever since June 11th, 1997 on charges of conspiracy, conspiracy to distribute and possession with intent to distribute controlled substances, violent crime in the aid of racketeering, and interstate transportation of explosives.  His girlfriend, Margie Jelovcic, has been missing for almost four years.  Authorities believe if Margie is still with him, it may not be voluntarily.  

KC BLAST – Arson – A huge fire in Kansas City summoned several fire companies, and then six fire fighters were killed as the result of explosives set off by the arsonist.  UPDATE: Five suspects found, arrested, and convicted. 

ABDUCTEES (Pts. 1 & 2) – UFO – Four men camping in the Allagash Wilderness believe they were abducted by aliens—under hypnosis they independently describe their experiences and their stories match. They say they were used by aliens for biological experiments aboard a spacecraft. Sound incredible? Polygraph exams show them to be truthful. 

DISAPPEARANCE IN SHOSHONE – Missing – On July 2, 1998, 24‑year‑old Amy Wroe Bechtel left her Lander, Wyoming apartment at 9:30 to run errands. Her car was found outside the Shoshone Wilderness. Her husband has refused to cooperate with police. Their friends are torn apart, not knowing if he’s guilty or not. 

Spike UNS022 (cmpSP067)

STAMPER’S RAMPAGE – Escape – Every time Paul Stamper beat up his ex-wife, Teresa, he was arrested for assault.  And every time, he was mysteriously released.  Finally, he shot and killed her boy friend and took her hostage.  After being convicted for murder, Stamper escaped from prison.  UPDATE: Just three hours after our broadcast, Paul Stamper was arrested as he left his home in the Denver area where he had been living under an assumed name for approximately four years.  He is currently serving a 35-year sentence. 
DESPERATELY SEEKING SUSAN – Missing – While Susan Walsh interned at the Village Voice during the day, she stripped at nightclubs to support herself and her son.  She worked on two controversial stories, and did some work on a book about the sex industry, and then disappeared. 

MUCHO ORO – Treasure – Mexican businessman Leon Trabuco buried 16 tons of gold bullion in desert and then died before telling anyone where the gold is. 

AIRLINE EMPLOYEE MURDER – Murder – Su Taraskiewicz worked for Northwest Airlines.  Her body was found in her car’s trunk.  Her diary describes numerous acts of hostility by male co-workers.  Authorities think she happened upon a stolen credit card ring and was targeted by co-workers involved. 

UPDATE: DJ DEATH – Solved – A late night chase in Hollywood ended violently when a popular L.A. disc jockey and nightclub owner, 26 yr old Lee Selwyn, was struck and killed while riding his motorcycle.  UPDATE: According to a viewer, Frank Perkins, an inmate in a Georgia prison, had often bragged about running down a biker in LA. Lee ’s friends identified Perkins’ mug shot out of a line up of photos.  In July of 1993, just five days before Perkins was scheduled for parole, he was arrested and extradited back to California Arrested.  UM solve.  

HOSPITAL HOAX – Fraud -- “Tom Hughes” died in the hospital and hospital personnel discovered that he was a fraud who’s scam was to adopt the names of Soap Opera stars and stay in hospitals living off free room and board.  UPDATE: Identified.  UM Solve.

Spike UNS023 (cmpSP018)

D.B. COOPER (Pts. 1 & 2) – Legend – After hi-jacking a 727, a man known only as D.B. Cooper parachuted from the rear door of a plane over Washington State, along with more than $200,000 he had extorted from authorities.  Did he survive? 

RICHARD’S RAMPAGE – Wanted – Richard Church killed the parents of a former girlfriend, Colleen Ritter, after breaking into their home.  Colleen and her brother survived the attack, though Colleen received over twenty stab wounds.  UPDATE: Captured and sentenced. 

UPDATE: LOG CABIN FRAUD – Solved – Mark Mitchell, the owner and contractor of Colorado Log Homes, scammed a family and several other victims out of $25,000 with an investment scam.  UPDATE: Arrested, jumped bail, on the loose again. 

CHAIR OF DEATH – The Unexplained – When convicted murderer Thomas Busby was on his way to the gallows, he cursed the chair where he drank his final pint of ale.  The curse may have stuck.  Several people who dared to sit in the chair met with untimely (and violent) ends. 

WOOD I LIE TO YOU – Missing – Colleen Wood disappears after telling her family she’s going on an around-the-world sailing trip with her new boyfriend.  Then the boyfriend disappears, too. 

Spike UNS024 (cmpSP010)

BORDER LINE MURDER – Unexplained Death – When Jayson Artis and some friends went to Tijuana, Mexico, Jayson was arrested for bumping into a police officer.  The friends were told he was sent to jail to “dry out”.  His badly beaten body was found the next morning, face down in a gutter, 3 blocks from where he was last seen.  The American Consulate said Jayson was a victim of a hit and run.  Jayson's family and friends suspect the Tijuana police beat him to death. 

SLEEPWALKING – Sci-Med – Incidences of sleepwalking are explored.  One man was killed while sleepwalking in the street; another woman was injured because of walking through a plate glass window while sleepwalking 

SEARCHER’S SON – Missing – Government Intelligence specialist Ray Hickenbotham disappeared and the Army labeled him a deserter.  Daughter, Carol believes he was the victim of a conspiracy and wants to clear her father's name.  Carol received a mysterious phone call from a man calling himself the “Archangel”.  He claimed her father, Ray was still alive and he had been taken into hiding by the government. 

FRIGHTENED FAMILY – Ghosts – A couple moves into a house and begins to hear strange noises from the attic area.  They find out a young child had possibly died in the house.

DENNIS KEITH SMITH – Solved – Dennis Keith Smith killed his sister, Patricia Johnson and served 10 years in prison for the crime.  When he was released, he went to live with his mother—who was also taking care of Patricia’s son.  A woman living nearby disappeared and the nephew was convinced his uncle had something to do with it.  Police questioned him but Smith disappeared before police could charge him with the murder.  UPDATE: Arrested.  
Spike UNS025 (cmpSP012)

MASSACHUSETTS MARINE – Unexplained Death – In July 1986 a young Marine, David Cox, was nearly killed during a brutal hazing incident called "Code Red".  That event still has repercussions today, which may have led to the mysterious death of one of the Marines involved in executing the Code Red. 

YETI – The Unexplained – Tom Slick Jr., Texas scientist and businessman, after years of leading expeditions to the Himalayas with his partner Peter Byrne, in search of the Yeti, believes he's found conclusive evidence to prove its existence. 

TERRORIZED TEEN – Amnesia – Fourteen-year-old Sarah Powell, on a day she was home from school, woke with total amnesia.  She was hog-tied, and the house had been ransacked.  Over the course of nine seizures, her amnesia lifted and she started to remember details of the incident and her attackers.  Composite sketches of the suspects are revealed.

BIKER AND THE VET – Murder – Tom Roche disappears.  Police suspect foul play.  Bones are later found in the desert with some of his possessions.  UPDATE: DNA proves they are his bones. 

UPDATE: KILLER BOYFRIEND – Solved – Jerry Gervasoni strangled his 22 year old girlfriend and left her to decompose under her mother’s bed in her trailer in Florida until she was discovered a week later.  UPDATE: Jerry ran to Canada after the killing and was arrested 10 years later after the UM broadcast.  

VICTOR GERENA –Robbery – Victor Manuel Gerena, an armored car guard, robbed the company of about seven million dollars of marked and unmarked bills.  He then gave it to a Puerto Rican terrorist group to buy black market arms.  Update: He is still on the FBI’s 10 Most Wanted list. 

Spike UNS026 (cmpSP017)

CASINO COWBOY – Unexplained Death –Ted Binion, owner of the Horseshoe Casino in Las Vegas was found dead, with heroin in his system.  His young, attractive live-in girlfriend, a former Vegas entertainer, was known to be having an affair with Binion’s boyfriend.  He was discovered digging up and looting Binions’s secret trove of silver coins.  After a lengthy and controversial trial, the pair were convicted of murder.  UPDATE: Upon appeal, murder verdict overturned.  At their second trial, they were found not guilty of the murder but were both convicted of burglary and grand larceny. 
UPDATE: KC BLAST – Solved – In Kansas City six fire fighters were killed due to an explosion set off by arson.  UPDATE: 5 suspects found guilty. 

ROAD RAGE – Wanted – A Road Rage incident is responsible for a death in Fishkill, New York.  After being side-swiped by a driver, Richard Aderson and the driver pull to the side of the road.  After a brief argument, the driver fatally shot Aderson and fled.  The gunman was described as middle-aged and balding.  He wore glasses and had a beard.  The assailant drove a green 1997 Jeep Cherokee with New Hampshire plates.

AUSTRALIAN UFO – UFO – A pilot takes off and disappears from the radar.  He radios that a strange craft has swooped down on him. His last transmission: “It is hovering and it is not an aircraft” leads people to think he saw a UFO.  Other eyewitnesses confirm the sighting of something that looked like a UFO. 

SAN MARINO BONES – Murder – While digging a swimming pool, a homeowner came across dismembered sections of a human skeleton.  The grisly discovery was a macabre twist in a nearly ten-year old mystery involving the disappearance of John Sohus and his wife, Linda. (Murder: John & Linda Sohus)   UPDATE:  After a man calling himself Clark Rockefeller was arrested on an unrelated charge, authorities discovered he had known John and Linda Sohus at the time they were murdered.  Rockefeller denies any involvement; police are continuing their investigation.     
PSYCHIC SPY – Sci-Med – David Morehouse was hit by a stray machine gun bullet that lodged in his helmet and knocked him out cold.  It unleashed his psychic powers and he joined a secret psychic, remote-viewing program operated by the government to spy on our enemies.  

Spike UNS027 (cmpSP022)

SONNY LISTON – Unexplained Death – Boxing great Sonny Liston died in 1971 in Las Vegas, from what authorities concluded was accidental heroin overdose.  But his wife said she never knew him to take drugs.  Some say he was murdered for refusing to throw fight.  

THUMBS (a.k.a. LOVE GONE WRONG) – Murder – Dave Davis fled the United States after an autopsy revealed that his newlywed wife of one year, Shannon Mohr, had died from poisoning and not from a fall from a horse as originally reported.  Davis murdered her for the insurance money.  UPDATE: A viewer tip leads to his arrest in American Samoa.  Convicted to life sentence. 

BELGIAN UFO (Pts. 1 & 2) – UFO – Over 3,000 reported sightings of alien craft

over Belgium. Eyewitnesses include policemen and air force pilots who recorded a UFO on his plane’s radar. 

UPDATE: MICKEY THOMPSON – Solved – Race car legend Mickey Thompson and his wife, Trudy, were gunned down in the driveway of their Bradbury, CA home.  UPDATE: Thompson’s former business convicted of ordering the contract killing; the hitmen are still at large. 

DOWN TO THE WIRE – Wanted – Rohrey Wychgel was shot when someone tried to steal his car. 

Spike UNS028 (cmpSP023)

MURDER & EXTORTION – Murder – Roger Dean and his wife D.J. were confronted in their home by a masked gunman demanding money.  Roger was taken into another room and, as his wife listened, was shot and killed.  Now, police think he may set up the whole scenario himself in a convoluted hostage scheme which backfired on him. 

CASINO DISAPPEARANCE – Missing – Al Henderson and Jean Moore take a vacation to Laughlin, Nevada, Al leaves Jean at her favorite slot machine to get his car, but when he returns, Jean is nowhere in sight.  She’s never been seen again, and her family is convinced Al had something to do with it.  

SUDDENLY PSYCHIC – The Unexplained – John Holland and Elizabeth Joyce are profiled as people who got into car accidents and suddenly became psychic.  Both are able to make uncanny (and accurate) predictions about the future.

LARRY’S RAMPAGE – Wanted – Larry George, a former Army enlisted man was so angry at his wife, he burst into her house, chased her next door, and gunned her down.  He then fired at the neighbor and her boyfriend, killing them both.  A survivalist, George vanished into the South Carolina wilderness.  UPDATE: Captured and is on death row, awaiting execution.

UPDATE: TRUCKER RAPIST ESCAPE – Solved  – After his escape from prison, Robert Gerald Watson is considered an "unofficial suspect" in the rape and murder of several female prostitutes who were picked up at highway stops in Ohio and whose bodies were later found dumped along various interstate highways.  UPDATE: Convicted.  

PLUMMER’S BOOTY – Treasure – In 1863, Montana Sheriff Henry Plummer secretly moonlighted as the leader of notorious bandits called the "Road Agent Gang."  His dual life was later revealed and he was hung for his offenses.  But the hidden location of nearly $6 million in gold still remains a mystery. 

Spike UNS029 (cmpSP024)

SALEM SECRETS – Murder – The director of the Oregon prison system, Michael Franke, was stabbed to death.  Because Franke was cleaning up corruption in the prison system, there was speculation that his murder was a hit.  Authorities said the murder was a robbery attempt gone wrong and arrested drug dealer Frank Gable, who confessed to the crime.  However Frank’s family believes the real killer hasn't been caught.

UPDATE: PIERRE’S AMNESIA – Solved – A young man named "Pierre" says he inexplicably found himself along a deserted stretch of Northern California coastline.  He has no idea who to call or how he got there.  UPDATE: Pierre's sister Sylvie saw the program, recognized her brother and gave Pierre his father's phone number in Lachine, Quebec, Canada.  Pierre called his father, but did not recall any family details.  Pierre is 34, and is divorced with a six-year-old son. 
FLORIDA CRIME SPREE – Wanted – Albert Fletcher is a felon with a violent criminal history dating back to age thirteen.  He is currently accused of armed robbery, aggravated assault and battery, and murder.  Amazingly, all the charges stem from a single 24-hour period.  Albert Fletcher escaped while being transferred from prison to court for his trial.  UPDATE: Arrested.  UM Solve.  

NESS – Legend – Eliot Ness investigated a series of grotesque murders in Cleveland from 1935 to 1938.  Twelve mutilated bodies of transients and prostitutes were dismembered and decapitated with surgical precision.  It is widely believed that Ness uncovered the identity of the killer but never was able to put together enough hard evidence to make an arrest. The killer was said to a son of a prominent doctor and checked himself into a mental facility.  He would send Ness taunting postcards from time to time about the murders. This is the only case Ness never solved.

CANADIAN CAMPER – Missing – Charles Horvath, a 20-year-old man camping in Canada, mysteriously disappears.  A witness came forward claiming to have seen Charles just before he disappeared after an all-night party at the campground.  Investigators believe Charles was alive after he left the campground.  Other leads were contradictory. 
ROCK OF FORTUNE – The Unexplained – Near his home, 12-year-old Jamie Parks found a foot long stone with cryptic symbols carved into its surface.  Soon after, his family began to experience a wave of good fortune that they believe was brought on by the mysterious rock.

Spike UNS030 (cmpSP035)

DUNGEONS & DRAGONS – Unexplained Death – In San Angelo, TX, two teenagers disappeared from local fireworks display. Two months later their skeletal remains were found 15

miles away, with 3 demon figures from the Dungeons & Dragons game. 

ROUBAS: DEAD OR ALIVE – Wanted – In San Juan, Puerto Rico, local authorities found the charred remains of a body in the back of a car.  Part of a jawbone and some teeth were the only remains found in the wreckage.  A week later, an anonymous informant told police, the victim was John Roubas who was the mastermind the operation that had a virtual monopoly on the cocaine and marijuana distribution in the Midwestern United States.  But the charred remains might have been a clever ruse to avoid prosecution.  UPDATE: Remains identified as Roubas’.  Still looking for 2 other suspects. 

AMNESIA VICTIM – Amnesia – Sarah DiGennaro suffered a stroke that left her a victim of amnesia with a 16-year period of missing time.  She thought the year was 1960 and she was 23 years old.

PHILIP BREEN – Fraud – Philip Breen, president of Birmingham, MI, Mortgage Company, disappears after being charged with embezzling nearly $10.5 million.  

UPDATE: SATCHEL BANDIT – Robbery -- Charles Boomer may have robbed more than 30 banks in Canada and the United States.  He was known for wearing cheesy disguises and carrying a leather satchel during the hold-ups.  UPDATE: Charles Warren Boomer was eventually convicted of 33 robberies and was sentenced to 45 years in prison.

DONNA ON FIRE – Arson – A Houston bank teller, Donna Baldeo, and her two children are killed in an arson fire.  Are their deaths connected to the extortion note received at her bank just five weeks earlier?  UPDATE: Juveniles confess. 

Spike UNS031 (cmpSP026)

MISSING ON CRUISE – Missing – Amy Bradley disappeared from a cruise ship in the middle of the night, just before the ship entered a port.  Some believe a shipboard romance may have gone sour.  It is unlikely that she fell overboard and her family suspects that she was abducted. 

UPDATE: TAUNTING BANK ROBBER – Solved – Tom Dixon, an extremely adept career criminal, skipped out on parole and taunts the F.B.I. with clues to his whereabouts.  UPDATE: Arrested.  

DEA AGENT DEATH – Wanted – On the day of Richard Fass’ last undercover assignment, he was set to buy cocaine from a dealer, but the deal went sour, a shoot-out ensued and Agent Fass was killed.  Two of the drug dealers escaped.  UPDATE: Captured and sentenced.


BULLOCK’S DEADWOOD – Ghosts – In 1887, Sheriff Seth Bullock answered the call to clean up the mining town Deadwood, South Dakota.  In 1991, a psychic claimed that Bullock is communicating with him to change  Deadwood gambling laws or a period of lawlessness will ensue. 

UP IN SMOKE – Sci-Med – Kay Fletcher literally started smoking one day in what students of the paranormal call Spontaneous Human Combustion.  She suddenly burst into flames which consumed her body.  This is one of many bizarre cases and this weird phenomenon has been documented for five hundred years. 

DANNY AND HIS DAD – Unexplained Death – Larry Williams drove to his son’s house to check up on him and found him dead from a single gunshot wound.  Police say it’s a suicide, but family says there are too many discrepancies for them to believe that. 

Spike UNS032 (cmpSP028)

SKULL DUGGERY – Unexplained Death -- Patrons at the Casa Gallardo Mexican restaurant in Bridgeton, Missouri, noticed a human skull in the bushes.  Police found the skull to be of "recent origin" and bore the marking of an adult female.  But with no crime to connect it to, the skull was placed on a shelf in the county morgue and largely forgotten.  An anonymous tip led investigators to the identity of the skull (Linda Sherman) and the woman’s husband is the prime suspect. 

LUCKY SCHOOL – The Unexplained -- David Young nearly wiped out an entire generation in Cokeville, Wyoming, with a bomb in a school.  Miraculously, there were complications with the bomb and all of the children survived.  Some of the children reported seeing a guardian angel.

DEADLY DOSES + UD – Wanted – During his internship, Dr. Michael Swango left a trail of dead patients and suspicious co-workers.  He became a paramedic when the hospital let him go and again, co-workers were suspicious that he had poisoned them.  When police were finally able to make a case against him, he vanished.  UPDATE: Arrested. 

UPDATE: DRUG PLAYBOY – Solved – In August of 1986, Brian Brophil, a wealthy New Yorker, bought a 30‑acre farm in West Glover, in rural Vermont.  Cops wanted him for dealing drugs before he disappeared.  UPDATE: Arrested.  UM Solve.  

ELEVEN MILLION DOLLAR HEIST + UD – Robbery –  $11 million was stolen from an armored car in Rochester, NY.  During an unauthorized stop at a store, two gunmen overpowered the driver, then forced them to drive to secluded location.  Police suspect inside job. PARTIAL SOLVE: Arrested, pled guilty, sentenced. None of the money was recovered. 
FALLEN STAR – Missing – Think of the movie “Traffic” – specifically, the meteoric fall of Michael Douglas’ daughter to a seedy world of drugs and prostitution in order to support a spiraling drug habit.  That was only a movie and Douglas was able to rescue his daughter … but mom Gail Palumbo is living this nightmare every day.  Her beautiful and talented daughter Star is listed as officially missing under suspicious circumstances and could very well be alive – but unable to come home. 
Spike UNS033 (cmpSP033)

REINCARNATED SUBMARINER – The Unexplained – While under hypnosis, Bruce Kelly was overwhelmed by vivid images of the death of an American sailor, James Edward Johnston, during World War II.  Incredibly, his visions match exactly with the life of Johnston, whom Kelly had never known.  Are the images that haunted Bruce Kelly's subconscious evidence of reincarnation? 

WANTED WEAVER – Murder – Gordon Weaver is wanted for first and second-degree murder of his wife and unlawful flight to avoid prosecution.  He was indicted for setting his wife, dog, and house on fire, then skipped out before his pre-trial hearing, professing his innocence.  He’s been a fugitive from the law ever since and even went so far as staging his own death for freedom.  UPDATE: Arrested.   

UPDATE: SMITTY – Solved – A Las Vegas businessman rented his home to Joe Weldon Smith, his wife and two daughters.  Smith murdered his entire family and attempted to also kill the homeowner, Frank Allen, after Allen accidentally stumbled onto the scene.  UPDATE: Arrested.  

OLIVER, A MANPANZEE – Sci-Med – A strange half man/half ape resides in a Florida animal habitat.  Is Oliver a chimpanzee with human like qualities?  Or is he perhaps a rare, as yet undiscovered species?

CARUANA – Wanted – Salvatore Caruana is a suspected drug dealer with ties to organized crime.  His fugitive status dates back to 1955.  

Spike UNS034 (cmpSP055)

WHERE’S JO? – Missing -- Larry Costine was found nude on his bedroom floor.  He had been shot through the head four times with a handgun and there were no signs of struggle.  His girlfriend Melissa Jo Sermons was a suspect, but she may or may not be alive. 

MEXICO UFO – UFO – Since the last total solar eclipse, there have been thousands of UFO sightings throughout Mexico.  Hundreds of people in Mexico City claim to have seen a silver metallic disc with a dark underside, three shining lights and an undulating dome. Many captured the strange craft on videotape. 

UPDATE: NUDIST FRAUD – Solved -- Onetime resident of Sunny Sands nudist camp, Garlon Russell, aka “Rusty” Hillard, allegedly defrauded the camp residents and was charged with molesting a 12 year old girl. He fled while free on bail.  UPDATE: Convicted.  UM Solve. 

CARLUCCI – Fraud – Louis Carlucci, a ladies man and Con Juan, marries nine times and steals money from women, sometimes after allegedly holding them hostage and abusing them.  He is found and disappears 4 more times.  UPDATE: Carlucci arrested twice but on the loose again. UM Solve.  

MERCHANT STUDENT DROWNING – Unexplained Death – Nancy Manni was one of the few female members of the Seafarers International Union.  After a series of threats and close calls, her body was found floating in the Chesapeake Bay near the Maryland shore.  UPDATE:  Suspect arrested and sentenced.  UM Solve.

MANDY AND PUNKY – Abduction – Two girls, on separate occasions, were abducted and assaulted.  One was killed, the other left for dead.  UPDATE: One suspect arrested and charged. 

Spike UNS035 (cmpSP032)

GREEN RIVER KILLER + UD – Murder – A serial killer has killed over 40 young women, mostly prostitutes, near Sea-Tac airport.  UPDATE:  Arrested and sentenced. 

UPDATE: POISON SHAKE – Solved – Gilbert Ortiz almost died after drinking a milkshake that was poisoned by his wife.  She disappeared with their two-year old son.  UPDATE: Captured. Father reunited with son.

MATCHMAKER GHOST – Ghosts – The ghost of Mary Green, former captain of a New Orleans steamboat, is said to have played matchmaker with two co-workers, Mike and Myra, who were working on the ship.   

POLICE CAPTAIN’S DEATH – Unexplained Death – Police Captain Michael O'Mara was found dead, killed by his own gun.  His crusade against crime made murder a distinct possibility. 

LENNY DIRICKSON – Missing – Leonard Dirickson disappeared one morning after having breakfast with his nineteen-year-old son, Jared.  He was last seen driving off with a stranger who said he was interested in buying one of Lenny’s horses.  There have been some credible sightings of Lenny.  No one is sure if he met with foul play or disappeared on his own. 

DEAD RINGER + UD – Fraud – An insurance policy is paid out after a man dies in a doctor’s office.  Turns out the man isn’t who the doctor says he is.  The doctor is arrested, his partner heads for Europe.  UPDATE: 3 men arrested and sentenced. 

Spike UNS036 (cmpSP048)

STRYCHNINE DEATH – Unexplained Death – Texas wax museum owner Patsy Wright's death was first assumed to be from natural causes.  But further tests found traces of strychnine administered via the cough syrup she regularly took for sleeplessness.  UPDATE: Wrights' daughter rec'd phone call from an anonymous woman saying she was glad Patsy was dead. 

KIDNAPPED EXECUTIVE – Abduction – A Minneapolis, Minnesota bank executive named John Grundhofer arrived at work and became the target of a kidnapping by a man who demanded $3,000,000. NOTE: The statute of limitations has expired.  This case is closed. 

UPDATE: MURDER IN CONNECTICUT – Solved – Martha Moxley of Greenwich, Connecticut was murdered in an upscale, Greenwich, Connecticut, gated community. She had been struck with a golf club and had also been stabbed in the neck with the club shaft that had been used as a weapon.  The club came from a set belonging to the Skakel family, who lived across the street.  Rushton Skakel is the brother of Ethel Kennedy.  UPDATE: After this story aired, investigators uncovered new leads which resulted in the arraignment and trial of Michael Skakel, who was sentenced to 20 years to life. Martha’s mother credits Unsolved with re-opening the case. 

SWOOPS AND SQUATS – Fraud – Swoop and Squat is a car insurance fraud in which accidents are caused in order to collect the insurance.  

WANDERING FISHMAN – Missing – After suffering a concussion, Craig Williamson set off on a business trip from his home in Wisconsin to Colorado.  A few days later, he spoke to his wife, Christine, for the last time and vanished without a trace.  UPDATE: Craig saw himself on Unsolved Mysteries and contacted Christine, saying he was suffering from amnesia.  When they met, none of Craig’s memory returned, and eventually, they parted. 

MAJOR LAZARUS – Medical Mystery – David Shublak was jogging when a hit and run driver smashed into him, catapulting him 60 yards and leaving him brain dead.  But his wife would not give up and David was revived miraculously. 

Spike UNS037 (cmpSP008)

DON’S NEAR MISS – Unexplained Death – Phoenix computer draftsman Doug Johnston was found dead in his car in business parking lot.  Journalist Don Devereux lived across street from the murder scene.  He had recently researched the murder of Chuck Morgan, who was shot in same way as Johnston.  Johnston's car was also similar to Devereux's, who's been warned he's next.

LOST IN JAMAICA – Missing – Travel editor Claudia Kirschhoch disappeared while on a work trip in Jamaica.  Some say her brief fling with a Jamaican ended in murder.  Her parents have encountered one roadblock after another in their search for answers.  From the beginning, the case has been fraught with investigative mistakes, suspicions of cover-up, rumor, and cultural and technological barriers. 

DUTCH SCHULTZ TREASURE – Treasure – Gangster Dutch Schultz (named “public enemy #1” by the Justice Department) buried $7 million dollars in a heavy iron box in upstate New York.  When Dutch was ambushed and gunned down by an underworld rival, he took the secret of the treasure’s location to his grave. 

VOODOO – The Unexplained – In a daring last-ditch attempt to save a desperately ill patient, two doctors in Texas turned to voodoo, after all medical efforts had failed.  The man claimed that he was dying due to a death hex placed on him by a fortuneteller whom he had stiffed.  Through voodoo, the doctor saved him.

UPDATE: STAMPER’S RAMPAGE – Solved – Paul Stamper escaped from prison after being held for kidnapping ex‑wife and shooting her boyfriend.  He had been arrested five times for assaulting her and each time charges were mysteriously dismissed.  UPDATE: Sentenced.  

BURNED BUSINESSMAN – Murder – Businessman Neal Jennings is found in the charred remains of a trash fire.  He has been shot.  Police suspect a transient who sold the Jennings’ car.  UPDATE:  Arrested

Spike UNS038 (cmpSP054)

TIL DEATH DO US PART– Wanted – Annette Burnside was stabbed to death by her estranged husband, James Burnside.  A coworker, also in the car, was shot at point blank range, but survived the attack. Burnside fled into nearby woods and is still at large.  UPDATE: James Burnside was arrested at a Shelby County, Alabama flea market where he was working as a carpenter. A gunfight erupted between Burnside and officers.  Sentenced to life w/o parole. UM Solve.  
SHROUD OF TURIN – Sci-Med – Many believe that the Shroud of Turin is the cloth the covered the body of Christ after his crucifixion and for years it has been the subject of extensive scientific inquiry.  Recent carbon 14 test results suggest that the Vatican's Shroud of Turin dates between 1290 & 1360 A.D. 

IS BORTON BACK? (Pts 1 & 2) – Missing -- A family searches for their son, Robert “Curt” Borton, who was allegedly killed in Vietnam, however they believe that he is alive and has attempted to contact them. 

BURNING BED – Murder – Megan Kristen Romero Curl, 26, opened her apartment door, less than a foot wide, to her concerned friend and neighbor, at 2:20am.  The friend could tell something was wrong.  There was a strange man in Megan’s apartment behind Megan.  Her friend asked her if everything was all right and Megan said it was, so the friend said goodnight.  That was the last time anyone, except Megan’s killer, saw her alive. 

G.I. DAD – Lost Love – Even though she was pregnant, Jeannie Wagner’s mother rejected her boyfriend’s proposal and married another man.  Jeannie is searching for her biological father, a man she only knows as "Duncan."  UPDATE: Two hours after the broadcast, Jeannie’s biological father contacted UM and a week later they were reunited.  

Spike UNS039 (cmpSP036)

DAKOTA’S DOUBLE DEATH – Unexplained Death – Three young friends were involved in a terrible accident on a Sioux Indian Reservation.  All 3 occupants in the car had been drinking. One occupant was trapped in the car.  The other two disappeared.  Their bodies were discovered three months later in very different states of decomposition. 

RESURRECTION MARY – Ghosts – For more than half a century, a pale, mysterious young woman known as Resurrection Mary has teased and beguiled residents of the city of Chicago. 

TWA 800 CONSPIRACY – Investigators – What caused the crash of TWA flight 800?  Was it a mechanical problem or did the government cover up the fact that they accidentally shot down the plane?  When TWA Flight 800 crashed off Long Island on July 17, 1996, a theory emerged that a U.S. Navy missile accidentally shot down the plane during a training accident.  The official investigation came up with three theories:  1) a bomb, 2) mechanical malfunction; or 3) a shoulder-launched terrorist missile.  One proponent of the Navy missile theory was former press secretary to President Kennedy, Pierre Salinger.

NOBLE BROTHERS RUN – Wanted – Ted and Gary Noble are accused of robbing the Woods family and of holding Becky Woods and her grandchildren at gunpoint before fleeing.  UPDATE: Sentenced.  

UPDATE: ROAD MAP CLUES – Solved -- Ethel Kidd's sexually assaulted and strangled body was found tied to a tree two miles from her home.  In the driveway police found a road map and a checklist for murder.  UPDATE:  Convicted.  UM Solve. 

RED LAKE HEIR – Lost Heirs – In 1927, prospector Dan Willans staked a gold mining claim in Canada with his partner.  The mysterious Willans was repudiated to live a double life and he frequently would disappear into the wilderness for months at a time.  Then, he vanished.  Because he was addicted to poker, some suspected that Willans was dealt a bad hand and met an untimely end.  Since Willans' share of the mine is now worth over $100,000, authorities are searching for his heirs.  

Spike UNS040 (cmpSP041)

MAGIC, THE GATHERING – Murder – A man and woman are killed after leaving a night of role-playing fantasy games. 

LIGHTNING FAMILY – The Unexplained – For nearly a century, at least 10 members of the Olsen family have had one close encounter after another with bolts of lightning from the sky ... against impossible odds.  Two of them died.  Is their something in their genetic make-up that attracts lightning? 

UPDATE: DENNIS KEITH SMITH – Solved – Dennis Keith Smith killed his sister, Patricia Johnson and served 10 years in prison for the crime.  When he was released, he went to live with his mother—who was also taking care of Patricia’s son.  A woman living nearby disappeared and the nephew was convinced his uncle had something to do with it.  Police questioned him and agreed.  But Smith disappeared before police could charge him with the murder.  UPDATE: The police went to arrest him on a tip and set up a roadblock.  He was caught but went for a cop’s gun.  He was shot in the neck by the other cop as he tried to flee.  He was convicted and committed suicide in prison.

THELMA AND LOUISE – Wanted -- Rose Marie Turford and Joyce Carolyn Stevens became criminals, targeting men as their victims in drug-em and mug-em cons.  Once they were caught, they skipped out on bail, completely wiping out Rose’s family, who put up bail, of everything they owned.  UPDATE: Both captured.  

DEDE’S GONE – Missing – A neighbor reported hearing a scream from Dede Rosenthal’s house in the middle of the night and loud noises coming from the apartment.  A week later, a woman resembling Dede walked into a NY biker bar claiming her name was “Lori” and that she needed a life as she wanted to get down to Florida.  A biker dropped her off near a major highway.  UPDATE: A man named Charles Reddish had worked as a maintenance man in the apartment complex where Dede lived.  He was questioned at the time but investigators were unable to link him to Dede.  Then in 1995 Reddish was arrested for the murder of his girlfriend.  Once arrested, Reddish admitted to the murder of Dede Rosenthal as well. 
SWEETHEART ESCAPE – Escape -- Prisoners Edgar Kerns and James Barnes escaped from the Allegheny County Detention Center and took prison employee Sandra Kay Beeman as hostage. Three days later Barnes was apprehended and told authorities that Sandra was in love with Kerns and helped plan the escape.  UPDATE: Arrested.  UM Solve. 

Spike UNS041 (cmpSP042)

MIA ZAPATA –Murder – Mia Zapata, an up and coming punk rock star with Seattle’s hottest band the Gits, was on her way home from a friend’s apartment early in the morning when someone beat and strangled her to death. It was soon after she recorded a song predicting her own violent death. UPDATE: Convicted felon Jesus Mezquia’s DNA matched with DNA found on Mia’s body. A jury convicted the Florida fisherman of first degree murder on March 25, 2004, and sentenced him to 36 years in prison. 

BILLY THE KID – Legends – History tells us that Billy the Kid was shot & killed in 1881 by lawman Pat Garrett; but "Brushy" Bill Roberts who died in 1950 at the ripe old age of 91, claims to have been the notorious outlaw.  Historian William Tunstill has researched Brushy's claim & believes it was the Kid's partner who was actually shot by Garrett. 

WANTED NANNY – Wanted – Nanny Maria Rosa Hernandez is accused of child abuse and manslaughter of children in her care.  After she was released on her own recognizance, she promptly disappeared. 

DREAMS COME TRUE – The Unexplained – According to dream researchers, 1 in 12 people have had dreams that have apparently foretold the future. 

CALCULATING CORONERS – Investigators – A woman falls off a cliff in Dana Point and police have no idea who she is. 

Spike UNS042 (cmpSP044)

EMERY’S LAST STAND – Wanted – Adam Emery was convicted of murder and released pending his sentencing.  His car was found on a bridge with his wallet & ID – as if he had jumped.  Police are convinced he is still alive.

HANSEN TWIN MURDER (Pts. 1 & 2) – Murder – A deadly fire ravaged the Hansen family trailer home.  16-year old Jill died at the scene but her injured twin sister, Julie, survived.  She was found outside of the trailer, crumpled on the ground.  Doctors discovered she had been shot in the stomach with a shotgun.  Investigators found that her twin, Jill, had been shot too.  Their half-brother is suspected of the crime but he was acquitted at his trial. 

PIX OF THE DEAD – The Unexplained – British artist Coral Polge claims to have the eerie supernatural ability to draw portraits of dead people without having prior knowledge of what they looked like. Their relatives, who had never met Coral, are astonished.  Is it just an exceptional artist with keen sense of perception or do her drawings actually come from beyond the grave?

UPDATE: FATAL OBSESSION – Solved – When Alice and David’s arranged marriage went bad, she left and he became obsessive.  David was incensed and began to stalk his wife.  David broke into Alice’s apartment and bludgeoned her with a tire jack.  He then stabbed her 24 times with a butcher knife.  The attack was witnessed by Alice’s new boyfriend who ran a mile to the nearest police station for help.  He killed her and disappeared.  UPDATE: David Vieira was arrested at his home in Montreal, Canada, two days after authorities there were tipped to his whereabouts following the broadcast of this segment. 
BASEBALL AMNESIA – Amnesia – Tony Marabella played triple A baseball for the Montreal Expos.  He came to B.P. with a terrible headache.  His dizziness persisted until he blacked out.  When he awoke at the hospital he had complete amnesia … slowly his memory came back.  Three months later when he returned to baseball he went from being a .250 hitter to a .400 hitter.  Doctors have no explanation.

Spike UNS043 (cmpSP045)

AFTER DINNER DEATH – Murder – Mark Groezinger was last seen playing pool at a local bar in Golden, Colorado.  Mark had just taken out a $100,000 life insurance policy.  His body was found the next morning riddled with bullets in a manner that made the killing seem obsessive.  The murder weapon was no were to be found. His wife Judy was brought in for questioning. 

GEORGE ANDERSON (Pts. 1 & 2) – The Unexplained – From the time George Anderson was young, he was able to hear “voices” from dead people.  He makes a living communicating with loved ones who have passed on to “the other side”.  

RUDOLPH ON THE RUN – Wanted – The Atlanta Centennial Park bombing case during the Olympics is told from a victim’s P.O.V. and then the segment investigates an Alabama abortion clinic bombing 11 months after the Olympics bombing.  The investigation led to Eric Rudolph who was still at large in 2002.  Eric Rudolph is on the FBI’s Ten Most Wanted list.  The FBI believes he is responsible for the bombing of Centennial Park at the Summer Olympics in Atlanta.  UPDATE: Rudolph was arrested, while he scavenged for food in a garbage can behind a store.  He was convicted and received four consecutive life terms. 
UPDATE: CAMPUS MURDER EXPOSE – Solved – Vincennes University journalism student Brook Baker was murdered after she began working on an expose about a date rape alleged to have occurred at a fraternity.  She told police a fraternity member had threatened her.  UPDATE:  Killer arrested and convicted.

PALM BEACH EMBEZZLER – Fraud -- John Quinn, one‑time bank president of Federal Protection Services of Palm Beach, Florida, vanished, along with over $1 million from the company vault.   (Wanted: John Anthony Quinn)  Authorities believe Quinn may now be living somewhere in Hawaii or near Baltimore, Maryland.  He may be using the name Calvin Clukey.

UPDATE: WHO’S TYLER? – Amnesia -- A motorist found young man lying on side of road near Las Vegas.  The man was treated for dehydration and amnesia.  Given the name Tyler Doe, the man has no knowledge of his past.  UPDATE: Tyler Doe has been identified as Arthur Paul Beal of Boise, Idaho.  He was wanted on charges of grand larceny.  The question is: was the amnesia a hoax to escape being prosecuted for theft?
NOT SUICIDAL – Unexplained Death – Cheryl Lombardi came home around midnight.  She assumed her 22-year‑old son, Tony, would also be home.  According to Cheryl, at around 

12:45 AM she heard the sound of a door closing and the sound of footsteps.  Cheryl went to Tony's room to say goodnight.  There she found her son lifeless, with a single gunshot to the head.  She believes he was murdered. 

GORDY’S GHOST – Ghosts – After family moves into new house, their young daughter sees a ghost.  She identifies a photo of him as the man who lived next door … but died many years ago. 

JEANNE BOYLAN – Investigators -- Jeanne Boylan is an exceptionally talented composite artist who has helped catch many criminals.  Authorities are hoping she will be able to help find the mysterious drifter who car-jacked and killed Jonathan Francia. 

BOWEN OUT – Murder – Jerry Bowen is a killer on the loose.  Bowen was convicted of murdering his ex-wife.  Freed on a $150,000 appeal’s bond, Jerry skipped out just before his sentencing.  He’s been a fugitive from the law ever since.  UPDATE: Caught thanks to a U.M. viewer tip, and sentenced.

Spike UNS045 (cmpSP049)

MYSTERY ROBBER – Robbery -- Jose Antonio Gonzalez was arrested for armed bank robbery and four counts of illegal transportation of firearms using the U.S. mail.  Yet authorities still don’t know his true identity.  UPDATE: Gonzalez was identified by an UM viewer as Milorad Zivkovic, a French national. He served 8 years in prison and was deported. 

MAGNETIC ATTRACTION (Pts. 1 & 2) – Wanted – Millionaire and former body builder Richard Minns allegedly put out a contract on his former lover, Barbara Piotowski.  She was shot and paralyzed from the chest down.  Although Minns was implicated several times, he was never questioned or tried.  Minns disappeared after Barbara filed civil suit.  Minns failed to appear in court 17 times.  Finally the jury determined Minns was to pay 50 million to Piotrowski.  Minns was arrested in 1994 for passport fraud.  He served four months in prison and was deported to Ireland.  Her suit against Minns has been reversed.  Even though Minns never paid a cent, the ruling was reversed on the grounds that Minns was not present for the trail.  He never paid a single penny to Piotrowski. 

UPDATE: JOHNNY LEE WILSON – Solved – Sentenced to life in prison for the murder of elderly woman in Missouri, mildly retarded Johnny Wilson may have been coerced into confessing to a crime he didn't commit.  UPDATE: A pardon was granted.

911 CALL FOR HELP – Unexplained Death – A "911" anonymous call was recorded by an emergency operator.  Police believe that he alone holds the key to solving the murder of exotic dancer, Jamie Santos. 

BORDEN HOUSE – Ghosts – The home of Lizzie Borden in Fall River, Massachusetts, site of the infamous axe murders, is reportedly haunted.  Guests and employees have seen and heard strange things while inside.  Some greet the occurances with excitement and curiosity, while others are afraid to go back inside. 

Spike UNS046 (cmpSP025)

WHO KILLED SUPERMAN? – Unexplained Death – Was the death of “Superman” actor George Reeves a murder or a suicide?  Evidence points in both directions. (Legend: George Reeves)

SATCHEL BANDIT – Robbery – Charles Boomer allegedly robbed more than 30 banks in Canada and the United States.  He usually wore cheesy masks and carried a leather satchel, which led to his nickname, “The Satchel Bandit.”  UPDATE: in a UM update, Charles Warren Boomer was arrested in Canada after a restaurant employee recognized him and called the police.  He was sentenced to 45 years in prison.  

GHOSTBUSTERS – Ghosts – Ghosts of Julia and Abraham Staab haunt New Mexico hotel frightening guests and staff with scary poltergeist activity.  UM followed ghostbuster Christopher Chacon of the Office of Scientific Investigation and Research as investigated the haunting of the La Posada Hotel with numerous machines and devices.
UPDATE: TIL DEATH DO US PART – Solved – Annette Burnside was stabbed to death by her estranged husband, James Burnside.  A co-worker, also in the car, was shot at point blank range, but survived the attack.  Burnside fled into nearby woods.  UPDATE: James Burnside was arrested at a Shelby County, Alabama flea market where he was working as a carpenter. A gunfight erupted between Burnside and officers.  Burnside was wounded.  Burnside pleaded no contest to first-degree murder and attempted first-degree murder.  He was sentenced to life without parole.

MONEY FROM HEAVEN – Treasure – $6500 in twenty dollar bills dropped out of the sky and landed in the Jameson’s back yard.  It was possibly drug money dropped from an airplane, but ultimately theirs to keep.

HOT JOCK – Murder – Dexter Stefonek disappeared during a road trip and was found beaten and shot to death on a farm seventeen miles from the rest stop.  Sexually explicit grafitti was found on rest stop bathroom wall referring to "Hot Jock‑Wisconsin". 

Spike UNS047 (cmpSP052)

FRESHWATER RUNS STILL – Escape – For thirty years Margo Freshwater, a convicted murderer, has been running from the law.  She went on a killing spree with her boyfriend’s attorney and was sentenced to 99 years. UPDATE: Found and sent back to prison. 

IS ED DEAD? – Unexplained Death – An oil tycoon and playboy , Ed Baker winds up dead after claiming to his ex-wife that his life was being threatened.  When he is found in his burnt out Jaguar, some say it is murder while others claim suicide. 

LAKE WALES HAUNTING – Ghosts – In Lake Wales, Florida, 19 year‑old Alan Mann began claiming that he had seen a ghost in his bedroom.  The family has deemed the house haunted. 

ANCHORS AWAY – Missing – The "Casie Nicole" sank 67 miles of coast of Georgia.  Only Nathan Neesmith survived.  Three crewmembers are still missing. 

UPDATE: MENTAL DAZE – Solved -- Diagnosed as a paranoid schizophrenic, Maria Armstrong is accused of the murder of her boyfriend, Ron Argenti, in Mesa, AZ.  UPDATE:  Arrested.

ST. LOUIS CUSTODY KILLER – Murder – Thomas Meyer, 66, the city attorney of Greenville, Illinois, was found shot to death in the alley behind his office.  Police immediately began to suspect a man named Kelly McGinnis who Meyer had clashed with in court over a custody battle.  UPDATE: Arrested.  

Spike UNS048 (cmpSP056)

UPDATE: BERMUDA TRIANGLE – The Unexplained – The mysterious Bermuda Triangle legend began when 5 Navy Bombers and 14 crew members disappeared in 1945.  John Myhre began researching the case and located a plane submerged 13 miles off of Cape Canaveral, which he believes to be one of the lost bombers.  An underwater salvage team pulls up the wreckage. 

CAMPUS CALAMITY – Unexplained Death -- After receiving threatening phone calls, eighteen-year-old Bryan Nisenfeld disappeared from his college campus.  While searching for Bryan, his mother and father, received phone calls about “Bryan Sightings”, and a mysterious phone call stating that someone knew exactly what happened to Bryan.  However, Bryan’s foot was found on the beach. Was it murder, suicide, or an accident? 

CAR CRASH THANK YOU – Solved – An American family traveling in Mexico has a terrible car accident during a blizzard on an isolated mountain road.  Another American family happens by, saves their lives, handles the rescue operation and stays with the family during part of their recuperation.  They want to say “thank you.”  UPDATE: Families reunited.  UM Solve.

BREAKOUT MOM – Escape – Sherry Nickerson’s mom helped a prisoner escape and has been on the run for years.  Sherry wants her mom to know that she is no longer wanted by the FBI.  UPDATE: Both are captured; he was returned to jail.  UM Solve. 

HEALING TOUCH – Medical Mystery – Therapeutic Touch is an alternative healing technique that practitioners believe can help in some cases where conventional medicine falters.  Several cases produce surprising results.

Spike UNS049 (cmpSP057)

WITCH HUNT – Wanted -- Charlie Sigmin was allegedly murdered by his estranged wife, Ann and her boyfriend, Garey Goff.  Ann had reportedly planned to kill her husband for the insurance money.  She and Garey escaped.  UPDATE: Garey Goff turned himself in to authorities and in a recent interview made a plea for Ann Sigmin to do the same, but she is still at large. 

OTHER INTERN, THE – Missing – In Washington, D.C, Congressional intern Chandra Levy disappeared under a storm of controversy revealed her affair with a congressman. But two years earlier two other beautiful young women with similar physical characteristics, who had also been interns, also disappeared, leaving some to wonder if there is a serial murderer on the loose. 

VICTORIO’S GOLD (Pts. 1 & 2) – Treasure – Doc Noss claimed he discovered gold buried deep inside Victorio's Peak in southern New Mexico.  Two years later, he accidentally dynamited the entrance closed and was unable to regain entry.  A business partner killed him and today his relatives are still attempting to gain entry.  NEW INFO: After first broadcast, tips indicated treasure existed and was secretly removed by the U.S. Government in 1961.  The Army has no comment. 

PHANTOM JUDGE – Fraud – Respected New Hampshire District Court Judge and private practice lawyer John C. Fairbanks disappeared after being indicted for allegedly embezzling over $6 million from his clients over 20 year period.  UPDATE: Committed suicide. 

Spike UNS050 (cmpSP043)

HOME INVASION SPREE – Robbery – Dr. David Cawood of Jefferson County, Tennessee and his family were taken hostage and robbed.  They launched a campaign to catch the intruders and found that several other families had experienced the same fate.  Jay Duane Hatton is in custody and suspected of being involved.  

LOST ADAMS DIGGINGS – Treasure – Treasure hunters Ron Feldman and Mick McPhearson are searching the desert outside of Tucson for a purported gold mine discovered in 1864 by prospector known as "Adams."

UPDATE: SWEETHEART ESCAPE – Solved – Prisoners Edgar Kerns and James Barnes escaped from the Allegheny County Detention Center and took prison employee Sandra Kay Beeman as hostage.  Three days later Barnes was apprehended and told authorities that Sandra was in love with Kerns and helped plan the escape.  According to Barns, the two had been intimate for three months prior to the escape.  UPDATE: Six hours after UM aired this segment, Kerns and Beeman were identified and apprehended outside of Toronto, Canada.  Upon their return to the United States, the two made obscene comments about the US judicial system and publicly kissed. Sandra Beeman was charged with four felonies for aiding in the escape. 

MEN IN BLACK – Investigators – If you ever report that you've seen a UFO, you may be visited by the "Men In Black".  Who are they and do they exist?

SALSA SWINDLERS – Fraud – A trio of con artists offer free accordion lessons to children as part of an identity theft scheme to swindle millions from working-class Latino parents.  UPDATE: Captured. 

MOLESTER COP – Wanted -- LA police officer Charles Mule was indicted on 25 counts of molestation and rape.  He disappeared before trial and left behind suicide notes, but no body has ever been recovered.  UPDATE: a UM viewer reported Charles Mule in Florida; Mule was arrested.  

Spike UNS051 (cmpSP046) 

KILGORE ISN’T HERE – Wanted – Police are still-hunting James Kilgore -- the last member of the SLA who has been in hiding since a notorious bank robbery in the ‘70’s.  UPDATE: Arrested and sentenced. 

GROUND ZERO – Missing – The last time anyone heard from Sneha Philip, was on September 10th, 2001, the day before the attack on the World Trade Towers.  Was she abducted on the 10th, or was she one of the victims of the attack?  Some believe she rushed into the WTC to help the victims just before the building collapsed.   UPDATE:  A court determined that Sneha Phillips most likely died helping injured people at the World Trade Center just two blocks from her apartment.  Sneha will be included on the roster of those killed on 9/11.  

DEAD REALTOR – Murder – Mike and Mary Beth Emert were prosperous partners in the competitive world of Seattle-area real estate … until Mike was murdered.  Mike’s death was as mysterious as it was shocking.  It appeared to be carefully planned and meticulously executed.  But why would anyone plot to kill an unassuming realtor with an exemplary past? 

LOTTERY MIRACLE – The Unexplained – Sam Zelikson wins the lottery and believes that his dead son gave him the winning numbers from beyond the grave.

ATM MYSTERY – Robbery -- Close to $500,000 disappeared from six ATM machines in Kokomo, Indiana.  So has the courier responsible for replenishing and tending them, Cynthia Wismiller.  Did the woman, a grandmother, and former cop, take the money of her own free will … or was she forced to do so?  And where is she?  UPDATE: Found and arrested. 

MISSING ANCHORWOMAN – Missing – Jodi Huisentruit, a morning anchorwoman from Mason City, Iowa, disappeared without a trace in 1995.  
Spike UNS052 (cmpSP053)

WAAG THE DOG – Wanted – On February 22, 2001, career criminal Clayton Waagner escaped from jail using a plastic comb.  Waagner was incarcerated for the third time after a cross-country spree during which he said he held up a service station, stole various trucks, and repeatedly stalked abortion clinics and their workers.  He is at large and considered armed and dangerous.  UPDATE: Arrested and sentenced
HUDSON VALLEY UFO (Pts. 1 & 2) – UFO – Over a three year period, thousands of residents of the Hudson River Valley, NY, reported sighting enormous wedge shaped and circular light formations that they believed were UFO’s.  However, other eyewitnesses counter that the unusual lights were nothing more then stunt pilots in small, ultra light planes.  But this explanation was lost in an avalanche of additional sightings by highly credible eyewitnesses.  Home video taken on two occasions seems to corroborate both explanations. Is it possible that there were UFOs? 
UPDATE: WANDERING FISHMAN – Missing -- Despite recently suffering a concussion, Craig Williamson headed from Wisconsin to Colorado in his truck.  UPDATE: Craig saw himself on the show and phoned his wife, Christine, from Key West, Florida where he had been working has a handyman.  He recounted his harrowing tale.  He was attacked by an unknown assailant in Colorado Springs.  What followed were two years of severe amnesia, painful headaches and frequent blackouts.  When they met in Colorado Springs, Christine hoped that the area where he disappeared might help job his memory.  In the end, Craig remembered nothing and the reunion ended up in a bittersweet parting. 
NEWLYWED FOUND DEAD – Unexplained Death – Judith Smith, a nurse from Newton, Massachusetts, came to Philadelphia while her new husband attended a business conference.  Within 24 hours, she was missing.  Five months later, her body was discovered in the hills of North Carolina. Police suspected that Jeffrey Smith was complicit in his wife’s disappearance.  Jeffrey believes his wife was abducted or perhaps became confused and disoriented due to injury and wandered off. (Unexplained Death: Judy Smith)

MURDER 101 – Murder – In San Francisco, Jian Fang, a 42-year-old businessman and one of his employees were attacked by two assailants.  Fang was stabbed to death.  The case was brought to a college classroom studying forensics. The students took on the investigation, and came up with competing theories. 

Spike UNS053 (cmpSP050)

TEXAS WIFE MURDER – Unexplained Death – When thirty-four year old Kathy Page was discovered dead at the wheel of her car, authorities first believed it was an accident.  But upon closer examination, it turns out the accident was staged and Kathy was murdered.  Her estranged husband, Steve, is the prime suspect. 

FALCON LAKE UFO – The Unexplained – Stephen Michalak was always skeptical about UFOs until his life was turned upside down after he encountered a mysterious flying craft that left a bizarre pattern of burns on his torso.  Doctors have never been able to explain the burns on his chest nor his mysterious symptoms, which resembled radiation poisoning. 

TRUCKER DEATH – Murder – Trucker Dwayne McCorkandale was found shot to death at a truck stop near the pay phone.  Soon after the shooting, other truckers recalled seeing an erratically driven brown Pinto.  The driver was bragging over the CB radio that he'd murdered a trucker.

LOST DUTCHMAN’S MINE – Treasure – Treasure hunters have searched for decades for the infamous "Lost Dutchman" mine in Arizona.  Jacob Waltz is repudiated to have discovered a sizable amount of ore in the mid-to-late 1800’s.  On his deathbed, he left crude clues as to where he had hidden the mine in the Superstition Mountains.  Waltz ‘s mine would be worth over two hundred million dollars today.  
RIDER DOWN – Missing – 19-year old Jill Behrman, an Indiana University sophomore, disappeared while bicycling.  She may have been killed when she was struck accidentally by a vehicle, or she may be the victim of an abduction.  UPDATE: Remains found.  Suspect arrested and convicted.

Spike UNS054 (cmpSP051)

WHERE’S CHARLOTTE? – Missing – When her family hadn’t heard from Charlotte Polis for two days, they rushed to her house and were told by her husband Paul that she had vanished. Although much evidence suggests that Charlotte was murdered and that Paul was the killer, he continues to claim his innocence.  Charlotte’s family says he’s lying and believes that the couple’s 4-year-old daughter, who is also missing and is allegedly the victim of a grandparent abduction, witnessed the crime. 

MP DEATH (Parts 1 & 2) – Unexplained Death – Chad Langford, an Army MP was found on a quiet highway, shot in the head, his cap stuffed in his mouth, his handcuffs clamped on his left wrist, a cord wrapped around his neck and his ankles bound by his pistol strap.  The army says it was suicide, and the “clues” an elaborate plan to make it look like murder.  His family says: no way. 

LOVE ON THE RUN – Escape – Melody Woods was just 17 when she fell in love with the wrong guy and helped him break out of jail.  They ran and weren’t heard from again.  UPDATE: After being on the run for 9 months, the couple was apprehended in Fort Worth, Texas thanks to an anonymous tip.  The boyfriend received an additional 7 years to concurrent original sentence for attempted murder.  Melody was released on a $10,000 bond and received 10 years of probation.

UPDATE: G.I. DAD –Solved – Jeannie Wagner is searching for her biological father, a man she only knows as "Duncan."  UPDATE: Just two hours after the broadcast, Jeannie's search came to an end.  Her father, Duncan Gilmore, called the U.M. from Lake Wyle, South Carolina and they were reunited a few days later.

NAZCA LINES – The Unexplained – Peru's Nazca Plateau, a one hundred square mile area, contains hundreds of ramrod straight lines that converge in geometric perfection, and giant figures formed by single continuous strokes have been inexplicably etched into the earth.  The ancient Nazcas left little to explain the meaning of these gigantic, fanciful designs and no clues as to how they were made, though there are many theories.  Were they created by men to placate the gods, map out the heavens or leave some sort of message?  Or were they created by visitors from another world, as a huge roadmap for later ET visitors? 
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WAR OF THE DEPUES – Murder – Marilyn Depue filed for divorce and was granted custody of the children in Michigan.  Dennis Depue snapped, he murdered his ex‑ wife and left her body on a deserted road.  While on the run, Dennis sent 17 letters admitting to and trying to justify the murder.  UPDATE: In a UM update, Dennis Depues was located in Michigan and shot himself after a high-speed chase with police. 

UPDATE: GYPSY FRAUD – Solved – A fraudulent mother and daughter fortune telling team have duped residents of Peoria, IL, by wrapping money in handkerchiefs claiming they can double it; pouring water in a shoe box of dirt making blood flow out; wrapping money around brick & toss it off bridge.  UPDATE: Accomplice & mom arrested, daughter still wanted. 

ARMANDO GARCIA – Wanted – Armando Garcia was a rouge officer of the Miami PD who didn’t play by the rules.  Allegedly he would intercept drug shipments, steal the drugs and then sell them himself.  In July of 1985, one of these interceptions went sour and three drug dealers were killed during the raid.  Garcia was ultimately arrested on corruption charges, and then he disappeared.  UPDATE: Garcia was caught in Columbia, South America, extradited and sentenced to 25 years. 

BIG FOOT – Legend – Over the years there have been several sightings in North America, specifically in the West, of a large ape-like animal which has been dubbed “Big Foot”.  This segment investigates recent sightings of Bigfoot in Green Mountain Falls, Colorado.  One such sighting claimed that a “creature” broke into their house.  Hairs were left behind, snagged in the screen door and prints where later found outside the house. 

PAYBACK KILLER – Unexplained Death – Gary Grant, son of an Atlantic City police detective, was murdered, possibly as retribution for an arrest his father made. 

FLORIDA FLIM FLAM + UD – Fraud – Florida authorities are searching for Art Frankfort, an alleged con artist suspected of check forging, and romancing then swindling a widow out of $5,000 worth of jewels.  UPDATE: Found guilty.  UM Solve. 
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CON ARTIST COP – Murder – Joanne Albanese and John Edwards had been lovers for four months when she disappeared without a trace.  Four days later, her car was found hundreds of miles away in an isolated area called Hells Canyon in the state of Arizona. Her body was discovered three years later.  Investigators have learned everything that John Edwards told Joanne and her family was a lie, including his own name. John Patrick Addis, aka John Edwards, a former homicide detective is now on the run, wanted for the murder of Joann Albanese.  UPDATE: A man reported to the US Embassy that Addis was living with his daughter in Guadalajara, Mexico. The couple had two children together and moved in Chiapas where Addis worked as an English teacher. By the time authorities moved in, Addis was gone. Laura Padilla, along with their two kids, were found dead. Shortly after, in October 2006, the FBI field office in El Salvador reported that Addis was found dead in a hotel room in Guatemala City, Guatemala. 

ASTARTE – Wanted – Astarte Rice-Davis married Jim Davis.  After two years the marriage was crumbling.  Davis was due back in San Francisco, but never showed up.  Police believe Astarte killed him or had him killed.  She was never booked for the murder but served time for embezzling money.  She escaped from prison in 1997 and is currently on the loose.  UPDATE: Caught, escaped, caught again, and sentenced.  

MYSTERY HITCHHIKER – Abduction – Phillip Fraser left Anchorage bound for college in Olympia, Washington.  He never arrived for school.  Philip’s body was found six weeks later.  His car turned up near Prince George … completely burned out.  Authorities believe Philip picked up a hitchhiker who murdered him. 

HOLY GRAIL – Legend – There exists in present-day England, a chalice known as the Nanteos Cup that some believe is the true Holy Grail, the cup from which Jesus drank at the Last Supper. 

UPDATE: CARLUCCI – Solved – Louis Carlucci, a sweet-talking ladies man marries nine times and steals money from women.  He is found but disappears again.  UPDATE: Carlucci arrested twice more, served his time and was released. 

TRAIN WRECK AMNESIA – Lost Love – LaDonna Alfano’s mother and siblings were killed when a train struck their car.  Now LaDonna wants to find her mother’s family to fill in the scant memories she has of her mother.  UPDATE:  Reunited.  
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SUSPICIOUS SUICIDE – Unexplained Death -- Keith Warren of Silver Spring, Maryland was found hanging in an apparent suicide.  But several pieces of evidence, including the fact that he was poisoned, point to a homicide.  Yet the police refuse to re-open the case. 

RFK PIX – Robbery – Scott Enyart, a photographer, says that at the instant Senator Kennedy was shot in the pantry of the Ambassador Hotel, he was there taking pictures.  The police confiscated the rolls of film.  Twenty years later, Enyart won custody of the film, but the negatives were mysteriously stolen before they could be delivered to him.  UPDATE: Enyart won a civil suit.

WITHOUT A SONG – Missing – A pretty twenty-one year old college student vanishes into thin air after attending a Halloween party.  Was she abducted, or did she disappear on her own? 

GRACE’S GHOST – Ghosts – The ghost of a woman who was killed by her lover at resort in the Adirondacks continues to haunt the area. 

UPDATE: IF THE TRUTH BE KNOWN – Solved – Mary Lynn Thaler had six children from two different men-- her husband Paul O’Neill who died and his close friend, Jim Burke, who disappeared.  Jim’s children are attempting to find him.  UPDATE: Reunited. UM Solve.

VAMPIRE KIDS – Missing -- Fourteen year-old Ceara O'Connell is one of many teenagers seduced by vampire myths and the internet. Ceara disappeared one week before Christmas and authorities believe she may have been lured from her home by a man she met via the Internet, on a website for vampires.  In another case, a teenager from a small town in Kentucky was arrested for a shocking double murder. The alleged vampire leader was 16 year-old Rod Ferrell. Ferrell thought he was immortal and whatever happened to him wouldn't ultimately hurt him. He truly believed he was a vampire. UPDATE: Ferrell pled guilty to the murders and was original put on death row but the Florida Supreme Court reduced his sentence to life because he was only 16 when he committed the murders.
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DINNERTIME BANDIT – Wanted – Jewel thief Alan Golder, 45, is quite possibly the best cat burglar in America.  He typically strikes when his victims are home between 6 and 11 p.m. during the dinner hour when they're less like to wander upstairs, prompting law enforcement agencies to dub him "The Dinnertime Bandit."  UPDATE: Captured. 

UPDATE: TEXAS MOST WANTED – Solved – Edward Harold Bell regularly exposed himself to children and shot to death Larry Dickens, the man who tried to stop him.  While released on bail, he liquidated his funds and fled.  In the reenactment, Larry Dickens was played by Matthew McConaughey in one of his first roles.  UPDATE: One of our viewers was stunned to realize that a man he worked with in Panama City, Panama, was Edward Harold Bell.  Bell was prospecting for gold on land he owned outside Panama City.  Bell was convicted of 1st degree murder and sentenced to 70 years in prison.  (Solved: Edward Harold Bell)

ELEVATOR MURDER – Murder – Attorney David Merrifield received a strange phone call from a new client.  The following morning Merrifield had an appointment at the unusual hour of 6 am.  His body was found in the elevator by co-workers. 

CIA COVERUP – Unexplained Death – In 1953, at the height of the Cold War, a government scientist named Frank Olson plunged to his death from his 13th floor window at the Statler Hotel in New York.  Olson’s family was told that he had suffered a nervous breakdown and committed suicide.  Twenty-nine years later, it was revealed that Olson had been given LSD as part of a secret CIA experiment.  Some believe he was pushed. 

GENERAL WAYNE INN – The Unexplained – Owner of General Wayne Inn in Pennsylvania claims a ghost is a permanent resident, and that this particular ghost has a wicked sense of humor, taunting and pinching female patrons drinking at his bar.  

MISSING BIRD PEOPLE – Missing – Exotic bird caretakers, Moses Lall and Lila Buerattan vanished, leaving $700,000 worth of rare birds unattended. 
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BONES KNOWS – Unexplained Death – Kansas City bus driver, Tyrone Rollins, discovered a skeleton of a man who might be Gary Simmons who disappeared in 1974. 

UPDATE: MODEL’S THIRD NOTEBOOK – Solved – A young model, Kimberly Pandelios – a young newlywed, mother of one in her early 20’s - disappeared after being lured to the mountains for a photography shoot.  Her family wishes to find her notebook, thinking that it will contain clues.  A year later, Linda Sobek, another beautiful, blond model on a photo shoot, is found raped and murdered in the same area.  Were they murdered by the same man, posing as a photographer?  UPDATE: David Rademaker was arrested for Kimberly Pandelios’ murder and was convicted of first degree murder and sentenced to life without parole.  Charles Rathbun, the photographer of the shoot, claimed Linda had been killed in a freak accident during the shoot.  He led investigators to the spot where he had buried her body.  But coroner reports showed Linda had not died from a car accident and Rathbun was immediately charged with 1st degree murder and sentenced to life in prison without parole.

THRILL KILLER – Murder – A suburb of Sacramento, CA became paralyzed with fear as an assassin committed two triple homicides on consecutive Tuesdays.  The killer shoots his victims for no apparent reason other than for thrill of killing.  UPDATE: 22-year-old Eric Royce Leonard was arrested after ballistics experts identified a pistol owned by Eric’s father positively identified as the weapon used in all six killings.  He is currently on death row in California. 
NOAH’S ARK – Investigators – Two research expeditions have combed the mountains of Ararat in Turkey and both believe they have located the remnants of the Noah’s Ark. 

BAD FRIDAY – Missing – Twenty-one-year-old Wendi Elizabeth Long accepted a ride from two men she seemed to know.  A friend of hers saw Wendi get into a late model pick-up truck and got a good look at the men who gave Wendi that fated ride.  Who were they?  Another friend says that Wendi called him the next day.  But she never made it home and hasn’t been since.  What happened to Wendi Long?   UPDATE: The friend confessed to murdering her.

GHOSTS GO TO COURT – Ghosts – Andres and Josie Smith say the 250‑ year‑old Lowe's Cottage in England, they purchased from sisters, Melbourne and Sandra Podmore in 1994, is haunted.  The house is plagued with flying objects, ghostly apparitions, and a malevolent presence that led the Smiths to seek relief in the form of an exorcism, and to sue the former owners for non-disclosure … of ghosts.
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MRS. ROGERS – Wanted – On July 3, 1988, Captain Will Rogers of the USS Vincennes, believing that his ship was about to be attacked, mistakenly ordered his gunners to shoot down an Iranian airliner, leaving 200 civilians dead.  Many terrorist groups swore revenge.  Several weeks later, in San Diego, California, Capt. Rogers' wife, Sharon, began receiving threatening phone calls.  On the morning of March 10, 1989, eight months after the airline tragedy, Sharon Rogers was nearly killed when a bomb exploded in her car.  An FBI investigation revealed that a pipe bomb had been strapped to the underbelly of the van.  They also learned that shortly before the bombing incident, a stranger had been asking questions on the street where the Rogers' lived.  That man and a second, who was waiting in a nearby car, are wanted by authorities for questioning in this case. 

PLATEAU VISION – The Unexplained – A soft‑spoken cowboy named Randy Spears had a vision of Millie McGregor when she was lost in the Sierra Nevada Mountains.  For three days, search parties had been unable to find her, but Randy’s uncannily accurate vision took him right to her, from miles away.  He found her and brought her to safety.

UPDATE: WAR OF THE DEPUES – Solved – Marilyn Depue filed for divorce and was granted custody of the children in Michigan.  Dennis Depue came to the breaking point when he murdered his ex‑ wife and left her body on a deserted road.  UPDATE: Dennis Depue was located in Michigan.  When police tried to arrest him, a shoot-out ensued and Depue shot himself after a high-speed chase. 

KILLER BOYFRIEND – Murder – Jerry Gervasoni strangled his girlfriend and left her to decompose under her mother’s bed in her trailer.  UPDATE: Arrested.    

MEDFORD MILLIONS – Fraud – Steve Cox and his partner, in a bogus investment company called S.D. Cox Investments of Medford, allegedly swindled more than $3.5 million from investors. In September of 1984, the men disappeared.  UPDATE: Captured.  

LOOKING FOR CHRISTOPHER – Lost Love – In 1952, after WWII, Helena and Apolinary Kurowski, a Polish refugee couple living in England, sent their only son, 5 year‑old Christopher, off to America with friends.  They were unable to immigrate and Christopher stayed in the US.  Their daughter Mechelle (Chirstopher’s half-sister) has been searching for him for years.  UPDATE: Shortly after our broadcast, Mechelle heard from viewers in Buffalo, NY that Christopher was living near there.  They were reunited at Mechelle's home near Houston TX.
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CASOLARO – Unexplained Death – When a 44 year‑old investigative journalist, Dan Casolaro, was found dead in the bathtub of his Sheraton hotel room in Martinsburg, West Virginia, police determined that his death was a suicide.  Curiously, his wrists were slashed 12 times.  At the time of his death, Casolaro was investigating a government corruption ring named “The Octopus”, a story that was extremely sensitive politically.   Friend and family of Casolaro believe he was murdered because of what he had uncovered in his investigation. 

UPDATE: THELMA AND LOUISE – Solved -- Rose Marie Turford and Joyce Carolyn Stevens became criminals, targeting men as their victims.  Once they were caught, they skipped out on bail, completely wiping out Rose’s family of everything they owned.  UPDATE: Based on a tip, Rose and Carolyn were captured by the Royal Canadian Mounted Police.  They faced charges of aggravated robbery and aggravated kidnapping.  Joyce Carolyn Stevens pled guilty, did not go to trial and was sentenced 10 years and has since been released.  Rose Marie Turford rejected a plea bargain for a 10-year term because she felt she was innocent.  She went to trial and was sentenced for 30 years.  She’s still in prison.

MOTHMAN – The Unexplained – A mysterious creature plagued a small town in West Virginia, and was called “Mothman” due to the creature’s large feathery wings, bright red eyes and human like form, leaving residents to ponder, is it an alien, a mutant being, or the fulfillment of an ancient curse?  When a bridge leading out of town collapsed and killed 46 people, a witness claimed to have seen Mothman on the bridge moments before it caved in.

ELYSIAN PARK TREASURE – Treasure – Legend has it that nearly 150 years ago, wealthy citizens in old Los Angeles buried their riches for safe‑keeping during the Mexican‑American War.  Today, many people believe that a fortune in gold and jewels remains hidden in the secluded hills and canyons of Elysian Park

FATAL FLOWERS – Wanted – An Atlanta socialite, Lita Sullivan, estranged wife of millionaire James Sullivan, opened the door of her Buckhead district townhouse to accept a delivery of roses.  A gun emerged from behind the flowers, a shot rang out, and Lita Sullivan was dead at 36, the victim of an expertly aimed gunshot wound to the head.  UPDATE: The Royal Thai Police arrested Lita’s ex husband, James Sullivan.  He was living in a beachfront condo – 100 miles south of Bangkok – with his Thai girlfriend. 


MISSING RAINMAN – Missing -- A functioning autistic man, Gordie, ran away from a group home and has left clues that he is still alive. 
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TWO MARY MURDERS – Murder – Two women, both named Mary Morris, were murdered in the same town within 72 hours of each other -- coincidence or connection?  A call came in to the Houston Chronicle between the time the first and second Mary Morris were killed and one person claimed that  the caller stated something to the effect that they got the wrong Mary Morris the first time.
THE DALE – Fraud – Elizabeth Carmichael raised over $3 million for a space age car, The Dale, in Encino, California.  When it was discovered that Carmichael was actually a man named Jerry Dean Michael and that he and the Dale were frauds, Jerry, aka Elizabeth, disappeared.  UPDATE: Dean Michael was captured in Texas and convicted of fraud and served two years in a men’s prison. 

CAROLINA COP KILLER – Escape – Sam Wodke was convicted of killing a police officer but escaped from prison.  UPDATE: Arrested.  After UM aired, a woman from Colorado called and said her employer had hired someone who looked exactly like Wodke but had a different name.  He was no longer at the company but she gave authorities his fake name and birth date.  Investigators ran the information and got a hit in Louisiana.  The Louisiana police arrested him in the middle of the night. 

HAUNTED MANSION – Ghosts – Bill Beatty died before completing his dream home replica of a 17th Century Normandy castle.  Present day occupants believe Beatty still haunts the residence. 

UPDATE: RED LAKE HEIR – Lost Heirs – In 1927, prospector Dan Willans staked a gold mining claim in Canada with his partner.  Since Willans' share is now worth nearly $100,000, authorities are searching for his heirs.  

FLORIDA FIRES – Arson – An arsonist is responsible for 29+ church fires in Florida, Jacksonville, Tallahassee, Gainesville, Orlando, Tampa, & Miami.  UPDATE: A Tennessee drifter was arrested and admitted to setting fire to 17 churches from a government medical center. A paranoid schizophrenic, he was found not guilty by reason of insanity and was institutionalized. 
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LOVE TRIANGLE – Wanted – Todd Kelley, a teenager, was murdered and found by his girlfriend, Christy.  The prime suspect, the rival for Christy’s affections, disappeared. 

GHOSTLY ATTRACTION – Ghosts  – The Hatley's moved into a 109 yr. old mansion to discover their home was haunted by ghost of John Hardin, 32, who'd been murdered while putting out a deliberately set fire in his truck in the early morning.

UPDATE: SHIGEMOTO’S BODYGUARD – Solved – Mitchell Shigemoto has been searching for James Pearson, the friend who stood by his side in the Army and in Vietnam.  Pearson saved Shigemoto’s life and he would like to say thank you.  UPDATE: A relative of James was watching the broadcast and called him.  Thirty years after they parted, Mitchell and James spoke for the first time since the war.  A reunion in Hawaii occurred that summer.  Today they still keep in touch through mail and letters.  

AMTRAK SABOTAGE – Murder – On October 9, 1995, Amtrak's "Sunset limited" passenger train jumped the track, 60 miles southwest of Phoenix.  Four cars plunged 30 feet off the trestle.  One person was killed and over 100 people were injured.  Investigators quickly uncovered the cause of the tragedy was sabotage.  FBI agents found 4 copies of a computer written diatribe against the United States Government, signed by the “Sons of the Gestapo”.  This was the only clue and immediately went cold. 

ARTIST FOR THE PROSECUTION – Investigators – Mom and wife Lois Gibson is not a police officer and not a private investigator … but at last count, she has helped capture nearly 1,000 criminals.  With an innate talent she believes she was born with, Gibson is a self-taught artist able to sketch extraordinarily accurate pictures from traumatized victims – who may have only seen their perpetrators for a few seconds.  When brothers Jason and Phillip Bomer were abducted by two men, they escaped by leaping out of a speeding car.  Gibson made sketches of the suspects from the brothers’ descriptions.  

FAKE DOCTOR FRAUD – Fraud – Gregory Caplinger loves being a doctor.  There’s just one problem … he’s not.  He bilked the most vulnerable – the desperately sick and dying and their families – out of more than half a million dollars, as well as other investors out of millions.  UPDATE: Dr. Fraud turned himself in and is serving a 14-year-prison term for swindling more than one million dollars from people who invested in his fake cancer cure.  
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MILLIONAIRESS MURDER – Murder – Millionairess Jeanne Tovrea was found shot to death in her Arizona home but no valuables were taken.  The killer seemed to know the way directly to her bedroom and only set off burglar alarm as he exited sliding glass door.  UPDATE: After the UM episode aired, the killers voice was identified on Jeanne’s the answering machine.  He was convicted of first-degree murder and sentenced to death.  His own wife testified against him at trial.  He’s on death row in Arizona. 
MEDJUGORJE –Miracle – In 1981, six Yugoslavian teenagers reported seeing the image of Virgin Mary.  Since then, millions of pilgrims flock to the tiny village of Medjugorje, hoping to have prayers answered and seeking miracle cures.

HUEY’S QUEST (Part 1 & 2) – Unexplained Death -- In Sulphur, Louisiana, intruders broke into a comfortable suburban home and murdered a prominent young couple, Pam and Eric Ellender.  A suspect was caught and hung himself in jail, taking responsibility for the murders.  However, Pam’s father, Huey, thinks a satanic cult was responsible. 

WHERE IS SHE NOW? – Missing -- Mary Ann Perez disappeared after visiting a country western bar in New Orleans.  Her body was never found, but investigators believe she was murdered by David Courtney who is serving a life sentence for another murder.  Her son received a strange phone call indicating she may still be alive. 
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COUPLE OF GOOD MEN, A – Unexplained Death – Army Staff Sergeant Billy Ray Hargrove was found hanging inches from the ground by an elastic parachute string.  Billy Ray’s face and hands had cuts and abrasions on them signifying a physical struggle.  At Billy Ray’s funeral, his best friend Michael Carmichael vowed to find out what happened to Billy Ray.  Then Michael disappeared.  He was found dead hours later, hung by the neck.  Again, his death was ruled as a suicide.  However, like Billy Ray, Michael was hung inches from the ground by a parachute string and he too had lacerations on his hands and face, indicating a physical struggle. 

LADIES MAN – Fraud – Authorities in Ann Arbor, Michigan, and Madison, Wisconsin, are looking for con man who befriends and romances unsuspecting women out of their money and property.  In an UM update, authorities tracked down Edward Maynard in Napes, Florida.  Erik was conning another woman out of her life savings.  A UM tip lead the FBI to a motel where he was arrested.  
MCDONALD’S MURDER – Wanted – Genoveva Velasquez was a hard working mother who had always been a great role model for her family and friends. The night before she was gunned down, Genoveva had called authorities telling them she feared for her safety.  It would be her last call for help.  UPDATE: A man named Michael Alfonso was arrested and convicted of the murder.  He is serving a life sentence, without possibility of parole.  
LUCKY CHOIR – The Unexplained  – When the Beatrice, Nebraska West Side Baptist Church was completely destroyed in a blast caused by a gas leak, miraculously, no one was injured.  Because of a series of unrelated circumstances and delays, all twelve members of the choir were late for rehearsal and were therefore spared from the blast.  The odds of this coincidence are astronomical, and they believe their lives were saved by an act of God.

VANISHED IN THE HEARTLAND – Missing – While driving home from rural Edgar, Nebraska, and no more than fifteen minutes from home, twenty-five-year-old Bill Rundle and twenty-eight-year-old Traci Kenley, friends from Hastings, vanished from the highway and have not been seen since.  Two years later, unusual weather gave authorities the answer to the mysterious disappearance.  Drought conditions lowered the level of a pond near the road where the two had been traveling.  A farm worker noticed the outline of a car in the pond. Police believe that the car went into the pond and because of the mud were unable to escape. 
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MURDER PREMONITION – The Unexplained -- Etta Smith experienced a haunting psychic vision describing the scene where nurse, Melanie Uribe, was murdered.  She found the body with such accuracy that she herself became a suspect.  

LADY AND THE TRAMP – Fraud – A charming e-mail conman Daniel Sterling Tondevold charmed prominent Tennessee resident Ellen McClung Berry into letting him move into her mansion.  Over the next seven years, Tondevold ran Berry’s estate into the ground.  Tondevold took off and lived the high life at a resort in South Carolina.  Daniel's resemblance to Ellen Berry's late grandson may have been reason she trusted him with her fortune.

GETAWAY PHOTO –Robbery – A Henderson, Nevada bank manager and several of his employees became the first victims of a well-planned robbery.  The robbery went on to include the taking of a hostage, a high-speed chase and an exchange of gunfire.  A quick- thinking reporter snaps picture of robbers as they drive off.  UPDATE:  Seven years after the robbery, a man named William Kirkpatrick was convicted of the crime.  He received a sentenced of 15 years. 
COMA RECOVERY – Medical Mystery – Don Hamilton accidentally shot himself while hunting near his home in Minnesota.  Left stranded in tree for hours before help arrived, Don was rushed to hospital in deep coma.  Considered brain dead with no chance of recovery, Don has made a miraculous recovery that has astounded the medical community.

NEWSMAN’S LOST LOVE – Solved – Tim Harrell, a news producer, was abandoned in a garbage can and adopted.  His birthmother called him and he refused to see her, but later regretted his decision.  UPDATE: After this story first aired, a sympathetic private investigator named Alice Syman of Orphan Voyage, volunteered to help Tim Harrell and two weeks later, she located Tim’s mother and the two had an emotional reunion. 

UPDATE: COP ASSAULT – Wanted – Two cops enter a bar looking for a suspect are surprised by a man who comes from the back room firing on them.  He turns out to be a paroled bank robber, Lyle Moody, who has eluded capture for nine years.  UPDATE: A suspect was loitering outside a tenement in New York where there were known drug deals.  He gave the NYPD a false ID and was hauled into the police station where he was fingerprinted and ultimately identified as Lyle Moody. 
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THOMAS DRAKE – Final Appeal – Thomas Drake was arrested for attempting to murder his wife.  He was convicted of attempted 2nd degree murder with a weapon, and armed robbery with a deadly weapon, and received a life sentence plus 30 years.  Nancy Drake originally did not testify at her husband's trial because she had no memory of the attack.  Later, some memory returned, and she described an "unusual looking" man seen loitering in the parking lot, as her assailant.  Drake’s appeals were denied. 

MAD MAGGIO – Wanted – Fugitive Jon Maggio is wanted for embezzling hundreds of thousands of dollars.  Authorities believe he is currently traveling with his wife, gambling in casinos across the country and looking for new victims to scam.  UPDATE: A UM viewer recognized Maggio working as a waiter in a Chicago restaurant from a post office wanted poster and informed the authorities.  

VIET PILOT’S DAUGHTER – Lost Loves – A young South Vietnamese Air Force pilot named became friendly with an American family and impregnated their daughter.  After years of separation, including ten years incarcerated in a "re‑education camp", he wants to find his daughter.  UPDATE: His daughter was located thanks to UM and the two were reunited after 26 years. 

UPDATE: BREAKOUT MOM – Solved – Sherry Nickerson’s mom helped a prisoner escape and has been on the run for years.  Sherry wants her mom to know the FBI no longer wants her.  UPDATE: After the broadcast, both were identified by locals in Kettering, OH, and living under the assumed names while owning a owned a local video store.  Once identified by their friends, Michael drove with Donna back to Oklahoma and turned himself in. Sherry was re-united with her mom. 

MISSING COLLEGE KIDS + UD – Missing -- Two women, April Gregory and Kristin Smart, disappear without a trace from their college campuses, 3000 miles apart.  UPDATE: April’s boyfriend confessed to killing her during an argument.  He dismembered her body and hid parts at his home.  He is serving 25 years to life in prison.  Kristin Smart’s disappearance is still unsolved. 
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RAINBOY – The Unexplained – Mysterious streams of water that seemed to materialize out of thin air and defy gravity, and fly horizontally through his house, terrorize Don Decker.  Paranormal investigators speculate that a disembodied spirit may have caused the strange activities. 

LOUISIANA BURNING – Murder – Deputy Sheriff O’Neal Moore and his partner were gunned down while on duty in Louisiana.  They were the only black members of the Washington Parish Police Dept and the crimes were possibly Klan related. 

UPDATE: CAR CRASH THANK YOU – Solved – American family of six traveling on a remote highway in Mexico has a devastating car accident.  They are all injured; two are not expected to survive the night.  An American couple happens by, handles the rescue operation, saving their lives. Once the family is safe, the good Samaritans disappear. After the broadcast, the couple--one a doctor, the other with EMT training--contact UM and a dramatic reunion is arranged.
DONUT MURDER – Wanted – David Hurley and his brother were going to take their Boy Scout troop on a canoe trip.  On the way to pick up his brother, David stopped to get some donuts.  On a quiet highway, a car pulled out of nowhere and sideswiped David.  He stopped the car to exchange information and was shot.  David drove home and gave info to his wife, but died shortly thereafter. 

SOCIAL SECURITY MURDER – Fraud -- Julius Patterson and his girlfriend, Paulette Hite, kill two people, including Patterson’s own sister, in order to get their social security benefits.  UPDATE: UM viewers identified both in New Jersey.  The two were tracked to NYC and arrested.  Patterson was convicted of third degree murder and faces 20 years in prison.  Hite was only charged with armed robbery and served six years in prison.
Spike UNS069  (cmpSP069)

BARON 52 CREW – Missing -- On February 5, 1973, a U.S. military spy plane was show shot down over Laos.  Intelligence reports suggest that four of the eight-man crew may have survived their ordeal. 

SCARED TO DEATH – Unexplained Death – Cindy James was found dead from a heroin overdose, with her hands and feet bound tightly behind her and a nylon stocking tied around her neck.  Her death was the culmination of seven years of terror during which Cindy, a pediatric nurse, reported over ninety separate incidents of threats, cut phone lines, arson, harassment, and assault.  The coroner’s five-member jury, which heard 40 days of testimony, said there wasn't enough evidence to conclude her death was suicide, accident or homicide.  Her family and friends are shocked when a police psychiatrist said she suffered from multiple personalities and one of them killed her. 

UPDATE: THUMBS – Solved -- Dave Davis fled the United States after an autopsy revealed that his wife of one year, Shannon Mohr, had died from poisoning by a lethal animal tranquillizer and not from a fall from a horse as he originally reported.  Davis murdered her for the insurance money.  UPDATE: a viewer spotted Davis in American Samoa. He was extradited, convicted and sentenced to life in prison without parole.  

FERTILITY STATUES – The Unexplained – Scores of hopeful couples are touching two Fertility Statues from the Baoule tribe in the Ivory Coast which are displayed in the Ripley’s Museum.  And 130 of them claim it worked; after many unsuccessful prior attempts, they conceived thanks, they say, to the statues. 

REST STOP KILLER – Murder -- Two people were murdered and a third shot at a rest stop by a man posing as a police officer. He’s still on the loose. 

THANK YOU PHILIP – Lost Love – Carl Dentai of Cheboygan, Michigan, is searching for Phillip, the U.S. serviceman who helped him and his five-year old daughter survive starvation and the bitter cold during the 1945 winter when they were living in a railroad boxcar after fleeing the Nazis in Hungary.  Carl and his daughter want to thank him for his kindness.  UPDATE: After the segment aired, the kindhearted G.I., Philip Pellatier of Hammond, Indiana came forward and an emotional reunion occurred a week after the broadcast.

Spike UNS070 (cmpSP113)

MCFALL – Unexplained Death – Bird watchers discovered the body of Kurt McFall at the foot of a 300 foot San Francisco Bay cliff.  The coroner ruled cause of death "unknown", but Kurt's father alleges that he was brainwashed and then killed by a strange cult that practices medieval rituals and warfare. 

MISSING MOM – Missing – Christi Nichols vanished from her Nebraska home in 1987 leaving a husband and two children.  Her family alleges that she was the victim of spousal abuse and further investigation has raised the possibility that foul play was murdered and her husband is angry that some suspect him. 

PUERTO RICAN MONSTER (a.k.a. CHUPACABRA) – Legends – On the fringes of the Yunque Rain Forest on the island of Puerto Rico, a mysterious beast known as Chupacabra reportedly has been terrorized people and mauling livestock.  Dozens of eyewitnesses insist that it is real, describing a frightening monster that looks like something out of a horror film.

RED ROBIN KILLER – Wanted – Jeanne Ruth Molina, 33 and the mother of three, worked at a Red Robin restaurant in Tustin, California in 1994, where she befriended a co-worker.  The casual relationship resulted in murder.  Her killer, Carlos Berdeja, is one of the FBI’s 10 Most Wanted in Los Angeles. 

DRUMMOND’S DOLLARS – Lost Heirs – Howard Drummond lived a meager existence in a rented Lansing, MI, YMCA room.  But when the eccentric & frugal loner died at age of 78, he left behind a huge collection of old magazines, used rubber bands, and $250,000.  Could someone in the audience be his rightful heir?

Spike UNS071 (cmpSP090)

WHISTLE BLOWN – Unexplained Death -- Nuclear plant employee, Dave Bocks’ remains’ were found in the plant furnace.  Some say that Dave Bocks was depressed and took his own life.  But his family maintains that he was murdered to prevent him from blowing the whistle on safety violations and illegal radioactive dumping. 

BRENDA’S FIRE – Murder – While chasing a suspect, police chief Robert Hamrick slams his car into a tree.  Family suspects he was murdered. 

SOUTHIE – Wanted -- James J. "Whitey" Bulger, the Don of New England's Irish Mafia, has eluded authorities and the F.B.I. and is on the run with his girlfriend, Catherine Greig, who is accused of harboring a fugitive.  James J. Bulger is currently on the FBI’s Ten Most Wanted list and a reward for US $1 million is being offered for information leading to his capture. 
ELECTRIC LADY – The Unexplained -- At the age of 10, Jeanine was consumed by the feeling that she had a sister, one she had never met.  Her family denied it until Jeanine found a photograph that forced her mother to admit she had a half sister, Judy, from her father’s previous marriage.  But there was more to Jeanine’s premonition.  She told her mother that one day she would meet her half sister and that Judy would die soon after of a brain aneurism.  Sadly, it all came true.

MARSH – Lost Heirs – Viewers are asked if they know the heirs of George R. Marsh, who died in a Kansas City nursing home leaving $175,000 with no clues how he acquired the money or who were his rightful heirs.  UPDATE: George’s bother, James Zelenka was found as a result of the show. 

Spike UNS072 (cmpSP072)

POISON PEN – Unexplained Death – A series of bizarre and incriminating letters put Paul Freshour in jail for attempted murder, despite his claims of innocence. 

CHAMP – Legend – Centuries ago, the Iroquois Indians paid homage to the spirit of a "great horned serpent" said to rule the murky depths of what is now Lake Champlain, in Upstate New York and Vermont.  Does Champ really exist? 

LI’L MISS + UD – Murder – 18‑yr‑old Lisa Kimmell disappeared on a trip from Denver, CO, to Billings, MT.  She was found dead in the North Platte River in Casper, WY.  UPDATE: Arrested and charged. 

MOTORCYCLIST’S SAMARITAN + UD – Solved – Steve Newton had a motorcycle accident and nearly died, except that he was saved by a young woman who did not leave her name.  UPDATE: Reunited.  

UPDATE: SHROUD OF TURIN – Sci-Med -- Carbon 14 test results concluded that the Vatican's Shroud of Turin (cloth believed to have wrapped Christ's body after he was crucified) dates between 1290 & 1360 A.D.  UPDATE:  Other evidence presents even more controversy. 

Spike UNS073 (cmpSP073)

SON OF SAM – Murder – Postal employee, David Berkowitz was convicted of all of the "Son of Sam" shootings in mid‑70's but many believe he was not the sole shooter.  Berkowitz has said he was been part of satanic cult: "There are other Sons out there — God help the world."  In later years, he divulged that the cult had roughly two dozen core members in New York, "twenty-two disciples of hell". 

48-HOUR FRAUD – Fraud – Liza Montgomery went on a 48 hour spree in Las Vegas. Netting close to $150,000 worth in diamonds, furs and furniture, Liza used phony cashier’s checks for her purchases.  UPDATE: Thanks to a viewer tip, Liza was identified in Los Angeles, California and sent to Nevada to stand trial. She was convicted, served three years and was released.

TWISTED SISTERS – Wanted – Regina DeFrancisco, 18 and her sister, Margaret, 16, wanted to raise bail for Regina’s boyfriend so they lured a victim to their house with the promise of three-way sex, and then shot him in cold blood.  UPDATE: Tips to the authorities led to Margaret’s arrest in Illinois; later, Regina was nabbed when accused of stealing a car in Dallas. 

UPDATE: TRAIN WRECK AMNESIA – Solved -- When an oncoming train couldn’t stop and rammed into her car, 5 year old La Donna Alfano lost her mother and sister in a horrible crash.  For years, she struggled with this devastating loss and had no idea how to find her mother’s family to fill in the scant memories she had of her mother.  After UM’s broadcast, LaDonna was reunited with her lost relatives. 

MIRACLE STAIRCASE – Miracle – In 1878, an unknown carpenter built a free-standing, double-spiral staircase in the Loretto Chapel that was an engineering feat way ahead of its time.  He then disappeared, giving birth to the legend that the sisters had been visited by history’s most famous carpenter, St. Joseph. 

Spike UNS074 (cmpSP093)

TAMI LYNN – Missing Person – Beauty Queen Tami Lynn Leppert was on her way to a Hollywood acting career when she disappeared without a trace.  During the last year, she became increasingly distraught became paranoid after a party, claiming that, “she had seen something that she shouldn’t have” and was subjected to death threats. 

RED SHOES – Murder – On December 6, 1988, the bodies of a young couple were found in an out-of-the-way wooded property in Fairfax County, Virginia. The woman had been sexually assaulted; both had been shot to death.  The victims would soon be identified as 22-year-old college sweethearts Rachael Raver and Warren Fulton.  UPDATE:  Alfredo Prieto was convicted of committing the two murders after DNA evidence linked him to the crime scene.  Prieto was sentenced to death.  

LAURA OUTLAW – Wanted – When a Wisconsin man disappears, his girlfriend, Laura Law, claims he left to “find himself”.  But could their noisy arguments about her gambling have led to foul play?  And why wouldn’t Laura let anyone, including law enforcement, inspect the gardening shed behind her house?  UPDATE: Armed with a warrant, police discover the decomposed body of her boyfriend, with a gunshot wound to the head.  Laura fled, only to be found, thanks to a tip, working the night shift in a Tennessee motel.  

MISSING TIME – The Unexplained – Researcher Bud Hopkins has investigated over 200 accounts of "missing time", people who believe they were abducted by UFO's and subjected to genetic experimentation by their abductors.  The two chilling cases which are profiled are difficult to explain. 
Spike UNS075 (cmpSP075)

MARINE DESTROYED – Wanted – 20 year old Joffre Ramos was beaten and left for dead at a party attended by gang bangers.  Reputed gang leader, Luis Quezada is wanted for attempted murder in this case.  UPDATE: After the case was profiled on UM, Detectives received a tip that he was hiding in Mexico.  He was sentenced to 21 years in state prison.  

TEXAS UFO – UFO – While driving on Texas highway, three people spotted a fiery UFO.  They got out of the car to look at the diamond-shaped four-pointed object.  The UFO disappeared and military helicopters started swarming around the area.  All three were burned by radiation but the military reported nothing strange in area that night. 

LACROSSE STAR MURDER – Murder – 19-year-old Aimee Willard met up with her friends at Smokey Joe's Tavern, a well-known college hangout, stayed for about 3 hours, and left the bar somewhere about 1:30AM.  At 2:02 AM, Aimee's car was discovered by off-duty paramedics.  She was raped and murdered.  UPDATE: Arthur Bomar was arrested after he was caught breaking into a suburban Philadelphia apartment.  Police quickly linked him to Aimee’s murder through DNA semen samples.  Arthur Bomar was sentenced to death. 

LARCENY LADY – Fraud – Forty‑four year old Josephine White became a fugitive after allegedly bilking elderly people out of over 1 million dollars.  UPDATE: White was arrested in Illinois while attempting to commit the same scam.  White was sentenced to 15 years in prison after pleading guilty to two counts of first-degree larceny and one count of second-degree larceny.

UPDATE: LADIES MAN – Solved – Authorities in Ann Arbor, Michigan, and Madison, Wisconsin, are looking for a smooth-talking con man who befriends and romances unsuspecting women out of their money and property.  UPDATE: A viewer in Lansing, Michigan recognized Edward Maynard—a customer of the car rental agency that she worked at—and called police.  

PHILLIP’S ANGEL – Lost Loves – A high school basketball star, Phillip Macri severed his spinal cord in the ocean when a huge wave tossed him to the ocean floor.  An unknown dark-haired woman saved his life and Phillip wants to find and thank her.  UPDATE: On the night of the broadcast, 43 year-old Linda Potts identified herself as the unknown rescuer who saved Philip.  Phillip and Linda met face-to-face for the first time since he nearly drowned six years earlier.  

Spike UNS076 (cmpSP076)

SUNNYVALE STALKER – Murder – Dick Hansen left a bar with a female friend named Jean.  They were followed by someone who began playing a cat and mouse game with them.  They pulled over to talk to the man and he shot Dick.  Jean’s license plate had a “49’er” license plate and police think he may be a crazed fan of another team. 

MISSING IN-LAWS – Missing -- Two women (Wendy Camp and Renee Kregear) and a young girl (Cynthia Britto) never returned home.  Their mysterious disappearance is the culmination of a bitter feud between the two families, which has now escalated to accusations of murder and kidnapping. 

CALLING DR. FRAUD – Fraud – For years, “Dr. Fraud” bilked victims out of coins, jewelry and computer merchandise all over the U.S.  His scam involves having the victims send the items to a hospital where he is impersonating a doctor; he then takes the goods and disappears.  UPDATE: A viewer identified Dr. Fraud as Michael John Sabo, an inmate who had escaped from a federal prison. He received a 10-year sentence, escaped again, and was re-captured.

INCREDIBLE JOURNEYS – The Unexplained – A black cat named "Nova" and a collie named "Lady" each became separated from their families.  Remarkably, they both undertook extraordinary journeys, traveling hundreds of miles through unknown terrain to make their way back home to their owners.  Some animal behaviorists believe the animals were guided by a kind of psychic radar, a mysterious bond between pets and their owners that defies explanation. 

UPDATE: SOCIAL SECURITY MURDER – Wanted – Julius Patterson and his girlfriend, Paulette Hite, killed two people, including Patterson’s own sister, in order to get their social security benefits.  UPDATE: Viewer tips led to the arrest and conviction of both.

CANDY & ROXY – Sci/Med – While in a coma from terminal cancer, Candy had a vision of her sister Roxy urging her to stay alive.  Candy claims that Roxy told her not to give up, it was not her time to die, and that she would live to become a grandmother.  Shortly after that, Candy came out of the coma, and, miraculously, her cancer went into remission.   

Spike UNS077 (cmpSP077)

DAUGHTER SEEKS JUSTICE – Murder – Joan Jeffries and a business partner were planning to start an airline commuter business.  Joan decided she wanted out of the business; but she was gunned down in a parking lot.  The killer shot Joan twice in the head at close range.  Although no one has been charged with Joan Jeffries' murder, her family members believe they know who killed her. 
BUTCH CASSIDY – Legend – A group of writers believe that Butch Cassidy didn’t die in South America, but came back to the US and lived under a new identity.  Cassidy’s sister, Lula Parker Betenson, who adamantly insisted that “Robert” (Cassidy’s real name was Robert LeRoy Parker), had come to visit the family after the Bolivia ambush.  At the time Cassidy told Lulu that the Bolivia story was a ruse. 

PIZZA MAN – Escape – Accused of hiring a hit man to kill his business rival, John Henry Mooney was convicted in the murder of pizza parlor businessman T.K. Harty, but escaped from the Wayne Correctional Institute in Georgia. UPDATE: Mooney was re-captured over 9 years later in Scottsdale, AZ following the UM segment on his crime. He had been living as Robert Kelley, had re-married and had a one-year old son.  

GHOST BOY – Ghosts – Denice Jones heard a scream in her youngest son's bedroom, and ran upstairs to find her five‑year‑old curled up in the corner of his room, a look of terror on his face.  He explained that a “crayon color white man” had come to his room and tried to touch his shoulder.  Soon, Michael and his family were plagued by spirits in their home: glowing balls of light, levitating furniture, and demons that would physically leave their mark on Michael until he bled. 

UPDATE: AMISH HOSTAGE MURDER – Solved – Tim Good was kept hostage in his basement by “religious” con artist and his wife.  After they leave, Good’s body is found.  UPDATE: Immediately after this story first aired, a viewer contacted “Unsolved Mysteries” with the location of “the con artist.  That night Sheriff's deputies staked out a home in Sterling, Virginia and arrested him the following morning. 

BIG MAC SHOOTOUT – Wanted – In Richmond, Virginia, two masked gunmen attempt to rob a McDonald's restaurant.  One of the gunmen, later identified as Michael Anthony Starr, confronted the manager, panicked, and shot him in the head.  UPDATE: A viewer tip led FBI, state & local officials to a Richmond, VA residence where they found suspect hiding out in a kitchen cabinet. 

Spike UNS078 (cmpSP078)

DALE DISAPPEARED – Missing – Dale Williams, happily married and father of two girls, received a call that there was a stranded motorist nearby and Dale rushed to help.  He was never seen again.  Six weeks later his truck was found submerged in the muddy waters of a local river.  Strangely, someone kept ripping down Dale’s missing poster’s from outside the post office. 
BEAUTY SALON KILLER – Wanted – 27 year old Dana Satterfield, the mother of 2 children, had recently separated from her husband and owned a beauty salon.  Responding to a robbery call, a sheriff discovered Dana Satterfield in the bathroom, beaten severely, raped and strangled.  Update: Ten years after the murder, police arrested a twenty-seven year old, Jonathan Christian Vick, who had told a friend of his involvement with Dana.  DNA samples led to his conviction. 

DEATH & DISAPPEARANCE – Murder – Around Morro Bay, Hugh Harlin and his wife Dian, were known as a pair of quirky eccentrics.  Dian, known as the “Dog Lady” for her unflagging devotion to her dogs, was found dead, strangled with a dog leash.  Four years later, Hugh disappeared and some believe that Hugh might have had a deadly encounter with the same person or persons who killed Dian. 

MOM’S GENETIC CURSE – Final Appeal – Patty Stallings was accused of poisoning her five-month-old son and sentenced to life in prison.  However, he might have suffered from a rare genetic illness called Methylmalonic Acedemia.  UPDATE: Dr. Piero Rinaldo of Yale University revealed that serum tests of Ryan Stallings proved that he had definitely died of MMA.  Consequently, the prosecuting attorney immediately dropped the case and issued a public apology to the Stallings and Patty Stallings was released. 

Spike UNS079 (cmpSP079)

DYING TO CONFESS – Unexplained Death – When Robert Dirscherl was killed by a single gunshot wound, authorities called it a suicide.  But 16 years after his death, his wife received an anonymous note saying that the author had AIDS and had actually killed Dirscherl. 

VINCE FOSTER – Unexplained Death – Vince Foster had become a central figure in the growing Whitewater scandal.  When he died, the FBI concluded that Foster had taken his own life.  Perhaps inevitably there were serious doubts concerning Foster's suicide.  Handwriting experts examine the suicide note found in Vince Foster’s briefcase.  Some people think it was forged. 

WALK-INS – The Unexplained – Juelle was happily married with a young daughter, when she experienced the “walk-in” phenomenon.  Her old self (named Sherri) left her body.  Juelle says her new being had powers that Sherrie never possessed.  Several who claim to be “walk-ins” are profiled.

MISSING EX-MONK – Missing – After Angelo Desideri disappeared from Phoenix, his car was found torched in San Diego, leading police to suspect foul play.  UPDATE: Desideri’s body was finally found 11 years later California.  Apparently Desideri belonged to a crime circle with Joe Calo and wanted out.  The higher levels of the organization were angered by this and told Calo to take care of Desideri.  Calo worked with Majors to eliminate Desideri.  Calo was implicated in 7 other murder cases.  He pled guilty to avoid the death penalty and is currently serving 17 counts in state prison for armed robbery and murder. 

UPDATE: THANKS BIG BROTHER – Solved -- A Big Brother helped Jeff Fisher recover from his parent's divorce.  They lost contact when John Novotny, local salesman, was transferred out of the area.  Today, Jeff wants to thank Big Brother John for his support and guidance.  UPDATE: Jeff and John were reunited thanks to UM viewers.  

APHRODISIACS – Sci-Med -- For centuries, men and women have been consumed by a never-ending quest for greater passion.  Is it wishful thinking or do aphrodisiacs really work?  Dr. Cynthia Watson, who has spent years studying aphrodisiacs, strongly believes in the healing properties of herbs, oysters or dandelion wine may work because of the vitamins or herbs they contain.

Spike UNS080 (cmpSP080)

UNDESIRABLE DESIREE – Abduction -- A prominent East Texas businessman’s son was kidnapped on Thursday night March 10th at approximately 1:00 AM, after leaving work.  He was a supervisor at his father’s plastics factory.  Twelve hours later, his body was found in tall grass behind a vacant house in New Summerfield, Texas.  He was found bound with duct tape, and cause of death appeared to be choking.  Three of his captors have been arrested and convicted, but one is still on the loose.  UPDATE: The final suspect, Desiree Lingo-Perkins was arrested and convicted.

BERMUDA TRIANGLE – Legends – The mysterious Bermuda Triangle legend began with disappearance of 5 Navy bombers & 14 crewmembers that vanished 12/5/45 off the Atlantic coast of Florida.  Researcher John Myhre located a plane submerged 13 miles off of Cape Canavral, which he believes to be one of the lost bombers, and led an expedition to recover the sunken plane. 

ARLINGTON MURDER – Murder – In Arlington, Virginia, 24-year-old Veronica Jefferson was abducted, raped and then shot in the chest with a small caliber weapon.  Her body was found behind an elementary school.  Police are looking for an unidentified suspect who was seen in a car with her.  UPDATE: DNA samples tied Alfredo Prieto not only to the rape and murder of Veronica Jefferson but also to the double homicide of Rachael Raver and her boyfriend Warren Fulton whose bodies were discovered in Reston, VA.  Raver had been sexually assaulted and both had been shot in the back.  
UPDATE: HOTEL BALCONY DEATH – Solved – A young woman, Sandra Orellana, fell (or was pushed) from a hotel balcony, plummeting to her death.  Was it an accident?  Did she commit suicide? Or was it murder?  Suspect is her boss, Robert Salazar.  UPDATE: Robert Salazar was acquitted. 
RAINY DAY – Lost Heirs – The State of Wisconsin is searching for relatives of George J. Stein who disappeared leaving  $106,000 in bank accounts across the Midwest.  Heir hunters have several theories about Stein: he might have been a traveling salesman, a well-known con artist, or an infamous bank bandit?  They are hoping an heir might be able to shed some light on who George J. Stein really was, and who is heirs are.

Spike UNS081 (cmpSP096)

SHELLY LOVED HORSES – Unexplained Death – Shelly Malone, an accomplished horsewoman, was allegedly trampled to death by a horse.  However, her family believes that she was murdered and they want a full-fledged investigation. 

THREATS AND HARASSMENT – Wanted – Since 1984, just outside Massillon, Ohio, Bill and Dorothy Wacker claim they have been targeted in a vicious campaign of harassment consisting of anonymous phone calls, threatening notes, burglaries and even violent assaults.  

STRANGULATION SAGA – Murder – David Dowaliby, and his wife, Cynthia, discovered that their 7-year-old daughter, Jaclyn, had been kidnapped and strangled.  They were accused and indicted.  Although charges were dismissed against Cynthia, David Dowaliby was convicted.  He was sentenced to 45 years in the Stateville Maximum Security prison.  UPDATE: UM viewer alleged a former relative was the killer but there was not enough evidence for an arrest.  David was released after 18 months and exonerated.

FATHER/SON – Lost Loves – John Nellis was born to an American serviceman stationed in China.  He & his Vietnamese mother were exiled to Vietnam after his birth & lost contact with the father.  In 1975, John again had to flee the country leaving behind his own son.  He’s looking for both.  UPDATE: Thanks to UM, Nellis learned that his father Melvin is now living in Tokyo.  Incredibly just three weeks later, John and his son Daniel were reunited after more than 17 years. 

Spike UNS082 (cmpSP082)

TWIN BEHIND BARS – Final Appeal – Two armed robbers terrorized and robbed a group of people at a hotel in Greensboro.  Based on eyewitness testimony, police arrested two men.  One, Frederick Young, claims he didn't do it and that in fact the guilty man is his twin brother Cedric.

UNKNOWN ARSONIST – Arson – A motorist found a camouflage jacket discarded along the highway.  Inside the jacket was videotape footage of house engulfed in flames and weird male voice saying taking credit and laughing.  UPDATE: A viewer tip led to the arrest of two juveniles.  

FUGITIVE DRUG DEALER – Wanted – Roberto Ramirez was no ordinary drug dealer.  He allegedly supplied cocaine to half of California.  When police converged on his house, Roberto Ramirez reportedly appeared at a side window, and began firing.  Two officers fell and Ramirez taken into custody.  Out on bail, he skipped town. 

QUEEN MARY GHOST SHIP – Ghosts – The legendry ocean liner Queen Mary has been the site of ghosts, poltergeists and apparitions.  Passengers and crew have seen strange occurrences; U.M investigators reported strange noises during an all night vigil. 

LUCKY LOST LOVE – Lost Loves – When W.B. McDonald fell in love with 16 yr old Mary Helen Carr, her parents forced them to part.  Years later, W.B. searched for his lost daughter, who was born out of wedlock.  Now wealthy, he seeks his heir.  UPDATE: Mary Helen Carr called U.M. to inform McDonald that their child is living in Thornton, Colorado.  McDonald’s search came to happy ending when he met his long lost daughter.

Spike UNS083 (cmpSP083)

WHAT HAPPENED TO NATASHA? – Unexplained Death – A sixteen-year-old girl went to Carson City, Nevada, to visit her father.  Natasha is found dead, and there is still no explanation for her death.  Did she fall and hit her head, was there drug involvement, was she electrocuted by the fan that fell over her, or was it retaliation because her father was an alleged police informant. 

CANADIAN UFO – UFO – Shortly after a UFO sighting is reported, a mysterious videotape emerges depicting the event.  Researchers believe it is the real thing, but are baffled as to who sent it.  

KISS OF DEATH – Murder – Thomas Hotard was found shot to death in his car on a "lover's lane" in La Place, Louisiana.  His companion, Audrey Moate, disappeared and was never seen again.  Over the years, sightings of Audrey were reported from near by towns and counties, but no one knows what happened to her. 
UPDATE: DRUNK DRIVER – Solved – While driving on their vacation in Florida, an elderly couple were hit and killed by a truck driven by James White.  Twice the legal limit alcohol level was found in James White's bloodstream.  He fled during hospital stay.  UPDATE: A tip from a viewer led to the arrest of White was arrested at a bar in Vermont and extradited to Florida to stand trial where he was convicted and sentenced to 11 years.  He was released after 4 years. 
OHIO VIDEO ROBBERY – Wanted -- Brian Foguth, a convenience store clerk, was murdered and police hope that the surveillance tape will help find the killer.

Spike UNS084 (cmpSP084)

BATTLING FOR HER BROTHER – Unexplained Death – 18 year‑old Leroy Drieth drove his car head long into a tree and was killed instantly.  The coroner quickly ruled it a suicide.  Now there is compelling evidence that Leroy was murdered.  An autopsy revealed that Leroy had 2 incisions in his neck, one, a stab wound nearly 2 inches long, and a 4-inch long slash that severed his windpipe. 

MAN WHO NEVER WAS – Missing -- Alexander Cooper failed to return home after a business trip.  The next day his car was found parked by bridge.  A search initiated by the police found no proof of his existence before 1952.  UPDATE: Shortly after this story aired, a viewer in Canada recognized Cooper and immediately called authorities.  Year earlier, he was accused of robbing an office of the Canadian Pacific Railroad where he was employed and fled to spare his family this embarrassing secret.  They were reunited and he was not charged. 
ROBBINGHOOD – Wanted – Sheldon Weinberg, sentenced to 21 years for his part in a $28 million fraud scheme against a New York Medicare program, fled to avoid prison.  UPDATE: Weinberg caught thanks to a UM viewer who spotted him in Scottsdale, Arizona.  

LIFE AFTER LIFE – The Unexplained – Nine to ten million adults have had "near-death experiences" while temporarily "dead" or near death.  Many describe similar sensations, including seeing light at end of tunnel, an instantaneous flashing of their past history and visits from deceased loved ones.  Cases profiled include seven-year-old Kristle Merzlock’s near drowning in pool and 33 yr old Tom Sawyer being pinned underneath auto when the jack slipped.

Spike UNS085 (cmpSP085)

MODEL’S THIRD NOTEBOOK – Murder – A young model, Kimberly Pandelios, disappeared in a forest outside Los Angeles, possibly on photography shoot, and her family wishes to find her notebook, thinking that it will contain clues.  A year later, a 2nd model, Linda Sobek, was raped and murder vanished from a campground near by.  UPDATE: A photographer led authorities to Linda’s body and was charged with her murder.  A second man received life in prison for murder of Kimberly. 

PORT CHICAGO – Final Appeal – After the Port Chicago disaster, black seamen refused to return to loading ammunition under the same unsafe conditions that had sparked the explosion.  Fifty of them were charged, found guilty of conspiracy to commit mutiny during wartime, and sentenced to fifteen years in prison.  They want to have their names cleared.  UPDATE: One of the men was pardoned.

MATH TEACHER ESCAPE – Escape – Pennsylvania housewife Diane Brodbeck disappeared the same day that convicted murderer, John Yount, successfully escaped from prison.  Authorities believe Diane helped Jount escape.  Update: FBI officials, acting on a tip from a UM viewer of the NBC took both into custody in Idaho.
MIRACLE MAKER – Miracles – Medical science said Christina Umowski would never live long enough to jump rope.  Diagnosed with Neurofibromatosis, she suffered from a brain tumor.  But that was nearly ten years ago, before Christina's remarkable encounter with a faith healing priest, Ralph DiOrio.  Since then, she has recovered and her MRI’s are clear.

GRANDMA’S GRAVE – Missing – Sioux City, Nebraska resident Geneva Fuchser has been searching for the truth behind the disappearance of her grandmother in 1908.  A psychic suggested that her grandfather might have murdered.

Spike UNS086 (cmpSP086)

MISSING TEACHER – Missing – Oliver Munson, a Baltimore, Maryland schoolteacher, acquired the car of his dreams, a fully loaded, Datson 240Z.  Oliver had no idea that the man who sold him the car was the alleged ringleader of a sophisticated car theft operation.  Oliver Munson disappeared without a trace when he agreed to testify against the car theft ring. 

GANDER – Unexplained Death – 248 members of the U.S. Army's elite 101st Airborne Unit were killed instantly when their chartered Arrow Air DC‑8 transport plane crashed in Gander, Newfoundland.  Almost immediately someone left a message from the Islamic Jihad.  Families are left wondering what happened. 

CIVIL WAR GHOSTS – Ghosts – In 1862, during the Civil War, a military installation was established on 60 acres overlooking Los Angeles Harbor.  Today it is a museum, and many employees believe that some of the long dead spirits of the Civil War continue to roam the Drum Barracks. 

PREPPIE RAPE TRIAL – Investigators – Alex Kelly was charged with having committed two rapes in Darien, Connecticut but the notorious “Preppie Rape Trial” case initially ended in a hung jury.  Before his trial was to begin, Kelly fled the United States but seven years later, he was tried again and he received a sentence of 16 years in prison.  He pleaded no contest to the second rape.

UPDATE: MOM’S GENETIC CURSE – Solved – Patty Stallings was accused of poisoning her five month old son, and sentenced to life in prison.  However, he might have suffered from a rare genetic illness called Methylmalonic Acedemia.  UPDATE: Ryan's death was ruled a direct result of MMA.  Patty Stallings was released and returned to her family.  

RACIAL RIFT – Wanted – Malaika Griffin is wanted for the murder of 25-year-old Jason Horsely.  She threatened Jason’s dog and began cursing and hurling racial slurs at him.  Later, Griffin shot and killed Horsely in Denver.  Griffin then car jacked a friend’s auto at gunpoint and fled.  UPDATE: The FBI arrested Malaika Griffin in El Cajon, CA, after receiving tips about her from a co-worker.  Malaika Griffin was sentenced to life in prison. 

Spike HDUNS087 (cmpSP087)

FURNITURE STORE SHOOT OUT – Final Appeal – Tommy Ziegler owned a successful furniture store.  Ziegler claims his wife and in-laws were all shot by someone attempting to rob his family’s successful furniture store.  He himself was wounded.  Police think Ziegler did it for the insurance money and that the gunshot wound was self-inflicted.  Ziegler now sits on death row, having been convicted of murder.  Is it possible that Ziegler was framed or did he really kill his family?


COMEDY STORE GHOSTS – Ghosts – For more than 30 years, a Sunset Strip nightclub called "The Comedy Store" in Hollywood has played host to legendary comedians like Richard Pryor, Robin Williams, Jim Carrey, Roseanne, Jay Leno and Arsenio Hall.  But some say the best show takes center stage when the crowd goes home and there's hardly a living soul around.  According to many employees, past and present, the Comedy Store's hallowed halls are haunted.  Ghosts inhabit the famed nightclub.
 
GYPSY FRAUD – Fraud – A fraudulent mother and daughter fortune telling team have duped residents of Peoria, IL, by wrapping money in handkerchiefs claiming they can double it; pouring water in a shoe box of dirt making blood flow out; wrapping money around brick & toss it off bridge.  UPDATE: An accomplice & Lena Marie Wilson were arrested, but Ann Corricelli is still wanted. 
 
SHOPPING MALL PEN PAL – Solved -- Micki Jo West disappeared from her St. Joseph, MO home.  The police had no clues until anonymous notes, claiming she had been murdered, began turning up in shopping malls.  UPDATE: St. Joseph police arrested Marvin Lee Irvin for the murder of Micki Jo West.  Irvin confessed to the killings and writing the notes.  Irvin pled guilty to West's murder and the murder of two other women.  He is currently serving three consecutive life sentences. Micki Jo West's body has never been found.


UPDATE: THANK YOU PHILLIP – Lost Love – Carl Dentai of Cheboygan, Michigan, is searching for Phillip, the U.S. serviceman who helped him and his five-year old daughter survive during the 1945 winter when they were living in a railroad boxcar after fleeing Hungary.  Carl and his daughter want to thank him for his kindness.  UPDATE: After the show aired, Philip Pellatier of Hammond, Indiana came forward and an emotional reunion occurred a week after the broadcast.
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BENTWATERS UFO – UFO – Bentwater, England, while on routine patrol Air Force officer Sgt. John Burroughs saw lights flash in Rendlesham Forest.  This was the first of several sightings by base officials in one of the most credible UFO sightings to date. 

SEARCH FOR KRISTI – Missing – Kristi Krebs, a woman of questionable psychological stability, abandoned her car, as she had done three years before in a similar situation, and has never been seen by her family since. 

CULT OF DECLOUD – Wanted – Nelson de Cloud used his position as head of a cult to sexually and physically abuse the women in his cult.  One brave 16-year-old girl escaped and asked for help.  UPDATE: Nelson De Cloud’s wife had been seen in San Angelo, Texas.  Authorities apprehended him and extradited him to Missouri.  De Cloud was convicted of rape, sodomy and kidnapping.  He is currently serving a 220-year sentence.

UPDATE: Dates – Solved – Patricia Weeks went missing after a meeting with her ex-husband, Robert Weeks.  Later, another Las Vegas woman disappeared after going on a date with Weeks.  Weeks fled Las Vegas.  Then, a San Diego woman went missing after she too had a date with Weeks.  Update: Weeks was finally apprehended in Tucson.  It was a current girlfriend that actually turned Robert Weeks in after she saw the UM segment. 

ORTHODOX JEW – Unexplained Death – A religious student was found murdered in school dormitory.  A single blow from blunt instrument caused death.  No weapon was found, nothing was stolen from the room, and there were no signs of struggle. 

Spike UNS089 (cmpSP089)

DEAD MAN’S TALE – Unexplained Death – David Chase and Matt Orashoke went drinking at a bar.  Matt says David took a swim in the river after getting drunk and disappeared.  The case is being investigated as a suspicious death.

THANKS LIEUTENANT STEPHENS – Lost Love – As result of a helicopter crash in Vietnam, Jim Meade was left in coma and suffered brain damage.  Because of the determination and persistence of Army nurse Lt. Betty Stephens, Jim learned to walk again.  After the war, he lost track of Betty; now he would like to thank her.  UPDATE: Lt Karen Stephens Nelson (aka Lt Betty Stevens) recognized herself in the story and contacted Jim Meade.  They shared a heartwarming reunion. 
TELEPHONE CALL – Missing – A missing daughter, Holly Krewson, calls her heart-broken mother, breaking 7 years of silence.  Where is she, and is she being held against her will?  UPDATE: A body was found northeast of San Diego but remained unidentified until dental records confirmed that they were her remains.  Investigators have not released what the cause of death was nor why the body sat for 10 years.  The case was switched from missing person to homicide. 

COMPUTER CON KILLER – Wanted – Tom Johnson answered an ad to buy a used computer and asks a young couple to deliver it to his motel.  When Jeremy Rolfs and Heather Uffelman grew tired of waiting for a check, Johnson brandished a gun and instructed the pair to roll themselves in the bed sheets.  Then Johnson produced a hammer and viciously beat the two in the head, killing Heather and severely injuring Jeremy.

GHOST WRITER – The Unexplained – One sleepless night, Margaret sensed a blurry, white figure moving toward the bed.  She realized it was her deceased father, Frank, and he wanted to write a birthday letter to Teresa, his wife who survived him.  Margaret grabbed her journal and began to write as he spoke.  In the letter promised he would be at Teresa’s birthday party the next day, as she cut the cake.  Days later, the family was looking at photos from the celebration.  In a picture of Teresa cutting the cake, a luminous bright light was shining from over Teresa’s shoulder.  The family believes that this picture and the letter confirm the Frank was at the party.

Spike UNS090 (cmpSP071)

DON KEMP STORY – Unexplained Death – 35 yr old Donald Kemp was found dead three years after he disappeared under unusual circumstances.  The only clues are phone messages from Kemp to a friend saying he needed to talk.  The call came months after he disappeared.  His mother believes he was held hostage in Wyoming, and then murdered. 

MOSS BEACH GHOSTS – Ghosts – Over the years, eyewitnesses recount a series of strange happenings at the Moss Beach Distillery.  It was once a notorious prohibition speakeasy called Frank’s Roadhouse.  In the Roaring 20’s, a love triangle between a woman, with the piano player, and a bootlegger ended up with the woman dead.  Others say that the ghost is Mary Ellen Morley a woman who died in a car accident.  Another theory is that the ghostly Lady in Blue is Alma Reed who walked into the sea after an ill-fated love affair.  Could it be all three ghosts haunt the distillery? 

KEROUAC FAN – Missing – Leah Roberts, a senior in college, loved to travel.  She left on a cross-country trip and never returned.  Investigators are baffled - but without any evidence to show otherwise, they believe Leah could still be alive.

UPDATE: MARSH – Solved – An eccentric recluse, George R. Marsh, died in a Kansas City nursing home leaving $175,000 with no clues how he acquired the money or who were his rightful heirs.  UPDATE: viewers said George’s real name was Josef Zelenka.  The money was divided among George’s brother, James Zelenka, and 22 other relatives and he was buried in the family plot in Wyoming. 

NY STATE SERIAL RAPIST – Wanted -- For nearly a decade, a cunning serial rapist has prowled Buffalo, New York and its suburbs.  He was called the “Bike Path Rapist”.  UPDATE: More then twenty years after the Bike Path rapist first struck, police arrested Altemio Sanchez.  A tip and a review of case files lead police to put Sanchez under surveillance.  DNA from a drinking glass in a restaurant identified Sanchez with some of the victims.  He was sentenced to life. Anthony Capozzi, who had been wrongly convicted of 2 of the rapes, was released and exonerated. 

BABY’S BREATH – Sci/Med – A couple gives birth to baby born with no vital signs.  He was declared dead, but after they go to the morgue to hold him in a sad farewell, he begins to breathe.  Doctors are baffled by his miraculous recovery.
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MAN WHO KNEW TOO MUCH, THE – Murder – Liquor storeowner Stanley Gryziec was killed in his home by two masked men.  A police informant led authorities to believe the killing may have been connected to local crime activity, to a bar whose liquor license was held by Stanley’s brother, or to a suspicious man seen behind Stanley’s house.  

ROBINHOOD RABBI – Wanted – Joseph Prushinowski, a devout Hassidic Jew, is allegedly one of the most brilliant con men ever encountered.  Authorities believe his international banking scams have netted illegal profits in excess of 200 million dollars.  UPDATE: The man dubbed “the Robin Hood Rabbi” has been convicted of fraud in Israel and was sentenced to seven years in Israel.  He is still wanted in the United States.
TOTALLY EXHAUSTED – Unexplained Death – Kenneth Engie was found dead from carbon monoxide poisoning in his garage in North Dakota.  His death was ruled a suicide, although authorities still could not explain why the vehicle still had gas in its tank, or how the ignition got turned off.  His family believes it is possibly related to an earlier bar fight.

CHRISTMAS MIRACLE BABY – Medical Mystery – Two days before Christmas, Joline and Terry Hedlund received the definitive prognosis that their daughter, Teryn, was dying.  But later that evening, Wayne Rogers, the husband of Terry's sister, showed up and placed his hand on the infant's abdomen and prayed.  Later, Joline and Terry noticed that, for the first time in weeks, Teryn drank two full ounces of formula.  Teryn was on her way to a complete recovery. Wayne claims that he heard a powerful voice urging him to go place his hand on Teryn's stomach and pray, and the infant would be okay.

UPDATE: MAN WHO NEVER WAS – Solved – Alexander Cooper failed to return home after a business trip.  The next day, his car found parked by bridge.  A search initiated by the police found no proof of his existence whatsoever.  UPDATE: Shortly after this story aired, a viewer recognized Alex Cooper and immediately called authorities.  Cooper told police his true name was Alban Arceneau and he had been accused of robbing an office of the Canadian Pacific Railroad where he was employed.  He had no idea that any criminal charges that might have been filed against him had probably been dropped.  He fled because he feared he was about to be charged.
MED SCAM – Fraud – The IRS and FBI seek the con men ring bilking investors out of millions by creating the bogus Fidelity National Medical Supply Company and selling non‑existent distributorships.  UPDATE: Two men were arrested, one thanks to a UM viewer tip.  They were found guilty by a federal jury on 16 counts each of conspiracy, mail fraud and wire fraud.  

Spike HDUNS092 (cmpSP092)

DJ DEATH – Wanted – A popular L.A. disc jockey and nightclub owner, 26 year old Lee Selwyn was struck and killed while riding his motorcycle in 1988.  Minutes earlier, the driver of the deadly vehicle was involved in an altercation with some of Lee’s friends.  The driver retaliated by attempting to mow down the motorcycles and Lee, a bystander, was the target.  UPDATE: Four years went by until a viewer said a man in a Georgia prison had often bragged about running down a biker in LA.  The man’s name was Franklin LeGrand Perkins.  Just five days before Perkins was scheduled for parole, he was arrested and extradited back to California.  Perkins was convicted of first-degree murder.

BONNIE CRAIG – Unexplained Death – Was Bonnie Craig raped and murdered by someone she knew, or by someone her mother knew -- and who was out to wreak revenge?  UPDATE: Police arrested Kenneth Dion, who was on probation at the time of the murder, after getting a DNA match.  This solve led to Alaska making DNA samples mandatory for all felons in custody.

UPDATE: LOST GAUSE – Solved – David Gause raped and threatened to kill a woman who managed to talk her way out of it.  He later escaped before the police arrived.  UPDATE: David Gause was arrested Laurinburg, NC without incident thanks to tips received due to the UM segment.  He married and living under an alias.  Gause was convicted of seven felony charges including rape.
SILICON VALLEY HIT – Murder – Soon after Matt Flores had begun a promising career at Applied Materials Incorporated, a computer company based in Silicon Valley, he was killed in the parking lot.  Police think that it might have been a case of mistaken identity. 

FALLON ILLNESSES – Sci/Med – In a small town in Nevada, parents are panic-stricken when numerous children mysteriously begin contracting leukemia.  

SWEETHEART SWINDLER – Fraud – Con man swindled an estimated $125,000 from unsuspecting women.  He first romances and then bilks them.  He finds victims in newspapers, lonely-hearts clubs and bars.  UPDATE: Police arrested Canadian national Alfred Fred Barakett in Kenosha, WI.  He was also wanted in Texas and Virginia, among other states.  He was sentenced to 20 years in federal prison. 
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DREAMY DISAPPEARANCE – Abduction – After having dreams of being abducted and murdered, Cindy Anderson disappeared under mysterious circumstances.  Ten months earlier, "I love you Cindy, G.W." appeared on wall by her office.  It was painted over, only to reappear in larger letters.  An anonymous female caller claimed she was being held hostage.

MOM & POP MURDERS, PTS. 1 & 2 – Murder – Cheryl Holland and her husband robbed and killed her aunt and uncle, then burned the house to conceal the crime.  Her husband confessed, but Cheryl Holland was nowhere to be found.  UPDATE: Shortly after Unsolved Mysteries aired, police received a tip that Holland was working as a cashier in a gas station in Texas.  She was arrested and convicted of two counts of first-degree murder. 

MYSTERY HUM – The Unexplained – Thousands of people, across the globe have complained of a low, persistent hum that torments the listeners.  One theory is that the hum is generated by a Navy signal called an “extremely low frequency” or ELF that penetrates hundreds of feet of water to reach vessels on the ocean floor.  One victim thinks the noise is bone conduction picking up the low frequencies put out by cell phone towers, satellites, etc.

UPDATE: MISSING EX-MONK – Solved – Angelo Desidari disappeared from Phoenix, AZ.  His car was found burned in San Diego, leading police to suspect foul play.  UPDATE: Desidari’s body was finally found in August of 1989 in California.  Apparently Desidari belonged to a crime circle with Joe Calo, and wanted out.  The higher levels of the organization were angered by this and told Calo to eliminate Desidari. Calo was implicated in several other murder cases.  He pled guilty to avoid the death penalty and is currently serving 17 counts in state prison for armed robbery and murder. 

STALKER REWARD – Missing – L.A. authorities are holding $6833 in reward money for a person named Alejandro Espinoza.  He is entitled to the reward for providing information to the police that helped convict Richard Ramirez, the "Night Stalker", a sadistic serial killer who is said to have killed at least 13 people. 

Spike HDUNS094 (cmpSP094)

FORD’S FUGUE, PTS. 1 & 2  – Final Appeal – Cathy Ford disappeared from work and was never seen again.  Her lover at the time, Paul Ferrell, a former deputy sheriff, was convicted of her kidnapping and her murder, even though Cathy’s body was never found and witnesses said they have seen her.  

EDGAR CAYCE – The Unexplained – Edgar Cayce, born 1877 in Kentucky, possessed amazing psychic abilities to predict the future and to diagnose illnesses and prescribe treatment of patients in highly technical terms, even though he only had a 7th grade education. 

MISSING THEATRE STUDENT – Murder – Wil Hendrick mysteriously vanished without a trace after an off-campus party.  Wil seemed to have it all.  He was a well-liked senior in the theatre department, had a good job on campus, and had recently landed a small part in a Hollywood action film.  UPDATE: Two years later, hunters found the skull and jaw bone of Wil Hendrick in a rural area outside of Moscow, ID.  Police believe that Hendrick probably knew his attacker but no arrests have been made. 

NEWSMAN’S LOST LOVE – Lost Love - Tim Harrell, a news producer, was adopted after being abandoned in a garbage can.  His birthmother called him and he refused to see her, but later regretted his decision upon learning his adoption story was not the truth.  UPDATE:  Tim and his mother were reunited.  UM Solve.

Spike HDUNS095 (cmpSP095)

GERI – Unexplained Death – Texas resident Marilu Geri was found murdered in 1986 with four gunshot wounds in her back.  Her mother thinks Marilu’s husband, Stephen, did it to collect insurance money.  Stephen, however, was adamant he had nothing to do with Marilu’s death and had a very detailed alibi.  Following her death, Marilu’s headstone was vandalized several times and smeared with mud before it was finally stolen. 

VOICE FROM THE GRAVE – The Unexplained – Teresita Basa was murdered in her Chicago apartment.  There were no suspects and police were at a dead end until another woman, a co-worker, allegedly became possessed with Teresita's spirit who told her the killer's name, Allan Showery and identified jewelry he stole.  Showery ultimately confessed to her murder and was sentenced to 14 years in prison.  

UPDATE: PHILLIP’S ANGEL – Solved – Philip Macri severed his spinal cord in the ocean when a wave tossed him to the ocean floor.  An unknown dark-haired woman jumped in the water, pulled him out and saved his life.  Philip wants to find and thank her.  UPDATE: On the night of our broadcast, Phillip was overjoyed to learn that he would finally get his chance to say thank you.  43 year-old Linda Potts called to identify herself as the unknown rescuer.  They had an emotional reunion.

POVERTY ISLAND TREASURE – Treasure – The legendary treasure of Poverty Island reportedly consists of five chests stuffed with nearly a half billion dollars in gold by today’s values.  According to the legend, the Emperor of France, Napoleon Bonaparte III arranged a clandestine shipment of gold to the Confederacy, but the ship was attacked and sunk.

NORTH CAROLINA NIGHTMARE – Wanted – Near Fayetteville, a North Carolina woman was abducted at gunpoint after she withdrew money from bank.  She was beaten, sexually assaulted and shot in the face with a shotgun, but miraculously survived.  Her assailant remains at large.

MIRACLE BUFFALO – Legend – An all white, non-albino, buffalo calf is born, a one-in-ten-million occurrence, and is named Miracle.  To the Lakota Sioux nation, ‘Miracle’ was an ancient prophecy come true.  Almost overnight, the ranch was transformed into a religious shrine, with people coming from all over the world.  Miracle is believed to usher in a period of peace and harmony.
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FATHERLY LOVE – Missing – Franklin Delano Floyd kidnapped Michael Hughes from an elementary school, claiming to be his father.  Two months later, Floyd was captured, but Michael wasn’t anywhere in sight.  Floyd’s “wife” Suzanne was killed in a car accident … but police suspect Floyd kidnapped her years ago.  Who was Suzanne and where is Michael?

GOOD SAMARITAN ABDUCTOR – Abduction – Alicia Showalter Reynolds left her home in Baltimore, Maryland to drive more than 150 miles to spend the day shopping with her mother in Charlottesville, Virginia.  Her body was discovered two months later, 50 miles from Charlottesville.  Several other local women describe an assailant who convinces women on Route 29 to stop by telling them that something is wrong with their car, and then attacks them. 

HALLOWEEN PARTY DEATH – Unexplained Death – 17-year-old Kurt Sova left an impromptu party & disappeared.  Five days later his body was found in a ravine 500 yards from duplex where the party was held.

UPDATE: MEREDITH’S MOTHER – Lost Love – Meredith Atkinson searches for her birth mother who gave her up for adoption in Oklahoma City in 1938.  UPDATE: After the broadcast, a private investigator offered to help Meredith and, in just one month, found her mother and helped arrange a reunion.
CARWASH KIDNAP – Solved – In Austin, Texas, 28-year-old Colleen Reed was abducted while drying her car at a do‑it‑yourself car wash, and then held hostage, raped and murdered.  UPDATE: The police arrested Alva Hank Worley and Kenneth McDuff.  Worley pleaded guilty to a charge of aggravated sexual assault and was sentenced to forty years in prison, but insisted he did not kill Colleen.  It took a jury just 55 minutes to convict Kenneth McDuff.  He was sentenced to death.  One month before he was executed, McDuff led police to Colleen’s remains. 

CHILDREN FROM HEAVEN – The Unexplained – Families whose children have died suddenly describe messages they have received in unexpected ways from their deceased loved ones from beyond the grave. 

Spike HDUNS097 (cmpSP097)

MURDERED HEIRESS – Murder – A missing heiress and eccentric dog breeder, Camilla Lyman, is found in the kennel's septic system.  UPDATE: George O’Neil was found guilty of embezzling from Camilla Lyman’s trust, and sentenced to one year of probation.  

UFO ODYSSEY, PTS. 1 & 2 – UFO – A wave of UFO sightings has fascinated the small community of Wytheville, VA, while nearby Langley Air Force Base won’t investigate.  Radio reporter Danny Gordon’s investigation spurs a series of threatening phone calls and break-ins to his house.
ENGLAND HEIR – Lost Heirs – Dorthea Allen was a successful corset maker and gregarious socialite living the high life in New York City.  However, she ended up a lonely recluse living in England.  She methodically destroyed all photographs and documents pertaining to her family before she died, and left no will and no records could be found that she even existed.  UPDATE: 70 newly found relatives of Dorothea Allen will share her £2 million estate.
UPDATE: LOOKING FOR CHRISTOPHER – Solved – In 1952, after WWII, Helena and Apolinary Kurowski, a Polish refugee couple living in England, sent their only son, 5 year‑old Christopher, off to America with friends.  When they were unable to immigrate, their friends refused to return Christopher to them and disappeared from sight.  His sister, Mechelle, refuses to give up the search for him.  UPDATE: Christopher’s adoptive sister saw the UM segment and Christopher and Mechelle were re-united a month later. 

HOSPITAL BABYNAP – Abduction – Newborn baby girl Marlene Santana was kidnapped from her parents, Francesca & Juan Santana, at gunpoint outside a Brooklyn hospital. 
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TEMPLE PRESIDENT’S MURDER – Murder – Anita Green was gunned down by an unidentified man in the parking lot of her husband, Mel Green's, office.  Police believe that Mel Green hired a hit man to kill Anita.  He was convicted and sentenced to life, but maintains his innocence.  Michele Samit, who was writing a book about the murder, interviewed Mel Green and uncovered new details — now she thinks the hit man is after her.
READY TELLER ROBBERY – Robbery – In Los Angeles, Matthew Chase drove to a local automated teller machine to deposit his paycheck and never returned.  The bank's records show numerous bank withdrawals on Matthew's ATM card over the next days.  He was found dead three months later.

HAUNTING ON 37TH STREET – Ghosts – About seven months after moving in, the Woods family began witnessing inexplicable occurrences in their 37th Street home.  Mary, Ed and their two daughters have come to recognize four ghosts.  Are these spirits connected to 1935 and 1974 neighborhood homicides?

WHERE’S JIM? – Missing – Jim Kimball, who for most of his life has been taking medication for a severe psychological disorder and has been in and out of hospitals, got angry and walked away from a family function, never to return.  His family is concerned about what will happen to him without his medication.

UPDATE: CULT OF DECLOUD – Solved – Nelson DeCloud used his position as the head of a cult to sexually and physically abuse the women in the cult.  One courageous 16-year-old girl escaped and asked for help.  UPDATE: Nelson DeCloud’s wife was spotted in Texas and authorities went to their hide out and arrested him.  DeCloud was convicted of rape, sodomy and kidnapping.  He is currently serving a 220-year sentence.
JANE DOE’S ASHES – Unexplained Death – Cremated remains of an unknown woman who was over 50 years old are found in a copper box in a shed on a California island.  No one can solve the mystery of the unidentified ashes.
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COLLEGE STUDENT MURDERS – Wanted – Grant Hendrickson and Michelle Cartagena were killed in a fearsome barrage of semi‑automatic rifle fire.  They were in Michelle’s white Honda Accord when a blue Honda CRX swerved in front of them and began playing a cat and mouse game.  UPDATE: Andrew Allen Cook was arrested.  His father told authorities that his son admitted to the murders.  Cook was tried and sentenced to death. 

HEMINGWAY CURSE – Legend - Margaux Hemingway, former top model, dies of an apparent suicide, just like her grandfather, Ernest, her great grand father, Clarence, and several other family members.  Her dramatic fall is attributed to an alleged “Curse on Hemingways.”

FRIENDS TO THE END – Murder – Two teenagers were run over by a train in Bryant, Arkansas. At first it was ruled an accident, and then later determined that the boys were murdered.  Some say that there were connections to drug trafficking.  

FOOTLOCKER BONES – Unexplained Death – A Wyoming resident finds human bones in a military footlocker that had been purchased by a friend six years earlier at a garage sale.  The bones are at least 50 years old and were packed so that they would not rattle when the locker was transported. Authorities who performed x-rays and discovered that a bullet was lodged in the skull. 

UPDATE: SWEET SUE – Solved – After Virginia’s father died, her mother confessed to her that her father had been married once before and that Virginia has a half-sister. Virginia searches for her half-sister, Bethina King.  UPDATE: Bethina Susan King was living in Oklahoma City -- only a short flight from Virginia's home near Denver, Colorado.  The women spoke on the telephone the night the segment aired. 

SCHOOL BUS FAMILY – Lost Love – In 1948, just north of Tipton, Oklahoma, Roy Lee and Lela Stallings, along with their six children, existed on the edge of poverty, living in an old school bus.  When Roy lost the bus in a poker game, the state intervened and the children were put up for adoption.  Now the siblings wish to reunite.  UPDATE: Ernest Lee Stallings of Owasso, OK called UM; his cousin had watched the show, and contacted him.  They finally located all surviving siblings.  A reunion was planned. 
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NEWLYWED ESCAPE – Wanted – Karen Walters, a teacher, and Richard Cepulonis, a career criminal serving 80 years, courted for eight years while he was in prison, got married, and then she left her life to help him escape from prison.  UPDATE: In Minnesota, a woman recognized Walters from Unsolved Mysteries, and called authorities.  Cepulonis was returned to prison, and Karen Walters served time and has been released.
ICEMAN – The Unexplained – Frank Hansen invites scientists to look at his Iceman, half man / half ape.  Once it is determined that the iceman has scientific value, Hansen leaves town with it, hid it, and tours with a replica Iceman.

GANG MOM – Murder – While she waits for fugitives who killed her son, Damien, to be brought to justice, New Jersey mom Pam Corrente has become a powerful voice in delivering anti-gang message to at-risk school children.

EXPERTS/WALKER – Investigators – An in depth look into the diabolical mind of G. Daniel Walker, a convicted murderer incarcerated in Northern California.  Walker murdered William Ashlock and allegedly raped Ashlock’s fiancée, all the while proclaiming his love for her. 

UPDATE: MOTORCYCLIST’S SAMARITAN – Solved – Steve Newton had a motorcycle accident and nearly died, except that he was saved by a young woman who did not leave her name.  UPDATE: A woman in Florida had heard a co-worker, Tammy Dotson, telling of this incident.  Incredibly, Tammy’s boyfriend happened to be Steve Newton’s father-in-law.  A few days later, Steve and Tammy were reunited.

LITTLE MISS PANASOFFKEE – Missing – An unidentified woman was found dead in Lake Panasoffkee.
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BALCONY DEATH – Unexplained Death – Michelle Witherell died from injuries sustained when she fell from a third story apartment building.  Police ruled her death a homicide.  Her husband, Jeremy Witherell, was charged but acquitted.

WICKENBURG MASSACRE – Legend – On November 5, 1871, during the wildest days of the Wild West, a stagecoach massacre shocked the nation.  In all, six men lay dead.  The atrocity would come to be known as the Wickenburg Massacre and revenge was taken against the Native Americans accused of the crime who were, in fact, innocent.

DEAR PATRICIA – Missing – After suffering an aneurysm, Patricia Snyder Carlton suffers memory loss and has episodes of disappearing.  Patricia turns up in San Diego, but a misunderstanding leads to her disappearing again.  UPDATE: Patricia Snyder Carlton was finally located in San Francisco, thirty-three years later.  She is now with her family and has not been reported missing since. 
UPDATE: PRISON MOM – Solved – Jackie Dragon was born at Dwight Reformatory while her mother was an inmate and was put up for adoption.  Twenty-five years later, she was reunited with her mother, and now she wants to find her two missing half sisters.  UPDATE: Both sisters saw the broadcast, called U.M. and were reunited with Jackie.  

COWBOY BANDIT – Wanted – Authorities are searching for the "Cowboy Boot Bandit", a prolific bank robber whom they credit with at least nine bank robberies, six of them in the Pacific Northwest.  He’s made off with more than $400,000.

LIFE ON MARS – Sci-Med – Traces of microscopic organisms found in a meteorite discovered in Antarctica suggest possible evidence of life on Mars.  Deep within the rock, which is 4.5 billion years old, were fossilized remains of dozens of microorganisms.  Some scientists believe it’s quite possible other meteorites carried living organisms to earth, which became the basis for life on our planet.  
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HUEY LONG, PTS. 1 & 2 – Unexplained Death – More than six decades ago, Senator Huey Pierce Long of Louisiana was murdered.  Dr. Carl Austin was accused, but new evidence states that he might have been wrongly accused, and that Long’s security guards may have accidentally shot him.  

NOT HOME FOR THE HOLIDAYS – Wanted – A young wife and mother disappears six days before Christmas and is never seen again.  When her husband, Joseph Morrow, was sued two years later for her wrongful death, he himself disappeared.  UPDATE: Ten years after Joe fled the US, he was arrested in the Philippines.  Joseph Morrow was sentenced to 25 years to life in prison. 

BROKEN HEARTS – Sci/Med – Six members Santos family of Northern California, all under 25 years of age, have died from mysterious, fatal heart ailments that doctors have been unable to diagnose.  UPDATE: Viewers correctly diagnosed the Santos family with Brugada Syndrome, and many family members have been treated for it.

UPDATE: THANKS LIEUTENANT STEVENS – Solved – As result of a helicopter crash in Vietnam, Jim Meade was left in coma and suffered brain damage.  Because of the determination and persistence of Army nurse Lt. Stevens, Jim learned to walk again. Now he would like to thank her.  UPDATE:  Lt. Karen Stevens Nelson recognized herself on Unsolved Mysteries and contacted Jim Meade.  A few days later, they shared a heartwarming reunion. 

BEST FRIEND’S SISTER – Lost Love – Irene Love was surprised to find out when she was 16 that she was adopted.  Even more surprising was that her best friend growing up was also her sister.  She is now looking for her sister and her biological parents.
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FOLSOM ESCAPE – Escape – Stephen Leslie Wilson was arrested and convicted for killing his father‑in‑law, Bill Thornburg, in Olancha, CA.  While serving 25 years to life at Folsom Prison, Wilson stowed away in a service truck near the loading dock and escaped.  UPDATE:  Steve Wilson was arrested in London, England.  Wilson was extradited to California to complete his prison term.  Once there, he tried once more to escape, and was sent to a maximum-security prison. 

GEORGETOWN ARSON – Murder – Financial analyst Lynn Amos was sleeping when her bed was set on fire.  She was investigating the practices of some Mexican banks and her family believes that she was killed because of information she had.

AMNESIA – Amnesia – Neighbors Doreen Picard and Susan LaFerte were brutally attacked in the basement of their apartment building.  Dorian was killed, but Susan survived, living through a coma that left her with amnesia. She cannot remember the attack or attacker.  UPDATE: Raymond Tempest was convicted of 2nd degree murder in the brutal slaying of Doreen Picard.  He was sentenced to 85 years in prison.  The conviction came after a nine-year investigation amid charges of a police cover-up by Tempest’s own brother, Detective Gordon Tempest.  He was convicted of perjury and sentenced to seven years. 

STATE DEPARTMENT MURDER – Wanted – State Department employee William Bradford Bishop allegedly bludgeoned to death his mother, wife and three sons in Maryland.  Three years later, Roy Harrell, another State Department associate, sighted Bishop in Sorrento, Italy.

UPDATE: GLENDEEN’S GOAL – Solved – Glendeen desperately wants to find her niece, Kelli Ann, whom she took care of for years, until a bitter family dispute.  On the night of the show, a friend called with a tip on Kelli Ann’s whereabouts. Kelli Ann was delighted that Glendeen had found her and a reunion was planned. 
MONA LISA – Sci/Med – For nearly 500 years, Leonardo Da Vinci’s Mona Lisa, one of the world’s most famous portraits, has captivated the imagination of millions.  But her identity has long been a mystery. When Da Vinci passed away in 1519, the secret of Mona Lisa’s identity went with him to the grave.  But an artist’s computer analysis of the portrait may have uncovered a startling clue.  Who posed for the Mona Lisa?  Could it have been Da Vinci himself?
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DEATH BY DROWNING – Unexplained Death – Nurse Debbie Wolfe vanished after leaving work the day after Christmas.  Six days later, her body was found in a barrel at the bottom of a pond near her home.  The coroner ruling was accidental death, no foul play.  But her family is not convinced.

THANKS CAPTAIN SHARP – Lost Love – Vietnam veteran Jim Baczkowski is searching for the army nurse who helped him regain strength and self‑esteem when his right leg was amputated after an enemy attack.  UPDATE: This case was solved a week before the segment aired when Linda Sharp saw the previews for the next week's show.  She and Jim were reunited nine days later. 

PIGTAIL FUGITIVE – Murder – Bill Henderson was strangled to death in his home in Washburn, TX near Amarillo.  Only his wallet and pickup truck were missing.  The police learn of two hitchhikers who not only saw the killer, but rode with him in the stolen pickup truck.  UPDATE: The hitchhikers, two male cousins, came forward after our broadcast and agreed to go under hypnosis to see if they could recall anything.  This led police to Lawrence Tutt.  DNA found at the crime scene matched Tutt’s.  He pled guilty to murder and was sentenced to 45 years.

TWO STRIKES – Wanted – Joe Shepherd escaped from the Monroe County Tennessee jail while awaiting trial for the murders of two teenage girls.  UPDATE: A tip received from an anonymous viewer led to Joe Shepherd’s arrest in London, Ontario, Canada.  He was convicted and received two life sentences.  

DIRECT CONTACT – The Unexplained – What happens when we die?  Is there a life beyond this one?  Remarkably, 4 out of 10 people say they've experienced some form of communication with the dead, often through dreams.  These "visits" are called "direct contacts".

UPDATE: BADLANDS – Solved – Missy Munday was a typical high school student until she fell in love with Jerry Strickland.  Now she's wanted for kidnapping, robbery and the murder.  Friends and family believe this good girl "went bad" because of Jerry's influence.  UPDATE: As a result of broadcast, Jerry Strickland & Missy Munday were arrested in Moses Lake, Washington when local residents recognized them. Strickland was convicted and received two life terms without parole.  Munday testified against him, and served time in juvenile detention then was released.
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GANGBUSTERS, PTS. 1 & 2 – Murder – Steve Shores was convicted of the murder of a security guard who was shot at point blank range near Chicago’s Southside.  He claims to have been framed by the actual murderer, a man in an infamous Chicago street gang.  A key eyewitness has also recanted her testimony naming Shores as the killer.  UPDATE: Shores’ third appeal showed his innocence, and he was released after serving nearly 15 years in prison.

ST. JAMES’ GHOST – The Unexplained – The owner of dilapidated St. James Hotel in New Mexico and a guest felt a negative presence in Room 18.  Twice a swirling mass of energy knocked the owner to the floor.  To this day, Room 18 has remained locked, but other strange events have occurred over years, leading to belief that hotel is haunted.

CRYSTAL – Unexplained Death – Crystal Spencer moved to Hollywood with the hopes of becoming a star.  It was harder than she realized, and Crystal reluctantly became an exotic dancer at a strip club.  Then, in her locked Burbank apartment, the police found her badly decomposed body.  Neighbors heard screaming and moaning coming from apartment at 4AM on night she died.

COP KILLER ESCAPE – Wanted – In Oklahoma, two armed men broke into a license plate manufacturing company.  Chief J.B. Hamby responded to the call and a gunfight erupted.  One gunman was killed, as was Chief Hamby; the other, David Smith was captured.  Smith became a model prisoner, but seven years later, he escaped.  UPDATE: An anonymous viewer identified David Smith living nearby in Spearfish, SD under the name Gary Johnston, working at a local car dealership. 
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SUICIDE HOMICIDE – Unexplained Death – In Virginia, Rae Ann Mosser was found by her boyfriend's car outside his house, dead from a shotgun blast to her chest.  Authorities ruled the death a suicide even thought they couldn't explain how she managed to position the shotgun and pull the trigger while gun was propped up on boyfriend's car.  The cause of death was changed to “undetermined.”

OGO POGO – Legend – Lake Okanagan, B.C., Canada residents believe a creature called Ogo Pogo lives in their lake.  There have been 100's of sightings of the sea serpent–like beast over the years, and video that has caught Ogo Pogo on tape.

DR. CRAIG, FORENSIC WOMAN – Investigators – Dr. Emily Craig of Frankfort, Kentucky is considered one of the foremost forensic anthropologists in the world.  Her ability to help untangle difficult crimes is extraordinary, so much so that the FBI contacts her when cases reach a standstill.  The case profiled is Nancy Daddysman, whose unidentified skeleton was found in Barren County, Kentucky.

LIFEGUARD MISSING – Abduction – 16-year-old Molly Bish, a teenage lifeguard, vanishes and is later found, murdered.  Her mother may have seen the suspect lurking and watching her from his car.  He closely resembled a man recently arrested for attempting to abduct another teenager. $100,000 reward offered. 

UPDATE: ALAMO TREASURE – Treasure – According to popular belief, during the last stand at Alamo a great treasure was buried and hidden from the Mexican troops.  An archeological dig produced priceless artifacts, but no gold or treasure thus far.

I-70 KILLER – Wanted – Five murders have occurred in three different states, separated by more than 1200 miles.  They all occur on or near I-70 and most are done with the same gun.  Police believe it may be the same killer responsible for other murders, bringing the number of victims to nine.
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TARA! TARA! TARA! – Missing – Tara Breckenridge grew up in an upstanding, devoutly religious family.  While perusing a career in photography, she ended up a topless waitress to earn money.  One night she left early and was never seen again.  Her boyfriend was a suspect, but love notes were found from an admirer from the strip club.

HAIRY ESCAPE – Wanted – Michael Wade Mohon, an accomplished escape artist convicted of armed robbery, is wanted for burglary, attempted kidnapping, auto theft, and unlawful flight.  UPDATE: Right after the broadcast, a woman called the Mobile, Alabama FBI Office and told them that Mohon was living in a trailer with his wife under the names Steve and Mary Bostwick. The police staked-out the trailer and arrested them.  Michael Mohon was sentenced to 16 years.

SPOOKS – Unexplained Death – Ralph Sigler, a US government double agent, was found dead in a motel room near Ft. Meade, MD.  Although his death by electrocution was ruled suicide, others believe he was murdered, possibly by the KGB when a Soviet spy gave up Ralph Sigler’s name to them.

OVER THE EDGE – Murder – Bank president Dan Short was abducted from his home, forced to accompany his kidnappers to his bank where $70,000 was stolen, and then tied to a chair weighted down with cinder blocks and thrown Grand Lake of the Cherokees to drown.  UPDATE: After more than two years, the police were able to track down a suspect.  Shannon Wayne Agofsky and his brother Joseph Anthony Agofsky were charged with armed robbery and murder.  Both were sentenced to life in prison. 

BLACK AND BLUE – Lost Loves – Interracial couple Eleanor Platt and John Elias have a baby out of wedlock.  Eleanor gave the baby up when the couple parted ways.  Now friends, they’re looking for their daughter.  UPDATE: The night of the broadcast, Sally Riley phoned UM saying a coworker had seen the show and knew it was her.  John and Eleanor were reunited with their daughter in Buffalo, New York a week later. 
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BLOB, THE – The Unexplained – Blob-like droplets of gelatinous goo fall on the town of Oakville, Washington.

FREEDON – Missing – The freighter Freedon disappeared after leaving Miami for Haiti with seven Haitian crew men, the German Capt. Florian Bourch, and 23 year old journalist Lisa Bishop.  There have been sightings of the boat and Bourch, but no sign of Lisa.

JOHN WILKES BOOTH, PTS. 1 & 2 – Legends – Some people believe that John Wilkes Booth was not shot, but escaped and someone else was buried in his place.  NEW INFO: The Courts are not allowing the exhumation of Booth’s body.

UPDATE: SMOKER CAR BABY – Solved – When Dorothy Johnson couldn’t afford to keep her daughter, she gave her to a soldier she met in the smoker car of a train.  She reluctantly allowed the soldier and his wife to adopt her daughter.  When the daughter found out about it, she wanted to find her birth mother.  UPDATE: Her mother was deceased, but she was reunited with other family members.  UM Solve. 

HITCHHIKING KILLER – Wanted – Charles Holden picked up a hitchhiker who threatened his life and later found Holden’s home, adjacent to his mother’s house.  While Holden attempted to contact the police, his mother was stabbed to death in her own house. UPDATE: Convicted felon Gilbert Cannon was arrested and convicted to life without parole. 
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SIXTY MILES – Final Appeal – Michael Martin has served over eight years in prison for the robbery of a Garland, TX gas station.  Martin was sentenced to life in prison despite the testimony of five witnesses who placed him at home nearly 60 miles away at the time of the crime.  UPDATE: Martin was released, but remains on parole for life.

SHARON KINNE – Murder – Sharon Kinne murdered her husband, her boyfriend’s wife and another man that she claims was self-defense.  She received a 13-year sentence, but escaped and has not been seen since.   

HEALING FROM THE GRAVE – The Unexplained – A 12-year-old girl in Louisiana dies of leukemia while offering to suffer for others.  People claim to have prayed to her and been healed. 

SALVATORE SPINNATO – Wanted – Con artist Salvatore Spinnato kidnapped and threatened to kill his ex-wife’s boyfriend.   Spinnato later skipped his court date.  UPDATE: The FBI tracked down Spinnato in Lewisville, Texas, where he was arrested. Spinnato was sentenced to 25 years in prison.  

UPDATE: DARK DANTE – Solved – 25 year old Kevin Poulsen, a computer whiz, is wanted for computer fraud, wiretapping, embezzlement, conspiracy, theft of public property and records.  UPDATE: After the broadcast, Poulsen was spotted in a supermarket and held by employees until police arrived.  After his incarceration, Poulsen assisted law enforcement by ultimately confirming the identities of over 700 sex offenders with MySpace profiles. Of those, nearly 500 had sexually assaulted children and have been arrested.
FIRST LOVES, SECOND CHANCE – Lost Loves – Christie and Dave dated in high school.  Christie got pregnant and they agreed to give the child up for adoption.  They each went their separate ways, but twenty years later when both were divorced, they re-ignited their relationship and are looking for their daughter.  UPDATE: Shortly after the UM broadcast, they were reunited.  
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MISSING CHEEK – Missing – The day before taking his real estate company public, John Cheek disappeared.  His whereabouts have been confirmed once.  His family thinks he might have suffered from a stress‑induced amnesia known as the fugue state, and that he is still alive. 

IDENTICAL TWINS – Lost Loves – Jim Boumgarden of Byron, IL has been haunted by mysterious episodes of mistaken identity, a stranger acting and looking suspiciously like him.  Jim had been adopted and unbeknownst to him, it turns out he has a twin and half sister.  He has found his half sister but still searches for his lost brother.

GHOST BLIMP – Legend – A blimp patrolling the California coast during WWII crashes in Daly City, CA but, oddly, the crewmembers, Lt. Ernest DeWitt Cody and Ensign Charles Ellis Adams, are not on board and there is no trace of them.  Theories varied from an enemy submarine that had taken the two prisoners, to a lover’s triangle.  The blimp was later repaired and became a Goodyear blimp.
GREETING CARD – Murder – A young couple from Victoria, Canada takes a camping trip to Washington State and ends up dead.  The families receive macabre greeting cards at holidays by someone claiming to be the killer. 

UPDATE: LIFESAVING SISTER – Solved – Dyann Hahnlein needs to locate her estranged sister Marilyn to supply a life-saving bone marrow transplant.  UPDATE: Marilyn was located in Republic, Washington by a UM viewer and two sisters spoke for the first time in 30 years.  Sadly, they were not a match for the bone marrow transplant.  Dyann passed away a little more than a year after their reunion.

NEW ORLEANS KILLER – Wanted – Danielle Britton, 17, was a victim of a serial killer in the New Orleans area.  She was beaten and strangled as was Charlene Davis Price, 40.  They are just two victims of a serial killer who has strangled and dumped the bodies of eight women.
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SILENT WITNESS – Investigators – Nancy Myer, a psychic investigator, uses her abilities to help police.  Many of Nancy Myer’s visions have been substantiated by law enforcement.  Nancy began a search for answers in the tragic murder of a young girl in Florida.  12 year-old Jennifer Odom vanished after she got off the school bus at a stop just 200 yards from her home.  Six days after she disappeared, Jennifer's body was found.  Nancy believes there were two killers.

UPDATE: TWO STRIKES – Solved – Joe Shepherd escaped from the Monroe County Tennessee jail while awaiting trial for the murders of two teenage girls.  UPDATE: A tip received from an anonymous viewer led to Joe Shepherd’s arrest in London, Ontario, Canada.  He was convicted and received two life sentences.

MISSING FLORIDA BABY – Abduction – Baby Sabrina Aisenberg was kidnapped from her crib in Tampa, Florida.  Her parents become prime suspects, but the case has stalled.  

EPILEPSY POOCHES – Sci/Med – Some dogs have the uncanny ability to sense when their owner is going to have a seizure.

PHANTOM SUB – Legends – During WWII, a sub, assumed to be a Japanese warcraft, was shelled by a U.S. destroyer off the California coast, but no records of that sub exist.  While the assumption was that it was the enemy, the sailors from the destroyer now are afraid they might have inadvertently sunk one of our own ships.

LOG CABIN FRAUD – Fraud – Earl and Donna Chotvacs finally had enough money to build their dream home:  a log cabin in Steamboat Springs, Colorado.  Wade Mitchell Parker defrauded the Chotvacs out of $25,000 with an investment scam.  UPDATE: Wade Mitchell Parker was arraigned in Colorado but was released on bail and failed to show up for a hearing. A warrant was issued for failure to appear along with the outstanding charge of securities fraud and theft. 
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DEATH OF A ROCK STAR – Unexplained Death – Sixties hit-maker Bobby Fuller is found dead in the front seat of his car.  Police suspect suicide, but the coroner can’t come up with a cause of death.  Some clues lead his family to believe he was murdered.  NEW INFO: The cause of death has been changed from suicide to accident.

LARRY’S LAST RACE – Final Appeal – When the body of Debbie Race washed up on the Lake Superior shore, her husband, Larry, was arrested and convicted of murder.  But Debbie’s parents, and his and Debbie’s children, never believed that Larry was guilty.  Many others also believe that the evidence was inconclusive, but he was still convicted.  UPDATE: After serving 22 years, he was released on parole.

PATIENCE WORTH – The Unexplained – Patience Worth, a 17th century Englishwoman, composed plays and poems on a Ouija board when it was used by Pearl Curran.  Over the course of 24 years, Patience Worth had dictated some four million words.

PARALLEL LIVES – Lost Loves – Twins are born to a teenage mother who claimed one of them died and put the other up for adoption.  Is it possible that she lied to place the babies more easily?  One of the children has found her bio father’s mother and now they are looking for the other twin—who they now know exists.

UPDATE: THANKS CAPTAIN SHARP – Solved – Vietnam veteran Jim Baczkowski is searching for the army nurse who helped him regain strength and self‑esteem when his right leg was amputated after an enemy attack.  UPDATE: This case was solved a week before the segment aired when Linda Sharp saw the previews for the next week's show.  She and Jim were reunited nine days later.
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CASINO BANDIT – Robbery – A security guard and a cage manager who work at a casino are kidnapped during a robbery and let go.  Police believe that the employees may somehow be involved.  UPDATE: Luis Ochoa was arrested in Los Angeles, went to trial, served his time and was released from the Federal penitentiary.  No one else has been arrested.

UPDATE: CAROLINA COP KILLER – Solved -- After robbing a grocery store, Sam Wodke was convicted of killing an officer after a high speed pursuit and shoot-out.  He was sent to prison but escaped.  UPDATE: Wodke was arrested using the alias Michael Almon and returned to face life in prison plus three years for the escape.
COP ASSAULT – Wanted – Two cops who enter a bar looking for a suspect are surprised by a man from the back room firing on them.  He turns out to be a paroled bank robber who has eluded capture for nine years.  UPDATE: Lyle Moody was arrested for loitering, and his fingerprints revealed that he was wanted.  He was sentenced to 12 years in prison.

AMELIA EARHART, PTS. 1 & 2 – Legends – We investigate the disappearance of the famed aviator and examine several theories as to what happened to her. 

DOWN ON THE FARM – Unexplained Death – 17-year-old Norman Ladner was found dead near his family farm in Mississippi.  Police say its suicide, family says its not.
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IS DOREEN DEAD? – Missing – Stephen Marfeo of Johnston, Rhode Island came home to discover that Doreen, his wife of 12 years, was missing.  Police believe that Stephen murdered her.  UPDATE: Stephen Marfeo committed suicide after murdering his ex‑girlfriend and wounding her new boyfriend.  In a suicide note, he wrote that ever since his wife's disappearance he had been "just a shell of a man faking I'm O.K."
KICKED OUT KILLER – Wanted – Richard Bocklage killed his former fiancée Tanya Kopric and went on the run.  Six days after he killed her, his car was found in Thompson Manitoba, Canada -- 900 miles from Kansas City.  

SUSPECT TURNED VICTIM – Murder – Janice Owen, a Missouri mother originally thought to be the main suspect in her daughter’s murder is later found murdered herself.  Now authorities are searching for clues to both killings.  UPDATE: Shortly after we completed this story, police arrested 25-year-old Angela M. Mize and her 18-year-old husband, Eric D. Mize.  Both were sentenced to life in prison with no possibility of parole. 
FATHER SOLANUS CASEY – The Unexplained – Many people believe that Father Solanus Casey has healing powers, and those who claim their lives have been saved agree.

FIVE SEPARATED SIBLINGS – Lost Loves – Thirty-three-year-old Alexander Camarena, father of five young children, was convicted of 2nddegree murder for shooting and killing his wife, Frances.  With no one to care for them, the five children were taken given up for adoption. The children would never see each other again. UPDATE: Shortly after our broadcast, a viewer helped reunited the family. 
Spike HDUNS115 (cmpSP115)

INTERSTATE DEATH – Abduction – The body of Donald Edward Smith was found bludgeoned to death near Twin Falls, Idaho.  Smith was on a road trip from Hemet, California to Blackfoot, Idaho with his two dogs, and was apparently murdered en route by an unidentified traveling companion.

WHERE’S THE WITNESS? – Murder – Las Vegas resident Katherine Hobbs was found murdered in Lake Mead.  An anonymous caller phoned the police saying he may have witnessed the abduction.  Police are hoping they will come forward again.  

ANIMAL THERAPIST – Sci-Med – Linda Tellington‑Jones is a healing therapist with an unorthodox approach and an unconventional client list.  She uses her own special healing technique called the "T‑Touch" to heal ailing animals.

UPDATE: THE PROMISE – Solved – 7 year old Niki Crowder was treated for a throat tumor at Los Angeles Children's Hospital where she met 8 yr old Charita Harding. Niki promised to make Charita the godmother of her first child.  Now with a daughter also named Charita, Niki wants to keep the promise she made twenty years ago.  UPDATE: After the UM broadcast, Charita Harding was located in Oklahoma.  Just 10 days later, and more than 21 years after they said good-bye, Charita and Niki were finally reunited in a heartwarming meeting in L.A.. 

WRONG PLACE, WRONG TIME – Murder – Nineteen-year-old Kevin Wheel of Hawaiian Gardens, California was gunned down, the innocent victim of a gang related shooting.  Ever since, his mother and father have waged a lonely, personal crusade to track down their son's killers.

ALWAYS KAREN – The Unexplained – Karen Walker died of cancer when she was 21 – her parents go to a minister who communicates with the dead.  He gives them information about Karen – eventually they communicate directly with their daughter and write a book about their experiences.
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FUGITIVE FIREMAN – Wanted – Reggie DePalma ran an Explorer scout post and was a leader in the community.  Then allegations of sexual abuse began to surface.  During his trial, DePalma left to visit his mother in the hospital and disappeared.  UPDATE: After nearly 17 years on the run, Reggie DePalma was finally captured.  An anonymous tip led the FBI to Jacksonville, Florida, where DePalma was living under an assumed name with a wife and three children.  

WANDERER, THE – Missing – Patricia Meehan of Bozeman, MT wandered away from scene of serious traffic accident that she had caused.  She's been spotted at least 100 times between Montana and Seattle, mainly at truck stops.  Authorities later determined that Patricia must be suffering from a severe case of amnesia and, because the accident had no serious injuries or deaths, Patricia has nothing to be afraid of in coming home.  Her family is desperate to find her.

NEW IN TOWN – Murder – Tracy Wofford‑Bunn was found dead in her car in Baton Rouge. She'd been strangled and raped, and there were second degree burns on her thighs and back of hands.  UPDATE: Baton Rouge PD ran the DNA from Tracy Wofford-Bunn’s cold murder case and got a match: Freddy McKinley. Police found out though that he had already died in prison while serving a sentence for another crime. 

SAMUEL’S GHOST – Ghosts – Residents of a 120-year-old house in Nevada have claimed a spirit named Samuel is haunting the home.  They have even produced an eerie photograph of what they think is the ghost.

UPDATE: HOOCHIE COOCHIE – Solved – Brenda Abbey searches for her birth parents because of her need for family medical history.  She discovered that her parents worked at the carnival.  UPDATE: On the night of the initial broadcast, Brenda’s mother called us, as well as two sisters and a brother.  In all Brenda discovered she has 11 brothers and sisters.  A reunion was held.  After a second airing, she located the rest of the 11 siblings.

CASH WEB – Wanted – The FBI cracked extensive drug & money laundering ring operating out of luxurious townhouses in and around New York & New Jersey.  But the leader, Pedro Uribe, and his associates, Luis & Ivan Arango and Miguel Villegas, have eluded capture.
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LONE LOPEZ – Wanted – The Lopez family business was a drug ring that distributed multiple-kilogram quantities of cocaine and marijuana in Milwaukee, WI.  But eight members of the Lopez legacy were named and taken down by the feds in a 20 count federal indictment.  With 3 homicides under his belt, the junior leader, Arthur Lopez, Jr. has managed to evade the FBI and US Marshals so far.  

GHOST LIGHTS – The Unexplained – Mysterious lights have appeared in the distance of Marfa, Texas for the last 100 years.  Scientists cannot explain the phenomena.

MARIE HILLEY – Murder – Marie Hilley was considered to be a perfect wife and mother. Neighbors were shocked to discover she had been secretly poisoning her family with arsenic. She fled to avoid prosecution.   She changed her hair color and her name, and made a new life for herself in Ft. Lauderdale, Florida.  UPDATE: Hilley attracted the attention of the neighbors who called the authorities.  Marie Hilley was convicted and sentenced to 20 years.  She escaped prison while on a three day pass, and died a week later from exposure.

MISSING NEWBORN – Missing – Were Cecilia Newball and her son, Rene Perez, abducted? Were they murdered?  Or did Cecilia run away to be with another man?  

SUNSHINE GUYS – Solved – Three “Good Samaritan” truck drivers talked a lonely teenage runaway, Michele Donahoe, into going home.  Now a successful adult, she wants to thank them.  UPDATE: One of the truck drivers, “Doc” Garrett called UM after he recognized the teenager and himself as the man called “Doc” in the story. One of the truck drivers has disappeared but Doc and Jesse “Sunshine” Polite were thrilled to find that they had helped her.  
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SURVIVOR – Wanted – 24-year-old “Laurie” was in the wrong place at the wrong time.  She was kidnapped from a bar by five men, taken to an apartment and brutally raped by one of them. The police believe her captor intended to kill her.  Now the suspect is on the run and police want help in capturing him.  UPDATE: Rufino Castaneda was captured in Mexico.

POISON SHAKE – Solved – Gilbert Ortiz drank a milkshake that was poisoned by his wife and almost died.  She later disappeared with their two-year old son.  UPDATE: Several years later, Elizabeth Ortiz was captured in Mexico with her son and extradited to San Francisco.  The boy was reunited with his father after a relative brought him to the jail to visit Elizabeth.  Elizabeth Fuentes Ortiz was sentenced to life in prison.
ELKS CLUB MURDER – Unexplained Death – Jay Given was gunned down in the entry of the Elks Club.  Someone inside the Police department tampered with the locked-up evidence.

PSYCHIC FAMILY ROOTS – The Unexplained – Is it possible that the spirits of our dead ancestors can help us trace our lost family trees?  Hank Jones, a genealogist, is devoted to piecing together long lost family trees.

UPDATE: CHARLIE’S ANGELS – Lost Loves – In Depression era Tennessee, Charlie Best and his daughter Zella Mae took in Tom Underwood's two daughters, Ada & Madeline, for two years. They lost contact after Tom reclaimed the children and moved to Chicago.  UPDATE: Just five minutes after seeing herself on our broadcast, Ada called in and identified herself to U.M.  Medeline had passed away several years earlier.  Ada was reunited with the Best family 10 days later.  Charlie, who was 91 years old, passed away eight weeks after the reunion. 

GRADY’S BIBLE – Lost Heirs – An antique dealer finds a 100-year-old Bible with family history in it.  He wants to return it to its rightful owner.
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WHO KILLED KAITLYN? – Murder – In Albuquerque, New Mexico, eighteen year‑old Kaitlyn Arquette was gunned down in her car while stopped at an intersection.  Police say Kaitlyn was a victim of a random shooting.  Her family disagrees.  They believe a hired assassin executed her, and continue to wonder who is responsible for her murder and why she was targeted.

REINCARNATION, PTS. 1 & 2 – The Unexplained – Georgia Rudolph believes she is the reincarnation of Sandra Jean Jenkins of Newport, Ohio who died in 1914 when she drowned in a lake after her boyfriend Tommy Hicks died.  At an Ohio cemetery, Georgia found the tombstone she saw in a dream. 

TEXAS A&M RAPIST – Wanted – The rapist of at least two victims was identified as a grocery store clerk, Don Davis, Jr.  While on bail, Davis fled and is still wanted.  UPDATE: Don Richard Davis, Jr. was arrested in Cleveland.  Davis was convicted of two counts of aggravated sexual assault and was sentenced to 99 years in prison. 

UPDATE: FRIENDS TO THE END – Unexplained Death – Two teenagers were run over by a train in Arkansas. It was ruled an accident.  UPDATE: Investigators later determined that the boys were murdered.

UPDATE: AMELIA EARHART – Legends – An investigation into the disappearance of the famed aviator and examine several theories as to what happened to her.  NEW INFO: Aviation researcher Richard Gillespie believes that Earhart and Noonan actually perished on Nikumaroro Island, waiting to be rescued.

Spike HDUNS120 (cmpSP120)

TEEN TRAGEDY – Unexplained Death – Spokane eighth grader Russell Evans was found dying in the middle of roadway, an apparent hit and run victim.  Sandy Ferris found him and heard him say "Brian, help me!"  Parents theorize their son was murdered.

REAL TWIN PEAKS – Murder – In New Hampshire, two teenage girls were murdered.  Rena Paquette claimed to know the killer, and was burned to death, which police called suicide.  Under hypnosis, her son Danny revealed details of the uniformed man he saw with his mom the day before she died.  Later, Danny was shot to death in his yard.  UPDATE: Twenty years after the murder of Danny Paquette, police arrested 38-year old Eric Windhurst for his murder.  Windhurst pled guilty to second-degree murder and was sentenced to a 15 to 36 year prison term.

MISSING PAGE – Missing – Pam Page vanished from her house, leaving a forged note and all of her possessions.

UPDATE: ROBBINGHOOD – Solved – Sheldon Weinberg, sentenced to 21 years for his part in a $28 million fraud scheme against a New York Medicare program, fled to avoid prison.  UPDATE: Thanks to a tip from an UM viewer, Weinberg was arrested in Scottsdale, AZ.  He served his time and was released.

GIGI’S AMNESIA – Amnesia – A young girl sitting on park bench in New Orleans has no idea who she is.  She had a purse with no identification, $30.00 cash, and a small suitcase full of mainly black and white clothes.  UPDATE: On the night of the broadcast, several viewers called the phone center and identified Gigi as Belinda Lynn from Wilmington, Delaware. 

PRISON MOM – Lost Loves – Jackie Dragon was born at Dwight Reformatory while her mother was an inmate and was put up for adoption.  Twenty-five years later, she was reunited with her mother, and now she wants to find her two missing half sisters.  UPDATE: Both sisters saw the broadcast, called U.M. and were reunited with Jackie.

Spike HDUNS121 (cmpSP121)

BOSTON STRANGLER II – Legends – New DNA evidence breathes life into one of last century's most infamous crimes — was Albert deSalvo really the Boston Strangler? 

VANCOUVER LIGHTS – The Unexplained – Canadian housewife Dorothy Izatt has seen and photographed a series of bizarre lights that appear in the skies above her home.  She believes they are UFO's attempting to communicate with her.

JAI ALAI – Murder – Wealthy Tulsa businessman Roger Wheeler, Sr. was gunned down in country club parking lot.  Authorities concluded the killing was a professional hit, and that later killings in Boston and Miami are quite possibly related to the case.  UPDATE: John Vincent Martorano pleaded guilty to the murder of 10 people, including Wheeler.  Three other people were charged as well, including James “Whitey” Bulger, who is still at large. 

DUB’S LAST CHANCE – Wanted – Latricia White’s bullet-riddled body was found by her father in her apartment.  Her former live-in lover, “Dub” and his son Chance were nowhere to be found.  Police believe he’s responsible for the murder, but his family fears he is also dead. 

MYSTERY MAN – Lost Heirs – Walter Rice passed away before finding heirs to his small fortune.  UPDATE: His assets were liquidated since no heirs were found.  

UPDATE: MUSICIAN SINGS THE BLUES – Solved – Tony Miller was arrested for shooting an officer and holding up a fast food restaurant.  He claims innocence.  UPDATE: Due to Unsolved Mysteries’ investigation, Tony’s conviction was reversed and he was released.

Spike HDUNS122 (cmpSP122)

DIAL A FOR ABDUCTION – Abduction – Angela Hammond was talking to her boyfriend, Rob, from a phone booth in Clinton, Missouri, when she was abducted by an unidentified male suspect who drove a green pick up truck.  Police connected her abduction to two other cases in the area. 

ALAMO TREASURE – Treasure – Frank Buschbacher is looking for treasure at the site of the battle.  No treasure has been discovered, but they have found numerous artifacts. 

DEADLY RX – Wanted – A Florida pharmacist is found stabbed to death in her kitchen; her ex-boyfriend’s car is parked in the driveway, but he is nowhere to be found.  UPDATE: John Feiga has been found … murdered.  His case is still open.

HAROLD AND MA – Fraud – Gertrude Pruett and her son, Harold, defrauded hundreds of investors out of an estimated $3 million.  Utilizing a posh Beverly Hills office she lured victims with homemade fruitcake and a sweet smile.  Harold was convicted and sentenced to eight years in prison.  Gertrude fled.  UPDATE: UM viewers identified Gertrude Pruett as Martha Grey in Bakersfield, CA.  She was sentenced and has since passed away.

UPDATE: MRS. MILLIONAIRE – Solved – In Mississippi, Annie Laurie Hearin was kidnapped.  A cryptic note asked for a ransom to be paid to twelve unrelated persons.  So far $1 million has been paid out, but Mrs. Hearin has not been returned.  UPDATE: Newton Alfred Winn, a lawyer who did business with Mr. Hearin, was sentenced to over 19 years in prison for extortion.  Annie Laurie has never been found.

DATES – Murder – Patricia Weeks disappeared from her home in Las Vegas in 1968 after a date with her ex-husband Robert Weeks.  12 years later, another Las Vegas woman disappeared. And five years after that, a San Diego nurse also disappeared.  Both women had dates with Robert Weeks the night before their disappearances.  UPDATE: Robert Weeks was captured in Arizona after his girlfriend turned him in after seeing our show.  He was sentenced to life in prison without parole and died behind bars.  The bodies of his victims were never found.
Spike HDUNS123 (cmpSP123)

VEGAS RAPIST – Wanted – Toledo, Ohio policeman William John Wood resigned from the police department prior to a misconduct investigation.  He is wanted for the rape of a Vegas model.  He poses as an attorney, professional athlete, or show business producer to lure unsuspecting pretty women.  UPDATE: On of our viewers recognized William John Wood in San Francisco.  He was sentenced to 20 years for attempted sexual assault.

CIA SECRETS – Missing – 28 year old Geoffrey Sullivan vanished in a plane somewhere over the Caribbean Sea.  Family believes he was involved in clandestine mission to overthrow the Castro regime in Cuba.

LADY IN BLACK – The Unexplained – Robert Davidson was struck by lightening and left for dead until a Lady In Black came out of nowhere, saved his life, and disappeared. 

REALTOR MURDER – Murder – Realtor Jack Brown was gunned down by two unidentified gunmen.  Although there is no known motive, the murder appears to be a contract‑type killing.

UPDATE: THE DALE – Solved – Elizabeth Carmichael raised over $3 million for a space age car.  She runs off with the money.  Authorities discover that she was really a he, Jerry Dean Michael.  UPDATE: Two of our viewers reported that Michael was living in Dale, Texas, under the name Kathryn Johnson.  He served two years and was released. 

FAWZI’S SON – Lost Loves – Fawzi Mahmud was in the Jordanian Air Force, training in Texas. He had an affair with a woman, she got pregnant, and he had to leave for the Six Day War.  He’s looking for his child.  UPDATE:  Several viewers called to say that Fawzi was in San Antonio, Texas.  They were reunited.  

Spike HDUNS124 (cmpSP124)

ANASTASIA, PTS. 1 & 2 – Legends – Was the Russian czarina actually murdered, or did she miraculously escape?  We examine the theories behind the deaths of the Romanovs and whether Anna Anderson was Anastasia.  UPDATE: Anastasia’s remains identified.  

J.D. METHOD – Wanted – A Con Juan gets women to fall in love with him and then convinces them to give him large sums of money.  UPDATE: J.D. Method was arrested and convicted and sentenced to 16 years in prison.

INTERSTATE DISAPPEARANCE – Missing – Spokane, WA resident Dan Wilson disappeared after arriving at work in agitated and disoriented state.  His car was found abandoned 700 miles away.  UPDATE: Nine years later, authorities found Dan’s remains five miles from where his car was found.

GLENDEEN’S GOAL – Lost Loves – Glendeen desperately wants to find her niece, Kelli Ann, whom she took care of for years, until a bitter family dispute.  On the night of the show, a friend called with a tip on Kelli Ann’s whereabouts. Kelli Ann was delighted that Glendeen had found her and a reunion was planned.
Spike HDUNS121 (cmp121)

BOSTON STRANGLER II – Legends – Albert de Salvo confessed that he was the infamous “Boston Strangler”, a serial killer responsible for a string of 13 lurid sex slayings.  But startling DNA evidence from the exhumed body of a Strangler victim suggests de Salvo was lying, and the real killer has never been caught.  

VANCOUVER LIGHTS – The Unexplained – A Canadian housewife named Dorothy Izatt has created a storm of controversy with photographs she insists show UFOs.  Izatt claims that a series of bizarre lights have appeared above her home, lights she says are UFO's attempting to communicate with her.  Izatt’s critics dismiss her photos as nothing more than a deliberate hoax.

JAI ALAI – Murder – When Roger Wheeler, Sr., owner of a lucrative Jai Alai gambling operation, was gunned down in a parking lot, authorities suspected it was a professional hit.  They also believed subsequent murders in Boston and Miami were connected to the case.  UPDATE: A corrupt FBI agent named Paul Rico was named as the mastermind of the hit.  Another mobster, John Martorano, was the triggerman.  Rico has since died and Martorano served his time and was released.  Whitey Bulger, a notorious Boston gangster, is still wanted for murder in connection with the killings.   
DUB’S LAST CHANCE – Wanted – Latricia White’s bullet-riddled body was found by her father in her Lockhart, Texas apartment.  White’s live-in lover, Lee “Dub” Wackerhagen was nowhere to be found, nor was Lee’s son, Chance.  Lee Wackerhagen’s family says they fear he and Chance are dead, but Texas authorities believe Wackerhagen killed White and fled; he is currently on the state’s “10 Most Wanted” list.  Chance is still missing.  

MYSTERY MAN – Lost Heirs – Walter Rice lived a reclusive life in his McCormick, South Carolina trailer.  When Rice died at the age of 73, his body remained undiscovered for a full year.  It was finally found by burglars who broke into his trailer.  They reported the death to police.  Rice left a small fortune of nearly $150,000, but state investigators were unable to locate a single heir.  

UPDATE: MUSICIAN SINGS THE BLUES – Solved – Musician Tony Miller was convicted of shooting an officer during a robbery.  Miller insisted he was innocent, and another man actually confessed to the crime.  However, authorities refused to revisit the case.  UPDATE: After seeing the story on UM, an eyewitness came forward and convinced authorities that Miller was innocent.  After 8 ½ years in prison, Tony Miller’s conviction was reversed and he was released.
Spike HDUNS122 (cmpSP122)

DIAL A FOR ABDUCTION – Abduction – Angela Hammond was at a phone booth talking to her fiancé, Rob, when she reported that a man with long, greasy hair had parked his truck nearby.  Rob heard Angela scream as the man abducted her.  Rob raced to the scene, and actually saw the truck with Angela inside.  He chased the abductor, but his car broke down.  Rob watched helplessly as Angela disappeared.  She has never been found.    

ALAMO TREASURE – Treasure – Historical researcher Frank Buschbacher uncovered an account that claimed the famed Alamo defenders had hidden a treasure shortly before their defeat in 1836.  Under the supervision of an archeologist from a Texas university, Buschbacher excavated in what was once the courtyard of the Alamo.  His team uncovered bullets, a soldier’s insignia and other artifacts that almost certainly date from the legendary battle … but no gold or silver.   

DEADLY RX – Wanted – Erica Richardson was 33-years old, with a successful career as a pharmacist in Florida, when she was found murdered — stabbed more than 60 times.  Her former boyfriend, John Feiga, was the prime suspect, but he had vanished.  UPDATE: A corpse found floating in a Louisiana river was identified as John Feiga.  Police are convinced he killed Erica, and that case is closed.  However, Feiga was murdered; authorities are now looking for his killer.  

HAROLD AND MA – Fraud – 71-year-old Gertrude Pruett and her 42-year-old son, Harold, defrauded hundreds of investors out of an estimated $3 million.  Utilizing a posh Beverly Hills office, Mrs. Pruett lured victims with homemade fruitcake and a sweet smile.  UPDATE: Both Pruett and her son were eventually captured — Mrs. Pruett as the direct result of the UM broadcast.  Both served time in prison.  Harold Pruett has been released and Gertrude Pruett has died.  
UPDATE: MRS. MILLIONAIRE – Solved – Annie Laurie Hearin was married to one of Mississippi’s wealthiest businessmen when she was abducted from her home.  A ransom note demanded payment to twelve different people — each of whom had been sued by her husband’s company.  UPDATE:  Newton Alfred Winn — one of the 12 people on the list — served time in connection with this case, and has since been released.  Annie Laurie Hearin has never been found.    
DATES – Murder – Patricia Weeks was divorcing her husband Robert, when she inexplicably disappeared.  Years later, two other women vanished after going on a date with Robert Weeks.  Each had intended to end their relationship with Weeks; neither was ever seen again.  UPDATE: After seeing our broadcast, Weeks’ current girlfriend turned him in.  Robert Weeks was convicted of murder and sent to prison.  He died behind bars. 
Spike HDUNS123 (cmpSP123) 
VEGAS RAPIST – Wanted – William John Wood, an ex-cop who had served time for attempted rape, reinvented himself as Las Vegas movie producer “Max Carson”.  After luring a young woman to a motel on the pretext of a modeling assignment, Wood raped her.  Soon after, he left town.  UPDATE: William John Wood was arrested in San Francisco as a direct result of a viewer tip.  He was sentenced to six years for coercion and 20 for attempted sexual assault.  

CIA SECRETS – Missing – After a successful tour of duty as a pilot in the US Air Force during the late 1950s, Geoffrey Sullivan may have become involved with CIA operatives targeting Cuban president, Fidel Castro.  Among Sullivan’s alleged contacts was Frank Sturgis, who surfaced later as one of the Watergate burglars.  Sullivan disappeared in 1963, while piloting a flight for his mysterious contacts.  The Veterans Administration officially recognizes Sullivan as “Missing in Action”. 

LADY IN BLACK – The Unexplained – Robert Davidson was riding his motorcycle in a storm when he was struck by lightning — 200,000 volts.  Paramedics report that Davidson was near death at the scene.  They also report that the electricity in their ambulance suddenly went dead, and a lady wearing Victorian style black clothing appeared out of nowhere.  She waved a Bible, talked in tongues and seemed to revive Davidson.  When she disappeared, the ambulance electricity instantly snapped back on.  

REALTOR MURDER – Murder – Realtor Jack Brown was working in his Ypsilanti, Michigan office when two strangers walked in.  They seemed to know their way around.  One herded employees into a bathroom; the other went straight to Jack and opened fire.  Then they left.  Jack Brown died 12 hours later.  No arrests have been made for what seems to have been a contract killing.  

UPDATE: THE DALE – Solved – Charismatic businesswoman Elizabeth Carmichael raised over $1 million to manufacture “The Dale”, a fuel-efficient car designed to get 70 miles per gallon.  However, the business turned out to be a fraud, and Elizabeth Carmichael turned out to be a man — Jerry Dean Michael.  He was eventually convicted on more than 30 charges, but left town before going to prison.  UPDATE: After tips from UM viewers, Jerry Dean Michael was arrested in … Dale, Texas.  He served two years in prison and was released. 

FAWZI’S SON – Lost Loves – Fawzi Mahmud, a Jordanian Air Force officer training at a base in San Antonio, Texas, fathered a child with a local woman named Zoila.  However, Fawzi was called back to Jordan and lost touch with Zoila and their son.  UPDATE: As a direct result of our broadcast, Fawzi Mahmud was able to meet his son for the first time.        

Spike HDUNS124 (cmpSP124)
ANASTASIA, PTS. 1 & 2 – Legends – In February of 1920, a distraught young woman jumped from a bridge in Berlin.  The woman, who called herself “Anna Anderson,” survived, and before long, rumors began to circulate that she was, in fact, Anastasia, daughter of Nicholas II, the last czar of Russia.  Although the entire royal family was supposedly shot by Bolshevik revolutionaries in 1918, many came to believe that Anastasia had survived the slaughter.  Some with intimate knowledge of the royal family —including Anastasia’s nanny and the son of the czar’s personal physician — believed that Anderson was indeed Anastasia.  The controversy raged for nearly a century. 
J.D. METHOD – Wanted – J.D. Method was patient, gentle, helpful and loving … for awhile.  But once he had convinced a woman that she loved him, Method found a way to loot her bank account.  Then he moved on, found a new woman, and ran his scam again.  UPDATE: J.D. Method was finally caught when one of his victims called police immediately after discovering she’d been defrauded.  Method was sentenced to 16 years in prison.   

INTERSTATE DISAPPEARANCE – Missing – Spokane, WA resident Dan Wilson was known as a dependable, hardworking employee … until the day he seemed to snap.  Without warning, he began shouting at his foreman.  Wilson left work.  His car was later found 700 miles away, but he was never again seen alive.  UPDATE: Nine years after Dan Wilson disappeared, his remains were discovered a few miles from where his car had been abandoned.  Authorities ruled out foul play, and the reasons for Wilson’s demise remain a mystery.
GLENDEEN’S GOAL – Lost Loves  – Glendeen Butterfield agreed to raise her niece, Kelli Ann, a baby girl born to Glendeen’s brother and his girlfriend.  Though Kelli Ann stayed with Glendeen for three years, a series of bruising custody battles resulted in Glendeen losing touch with her.  UPDATE: As a direct result of our broadcast, Glendeen and Kelli Ann found each other again.  Glendeen traveled 2000 miles to meet with her long-lost niece in Alaska.  

Spike HDUNS125 (cmpSP125)
TWO FOR THE ROAD – Unexplained Death – Bobbie Jo Oberholtzer, 29, was shot to death during an apparent rape attempt.  A single orange sock, one that didn’t belong to Bobbie Jo, was found at the scene.  Another woman — Annette Kay Schnee — vanished the same day; her body was found six months later.  She, too, had been shot.  Schnee was wearing an orange sock — an exact match for the once found near Bobbie Jo.  Police are convinced that the same man murdered both women on the same night.  The case is still open and active.  

BOSTON HEALER – The Unexplained – An immigrant from Moscow named Yefim Shubentsov claims he uses “bio-energy” to heal addictions (smoking, drinking, overeating, etc.), chronic pain and even phobias (heights, needles, flying).  Two Harvard physicians ran a formal medical trial with Shubentsov and concluded that his powers were genuine.  Skeptics insist that any benefits achieved by Shubentsov are nothing more than a placebo effect.   

NIQUI BRIDE – Missing – Like most prospective brides, Marilyn “Niqui” McCown was excited about her wedding.  But three weeks before the big date, Niqui disappeared.  Her car turned up at the apartment building where an ex-boyfriend lived.  He has been cleared, but police believe it was more than coincidence that the car ended up there.  Police considered Niqui’s fiancé a suspect after he cancelled the wedding rather than postpone it.  No charges have been filed, and Marilyn “Niqui” McCown is still missing.  

BAD DAD – Wanted – The fact that 42-year-old William Fischer was plastering and repainting walls in his South Hampton, New York home wouldn’t ordinarily be cause for alarm.  But, the body of Fischer’s son, Billy, had been found in the trunk of a car, along with the body of his friend, Nancy Hyer.  Billy had been shot; Nancy, stabbed.  Police recovered a bullet slug from a wall in Fischer’s house, and on it was a single strand of Billy’s hair.  William Fischer was named as the prime suspect in the double murder, but he had already fled.  He is still a wanted fugitive.  

UPDATE: BABY BROKER – Solved – Georgia Tann, director of the Tennessee Children's Home during the late 1940s, always had infants available for adoption.  However, a state investigation revealed that many of the children had been kidnapped.  Georgia Tann, with the complicity of custody judge Camille Kelly, earned more than $1 million dollars selling the stolen babies.  Tann died two days after results of the probe were revealed.  Kelly resigned.   

AMAZON WOMEN – Legend – Stories about the Amazons, a race of fierce woman warriors, have survived for well over 2,000 years, ever since the Golden Age of Greece.  The accounts were regarded as myths, until excavations in Southern Russia uncovered numerous tombs of female warriors dating from the 4th Century BCE — perhaps the source of the Amazon legends.  

Spike HDUNS126 (cmpSP126)

MONEY CLIP MURDER – Unexplained Death – Tucson, Arizona realtor Chuck Morgan was a potential witness against a known mafia boss.  Morgan began wearing a bullet proof vest, and still had it on when he was found with a bullet in his head.  A $2 bill was pinned inside his underwear; written on it were seven names and a cryptic map.  Soon after, two men claiming to be FBI agents ransacked Morgan’s house looking for something they apparently didn’t find.  Despite the circumstances surrounding Morgan’s death, police believe he committed suicide.  

ARSON KING – Arson – After two buildings in Seattle, Washington were gutted by raging fires, investigators began to suspect they were set by an arsonist using a sophisticated accelerant.  A year-long investigation turned up some 20 fires across the nation with similar traits: flames that were difficult to extinguish with water, and temperatures that reached 7,000 degrees — three times normal.  Authorities began calling the unseen perpetrator, “The King of Arsonists”. 

MUMMY’S CURSE – Legend – King Tutankhamen was a relatively minor pharaoh who ruled Egypt for just 10 years.  But his tomb was one of the few overlooked by grave robbers; when Howard Carter opened the tomb in 1922, he found it just how it had been left more than 2,000 years before — filled with golden artifacts.  According to legend, a curse protected the grave, and some attribute twenty deaths — including that of Howard Carter — to the ancient Egyptian spell. 

UPDATE: HONKY TONK WOMAN – Lost Heir – Lorene Roberts was 24 when she wandered away from her home in Dripping Springs, Texas.  Lorene had been in and out of mental hospitals for five years; family members were terrified that she wouldn’t be able to fend for herself.  Years passed with no word from Lorene.  By then, she’d become an heir to a million dollar estate.  UPDATE: Lorene herself called the phone center and arranged for a reunion with her sisters.  

WISEGUY WANNABE – Wanted – Paul Ragusa was the leader of a small gang in Queens, New York.  Ragusa was determined to make a name for himself, so he launched his own personal crime wave.  He and his gang robbed the same bank three times, and seriously wounded a security guard in a separate robbery.  Authorities arrested 13 gang members, but Ragusa remained at large.  UPDATE: After 18 months on the run, Paul Ragusa surrendered to the FBI.  He was sentenced to 19 years in prison.  

PEGGY’S BROTHER – Lost Loves – Peggie Lloyd grew up hearing that her father, “Curly” had deserted the family.  As an adult, Peggie learned her mother had initiated the divorce.  Peggie also learned that she had a brother named Arthur, who had lived with Curly for several years.  However, Curly worked as a circus clown and eventually decided to give Arthur up for adoption so the child could be raised by a more conventional family.  Peggy has finally located her father, but is still searching for Arthur.  

Spike HDUNS127 (cmpSP127)   

SARAH JOE – Missing – Five fishermen set sail from Maui in a 17-foot boat, the Sarah Joe.  A violent storm blew in, and the men didn’t come home.  Marine biologist John Naughton was among those who helped search for them … to no avail.  Ten years later, Naughton was working on an isolated atoll named Taongi, 2000 miles from Hawaii.  There, he found the Sarah Joe.  Nearby was a crude burial site, and in it, bones later identified as belonging to one of the missing men.  No one has been able to explain how the Sarah Joe, or the remains, ended up on Taongi.     

DEVIL’S BACKBONE – The Unexplained – It's called the Devil's Backbone, 4700 acres in central Texas that seem to have more ghosts per square foot than any place in the nation.  Eyewitnesses claim interactions with the restless spirits of Civil War soldiers, Native Americans, Spanish explorers and even a wild animal.   

CARSON PRINCE – Murder – 19-year old Carson Prince was fighting for her life — hanging onto the inside door handle of a speeding pick-up truck, as the driver tried to loosen her grip.  Finally, he succeeded.  Carson plunged to the road; then, carried by momentum, skidded across the highway.  She died 10 hours later.  UPDATE: Five years after Carson’s death, a man named Stephen A. Talley confessed that he had abducted and attempted to rape Carson, then pushed her out of his truck when she resisted.  Talley was sentenced to life in prison with no chance of parole.  
NUDIST FRAUD – Fraud – Garlon Russell — “Rusty” for short — moved into a Florida nudist camp and soon became one of its most trusted members.  Then, he swindled other camp members of more than $50,000 dollars and molested an 11-year-old girl.  Russell fled while free on bail.  UPDATE: On the night of our broadcast, viewers in South Carolina recognized Russell.  He was eventually convicted on the child molestation charge and will spend the rest of his life in prison.  

UPDATE: FIRST LOVES, SECOND CHANCE – Solved – A teen-age romance between Christie Wismer and Dave Carlsen led to pregnancy, and the birth of a daughter.  Before going their separate ways, Dave and Christie gave the baby up for adoption.  Years later, they resumed their romance, and got married.  Soon after, they began to search for their daughter.  UPDATE: On the night this story aired, Dave and Christie’s daughter Katie Jacobs was watching.  She called the phone center, and was reunited with her birth parents three weeks later.  

CHICAGO HIT & RUN – Wanted – At the age of 11, Pedro Santiago, Jr. had already earned a black  belt in karate.  He was a talented athlete and a good student.  Shortly before Christmas, Pedro was hit by a speeding car.  The driver, a Cuban immigrant named Gerardo Gonzalez, drove off and hasn’t been seen since.  Pedro died 10 days later. Gonzalez hasn’t been charged with a crime, but police would like to talk to him about the incident. 
Spike HDUNS128 (cmpSP128)   
MEXICO SUICIDE – Unexplained Death – Mario Amado left Los Angeles for a weekend in Rosarito Beach, Baja California, Mexico.  He turned up dead in the local jail.  Mexican authorities claimed Mario had been picked up for public intoxication and then committed suicide by hanging himself with his own sweater.  But, an autopsy commissioned by Mario’s family revealed he had been beaten so badly he would have been unable to kill himself.  The case provoked diplomatic wrangling between Mexico and the United States, and is still unresolved.  

CAMPBELL KIDNAPPING – Missing – Elizabeth Campbell was 21 years old when she vanished from her hometown of Killeen, Texas.  The disappearance was widely publicized, and three different eyewitnesses reported seeing her.  In every sighting, Elizabeth was said to be under the control of a man described as harsh or mean looking.  Elizabeth Campbell is still missing.  

DR. RAPIST – Wanted – Dr. Kenneth Frank had a thriving practice in Bakersfield, California until he was convicted of drugging and raping two different women.  Frank fled rather than face prison.  UPDATE:  Clever detective work led to Frank’s arrest in Tel Aviv, Israel.  Frank was returned to the United States and sent to prison.  If and when Frank gets out of prison he will have to register as a sex offender.   

UPDATE: WHERE’S KARI? – Solved – On an ordinary summer evening, 16-year old Kari Lynn Nixon went to the local store near her home in Au Sable Forks, New York.  She never came home.  UPDATE:  A convicted bank robber named Robert Anthony Jones confessed to the rape and murder of Kari Lynn Nixon.  He was sentenced to an additional 18 years in prison.

DODGE HEIR – Lost Heirs – Just about everyone has heard of Detroit auto magnate John Dodge.  Hardly anybody has heard of Detroit resident Pal Mealbach.  However, Mealbach has intriguing evidence suggesting she is an illegitimate child of John Dodge’s, and that her father — who had connections to the Dodge family — adopted her as part of a lucrative arrangement.  

REAL MONICA – Lost Loves – For some reason, Monica Libao’s parents always kept her home on “picture day” at school.  And, her parents moved the family 15 times within eight years — roughly once every six months.  A forged birth certificate finally prompted Monica to conclude that she had been kidnapped as an infant and sold to her parents.  Now, Monica Libao wants to meet her birth parents.  

Spike HDUNS129 (cmpSP129)
PLATINUM PILFER – Missing – Platinum worth almost half a million dollars at today’s values was stolen from a factory in Bradford, Pennyslyvania.  Security cameras filmed Dale Kerstetter, the guard on duty, as he was led through the factory by a masked intruder.  Kerstetter, was never seen again.  Was Dale Kerstetter a victim of the robber, or an accomplice?  

BURNING CAR – Unexplained death – Kathy Bonderson was found dead in her burned out car in New Rockford, North Dakota.  A bitter debate erupted between local police, who believed her death was accidental, and state investigators, who believe she was murdered.  There was no resolution.  UPDATE: Eighteen years after Kathy’s death, the case was revived.  Investigators scheduled an interview with Kathy’s husband, Robert Bonderson, who then killed himself.  Based on new interviews and a review of the evidence, state investigators concluded Robert Bonderson had killed his wife.  The case is closed.     

WHEAT FIELDS – The Unexplained – Over the decades, more than 750 perfectly formed, large-scale geometic designs have been carved in wheat and corn fields across Southern England.  Some believe the markings may be linked to the appearance of unexplained lights in the nighttime sky.  Others say the designs are nothing more than hoaxes.  

DRUG FAMILY FUGITIVES – Wanted – Neil and Terry Gott seemed like an ordinary young couple.  But the Gott’s electric bill was close to $2,000 month, which prompted police to investigate.  Sure enough, the Gotts were cultivating a huge marijuana crop under artificial lights.  The couple was arrested, but fled while out on bail.  UPDATE: UM viewer tips led police to Neil and Terry Gott.  They each served time for drug-related charges and have since been released.    
ADOPTEE COINCIDENCES – Sci/ Med – Perhaps there is a spiritual connection between family members that can only be marveled at, not measured.  Elizabeth Bersanetti knew she was adopted, and when she dreamed about the death of a woman she had never met, Elizabeth sensed it was her birth mother.  Elizabeth contacted the agency that had handled her adoption and learned that her birth mother — Nicole Roland — had been looking for Elizabeth a few months earlier … right before Nicole died of cancer.  She had passed away the same night Elizabeth had the haunting dream.  When Elizabeth finally met Nicole’s family, they gave her one of Nicole’s favorite books.  As it turned out, Elizabeth had brought her own copy of the very same book.  

Spike HDUNS130 (cmpSP130)
TUBE SOCK KILLER – Murder – When a three-year-old girl was left in a Tacoma, Washington shopping mall, she told authorities that her mother is “in the trees”.  The body of her mother — Diana Robertson — is later found in the woods.  She’d been stabbed 17 times, and a tube sock was knotted around her neck.  Diane’s boyfriend — Mike Riemer — had disappeared.  Police believe Reimer could be another victim of the unseen killer, or perhaps … the killer himself.   

SKUNK APE – Legends – More than one visitor to the Florida Everglades has claimed an encounter with a large, hairy creature that walks like a human, looks like an ape and smells like a skunk.  Perhaps most intriguing are hair samples pulled from a broken branch.  Tests at Trinity University, in San Antonio Texas, proved they are not synthetic, like those in an ape costume.  Nor are they hair from a dog, a cat, a bear, a chimpanzee, a gorilla, or a human being.     

NOVEL DISAPPEARANCE – Missing – Keith Reinhard moved to the town of Silver Plume, Colorado and opened an antique store.  Nine months before, it had been a bookstore run by a man named Tom Young … until Young inexplicably vanished.  Reinhold began writing a novel based on Young’s disappearance, until he, too, disappeared.  Tom Young’s body was eventually found in the nearby mountains, where police believe he shot himself.  But no one knows what happened to Keith Reinhard.   
INTO THE WOODS – Wanted – When 23-year-old Nancy Brown was kidnapped from her home, her brother-in-law, Timothy Barry, led the search for her.  He even suggested to police that they check a certain shopping mall for her car.  Sure enough, the car was there.  Barry eventually confessed to kidnapping and murdering Nancy and was sent to prison.  

SOLDIER ALEXANDER – Lost Loves – Siegfried Laier was a child in Moerlenbach, Germany when American soldiers rolled in during the closing days of World War II.  Food was scarce in Germany at the time, but an African-American G. I. named Alexander befriended Siegfried’s family and helped them survive by bringing them food.  Now an adult, Siegfried Laier is hoping to find Alexander and say “Thank You”.  

Spike HDUNS131 (cmpSP131)
MIRACULOUS ESCAPE – Investigator – A woman we call “Jane” stopped at an isolated market along the Vermont-New Hampshire border.  There, she came very close to being the next victim of an apparent serial killer, a man suspected of murdering at least half a dozen women.  The man crept up on Jane, then stabbed her 18 times before fleeing.  Jane, who was pregnant, survived the attack, as did her unborn child.  The serial killer has never been caught.      
 
MISSING BONNIE – Missing – Bonnie Haim, a young wife and mother, inexplicably vanished.  Police believed she was murdered, and viewed Bonnie’s husband, Michael, as the prime suspect.  Bonnie’s father believed Michael was innocent, but Michael’s aunt believed he was guilty.  UPDATE:  In a civil court, Bonnie Haim was ruled legally dead, and Michael Haim liable for her death.  His parental rights were terminated, and he was ordered to pay Bonnie’s estate and their son $26.3 million dollars.  Michael Haim still maintains his innocence.  

DEADLY DUMPSTER – Murder – Su‑Ya Kim and her husband, Su‑Young, moved to the United States from Korea to seek the American dream.  One evening, Su-Ya went shopping and didn’t return.  The next day, Su-Young was called to the medical examiner’s office to identify a body.  It was Su-Ya.  She’d been stabbed to death and thrown into a dumpster.  A white male was seen near the dumpster and is considered a suspect.  Nothing else is known about the killer.   

UPDATE: BABY GIVEN AWAY – Solved – Patricia Bonner’s husband died while Patricia was pregnant with their fourth child.  When the baby girl was born, Patricia named her Michelle, but soon realized she wouldn’t be able to care for her.  A couple named LaVerne and Wilber Neal agreed to adopt Michelle, but before papers were drawn up, Bonner had moved away.  Michelle learned about her birth mother when she was 18 and began to look for her.   UPDATE:  On the night this story aired, Michelle’s half sister was watching.  She called our phone center, and before long, Michelle was able to meet her birth mother, Patricia, for the first time.  
 
UD: FATHER/SON – Lost Love – John Nellis was born in 1946 to an American serviceman and a Vietnamese woman.  They weren’t married, so when John’s father was relocated, John and his mother stayed behind.  As a young man, John himself fathered a son, Daniel.  John wasn’t married to Daniel’s mother, and when John fled during the fall of Saigon in 1975, Daniel was left behind.  John Nellis is looking for his father and his son.  UPDATE: As a direct result of our broadcast, John was reunited with his son Daniel, who flew in from Vietnam.  John also learned that his father was retired, and living in Tokyo, Japan.   
 
MOTHER’S INSTINCT – The Unexplained – Do some mothers have a telepathic or psychic link to their children?  The cases we review suggest that mothers can sense when their children are in danger, whether they are in another room, or in a city more than a hundred miles away. 


Spike HDUNS132 (cmpSP132)
FOUR ANGRY WIVES – Wanted – John Lutter was a pilot for United Airlines, a job that kept him on the move, and allowed him to justify his absence to the six wives and 15 children he had secreted around the country.  When Lutter inexplicably disappeared, several of his wives called the airlines, which exposed his marital scam.  John Lutter was eventually arrested, but skipped bail and disappeared.  He is still a wanted fugitive.    

CABBIE BOMBER – Robbery – Like many cab drivers, Harvey McCloud had had his share of unusual passengers.  So he wasn’t alarmed when a man with a fake beard asked for a ride.  When the passenger pulled a gun, Harvey figured he was being robbed.  It was worse.  The man clamped a remote controlled bomb around Harvey’s neck, and forced the cabbie to rob a bank.  He then took the money and fled.  Only later, when a bomb squad arrived, was the device around Harvey’s neck revealed to be fake.  The fugitive is still wanted on kidnapping charges.

MARTHA’S KENNEL – Arson – Mabel Wood established a kennel for stray dogs on a 110-acre farm she owned in Bonne Terre, Missouri.  The dogs soon became the target of savage acts of terror.  Several were shot.  Then, 59 of Mabel’s dogs were killed in a fire that was deliberately set.   

WALLY’S HIDDEN RIVER – Treasure – Ex-NASA scientist Wally Spencer used a device of his own invention to locate what he claimed was a huge underground river deep under the Nevada desert.  The water rights could be worth billions … if Wally could get permission to drill.  State authorities wouldn’t grant a permit unless Wally revealed the location of his find.  Wally refused.  He — and later his family —became entangled in a bitter standoff with the state of Nevada.      

VA COP KILLER – Solved – In Lee County, Virginia, Sheriff's patrolman John Martin stopped to question a suspicious driver.  As he reached the car, three shots rang out.  Martin fell to the pavement, mortally wounded.  He managed to empty his revolver at the fleeing car, and was able to tell police responding to the scene that the car had Illinois plates.  Martin lapsed into a coma and died three days later.  When authorities found a burnt out car with Illinois plates and a bullet hole in the door, that led them to 24-year-old David Wayne Mills.  He was convicted of murder and sentenced to life plus 15 years.  

UPDATE: GOLDIE’S GIRL – Lost Loves – Delia Fazzani’s teenage romance ended in pregnancy.  Her father was furious, and banished Delia to a convent to give birth.  Delia was forced to give up her baby daughter for adoption.  Years later, the agency that handled the adoption agreed to forward a letter to Delia’s now-grown-up daughter, who watched the story on Unsolved Mysteries.  UPDATE: Delia and her daughter — Laura Frankland — were reunited as a direct result of the program.   

Spike HDUNS133 (cmpSP133)
FORKLIFT MYSTERY – Unexplained Death – A young woman named Tina Marcotte vanishes and is presumed dead.  Days later, the prime suspect, Tom Kueter, is found crushed beneath the wheels of a forklift at Forest Products Distributors.  The police think it was a guilt-ridden suicide but the Kueter’s family believes he was killed in a work-related accident. 
HESS – Legends – Hitler's infamous Deputy Fuhrer Rudolf Hess died in Spandau prison in Germany after 40 years of Allied captivity in August 1997.  On the eve of war with the Soviet Union, he flew solo to Scotland in an attempt to negotiate peace with the United Kingdom, but instead was arrested.  He was tried at Nuremberg and sentenced to life in prison at Spandau Prison and died there in 1987.  Two decades ago, Hitler's former deputy was said to have killed himself in jail.  But exactly how he died remains shrouded in mystery with many unanswered questions.  New evidence suggests that the man held may have been the wrong man & may have been strangled to death.

UPDATE: WITCH HUNT – Solved – Charlie Sigmin was allegedly murdered by his estranged wife, Ann, and her boyfriend, Garey Goff.  Ann had reportedly planned to kill her husband for the insurance money. She and Garey escaped.  UPDATE: Garey Goff turned himself in to authorities and in a recent interview made a plea for Ann Sigmin to do the same, but she is still at large. 

HIT AND RUN – Wanted – In Greensboro, NC, four young black men were forced off highway 1‑40 in a hit and run accident that left one of the men, Ken Dungee, dead, and another maimed.  Some believe the deliberate attack was racially motivated.

CHRISTMAS MIRACLE – Sci/Med – Just before Christmas, in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, 7-year-old Chucky McGivern came down with a case of chicken pox and slipped into a coma.  Chucky had a rare and often fatal disease called Reyes Syndrome.  His parents maintained a vigil at his bedside.  A priest came in to read his “last rites”.  Then a strange child visited Chucky and, within an hour, Chucky was conscious, off life support and sitting up.  Chucky said he dreamed about the little boy, who happened to match the description of St. John Neumann as a child.

Spike HDUNS134 (cmpSP038)

CHEERLEADER MURDER –Murder – Fifteen-year-old cheerleader Jessica Keen was abducted, held hostage, and then she escaped … only to be tracked down and murdered in a desolate cemetery.  UPDATE: A DNA hit led police to Marvin Lee Smith, Jr., who is now in custody.

SAN QUENTIN ESCAPE – Escape – Convicted murderer Mark Adams escaped from San Quentin Prison in California.  There are no clues to how Adams escaped nor have there been any sightings of him. UPDATE: Seven years after he escaped, Mark Adams was captured in Puerto Rico.  He was returned to San Quentin to complete his original sentence and to face charges for the escape.  A year later, Adams assaulted a fellow inmate.  He was shot and killed by a prison guard; no one ever found out how Adams had escaped. 

ROSEMARY’S SPIRITS – The Unexplained – Rosemary Altea claims she can commune with the spirits of the dead.  While there are skeptics, those who have experienced Rosemary Altea's power are convinced they have indeed received messages of love from beyond the grave. 

INSECURITY GUARD – Missing – Curtis Pishon, a former police officer turned security guard, disappeared from his workplace after his car was torched in an unexplained arson fire. 

UPDATE: MOM & POP MURDERS –Solved – Cheryl Holland and her husband robbed and killed her aunt and uncle, then burned the house to conceal the crime.  Her husband confessed, but Cheryl Holland was nowhere to be found.  UPDATE: Arrested. UM Solve.
 
SHIGEMOTO’S BODYGUARD – Lost Love – Mitchell Shigemoto has been searching for James Pearson, the friend who stood by his side in the Army and during intense combat in Vietnam.  Pearson saved Shigemoto’s life and he would like to find James to say thank you.  UPDATE: After our story aired, a UM viewer, retired Lt. Col. Truman Plantz, tracked down James Pearson in Chicago.  James quickly flew to Hawaii to reunite with Mitchell.  The two old friends caught their first glimpse of one another in nearly 30 years.  

Spike HDUNS135 (cmpSP135)

CHAMELEON – Robbery – Patrick Michael Mitchell has netted millions of dollars from bank robberies over the years.  He is a master of disguise, usually wearing president masks during the robberies and using plastic surgery to change his appearance and elude police.  He escaped from prison two separate times.  For years he was on the FBI’s Ten Most Wanted list.  Update: Patrick Mitchell was arrested as he walked out of a bank in South Haven, Mississippi.  He pled guilty to the Mississippi bank robbery and was sentenced to 30 years without parole plus five years for the escape.  He died in prison from cancer.

CRIME NOVELIST – Murder – Best selling crime novelist James Ellroy was 10 years old when his mother was brutally murdered.  He pieces together the evidence and is convinced that a material witness may still be alive.

LOURDES – Miracles – For many, Lourdes, France is a sacred spot, where profound miracles are believed to occur.  In 1858, a teenage girl in Lourdes, France is said to have had a vision of the Virgin Mary.  The girl, Bernadette, dug into the ground with her hands and unearthed a spring that the Virgin Mary told her offered the promise of divine healing.  Now, millions of sick or ailing pilgrims flock to Lourdes and many are said to have been healed.

DEATH ROW DEFENDER – Lost Loves – Jim Currie searches for his mother whom he hasn't seen since he was small.  He and his brother, Darryl, lost touch with Annie after their parents divorce after World War II.

Spike HDUNS136 (cmpSP136)

MUSICIAN SINGS THE BLUES – Final Appeal – Tony Miller was arrested for shooting an officer and holding up a fast food restaurant.  He claimed innocence but was convicted based on eyewitness testimony.  UPDATE: New information from our broadcast led to the conviction being reversed.

KILLER CASANOVA – Murder – An attractive Argentinean man with history of mental illness has been romancing and murdering unsuspecting women.  Ricardo Caputo is a smooth talking con artist and speaks fluent English with a Latin accent.  Police suspect Caputo may be responsible for five murders.  UPDATE: After nearly two decades on the run, Ricardo Caputo flew from Argentina to New York City to surrender to police and confess to two of the murders.   Suffering from nightmares, Caputo admitted he was fearful he might kill again. 
UPDATE: VICTORIO’S GOLD – Treasure – Doc Noss claimed he discovered gold buried deep inside Victorio's Peak in southern New Mexico.  Two years later, he accidentally dynamited the entrance closed and was unable to regain entry.  Today his relatives are still attempting to gain entry.  

RUDOLPH ON THE RUN – Solved – Eric Rudolph is on the FBI’s Ten Most Wanted list.   The FBI believes he is responsible for the bombing of Centennial Park at the Summer Olympics in Atlanta.  UPDATE: Rudolph was arrested while scavenging for food in a garbage can behind a store.  He was sentenced for his various bombings, receiving four consecutive life terms 

DRESS-UP ESCAPE – Wanted – In Houston, Texas, a 21-year‑old heroin drug lord, Lionel Luviano, was arrested, culminating a six-month sting operation.  He escaped from a prison hospital while dressed as his sister.

Spike HDUNS137 (cmpSP137)
ROOKIE DEATH – Unexplained Death – Stephen Sandlin, a New Mexico rookie police officer, was found shot to death on the floor of his office with his own revolver, leading police to believe it was suicide. However, he'd been investigating drug dealings in town and had received death threats, leading some to believe it was murder.

ROSWELL – UFO – Rancher Mac Brazel claimed to have found crashed UFO on his land.  Evidence suggests government/military officials removed evidence and covered up the incident retracting press announcement of findings.  UPDATE: Since the 1947 Roswell Incident, a new eyewitness account suggests that in 1947 the Army did, in fact, recover bodies of alien beings.

MISSING ANGEL – Missing – 17‑year‑old Amy Billig was abducted from her home in Florida.  Her mother believes that a motorcycle gang, the Outlaws, abducted her and that she is still alive.

ATV MURDERS – Murder – Three men were found murdered on Signal Mountain near Chattanooga, Tennessee.  They all died from shotgun blasts after going ATV riding in the woods.  UPDATE: Frank Casteel was arrested for the triple murder after a long investigation.  UM tips uncovered witnesses that assisted the police in the arrest.  
MURDERER’S ESCAPE – Wanted – Michael St. Claire and Dennis Reese escaped from Bryan County Jail in Durant, Oklahoma.  St. Clair murdered his uncle.  Reese was awaiting trial for robbery and murder. Following their escape, St. Claire and Reese went on a murderous crime spree that stretched across eight states and left at least four people dead.  UPDATE: Four months later, St. Clair was tracked down and arrested in Hugo, OK at a relative’s home.  The next month, Resse was arrested in Las Vegas, NV. 
Spike HDUNS138 (cmpSP138)
KILLER CASTRO – Wanted – In Sacramento, California, authorities chased murder suspect Antonio Castro as he fled into the wilderness.  He remains at large.

TERRI’S KILLER – Murder – Terri McClure was murdered in Reno, Nevada the night of her son Tim's wedding.  Her body was found three days later at Golden Nugget in Carson City, half hour away from location of wedding.  Son Tim McClure is the lead suspect.  UPDATE: McClure was arrested, but there was not enough evidence fro the prosecutor to take it to trial. The case was dismissed ‘with prejudice’ meaning that charges could be re-filed in the future. Timothy McClure continues to proclaim his innocence. 
MISSISSIPPI HANGINGS – Unexplained Death – Andre Jones was one of the 48 inmates of Mississippi jails, half of them black, half of them white, who died under mysterious circumstances in a five-year span.  Every single death was a hanging.  Every single death was ruled a suicide.

WOODY’S MILLIONS – Fraud – Antioch, Illinois investment counselor Woody Kelly disappeared while sailing his yacht on Lake Michigan.  Friend and business associates were first shocked then outraged when an investigation revealed Kelly may have pocketed $6 million of their invested money in order to maintain his extravagant lifestyle.

SOUTHERN DISAPPEARANCE – Missing – In Chicago, Illinois, Charles Southern, Jr., a respected English professor mysteriously disappeared.  His family attributes it to the cult he belonged to, a spiritual movement known as Conscious Development of Body, Mind and Soul, led by Terri Hoffman.

Spike HDUNS139 (cmpSP139)
DAVID LEE KEMP – Wanted – An Oklahoma man, David Lee Kemp, remains a fugitive after he kills ex-wife and her new boyfriend.

MISSING SUSAN – Missing – Nick and Jon Owsley are two young men on a desperate quest to find out what happened to their mother, Susan Harrison.  They believe their stepfather has something to do with her disappearance.  UPDATE: Susan’s skeletal remains were found by two hikers on in a remote wooded area near Wolfsville, Maryland.  The State Medical examiner has ruled that Susan was murdered.

NAZI WAR TREASURE – Treasure – Towards the end of WWII, the Nazis allegedly smuggled millions of dollars in gold & jewels out of a concentration camp in Germany.  The treasure had been confiscated from victims of the infamous Dachau camp.  Treasure hunter Dr. Edward Greger is convinced the $50 million treasure was buried on the shores of Lake Lunersee in the Austrian Alps.

SEAN DON CON – Murder – Tracey Kirkpatrick was stabbed to death at the clothing store where she worked.  Three months after the murder, a man called "Don" called a cable T.V. crime hotline and confessed to the murder.  Afterward, a man called "Sean", claiming to be Tracey's friend, contacted a psychic for help.  The psychic thinks Don & Sean are the same person -- the killer.

AFTER DEATH VISITS – The Unexplained – Family members of people who have died are visited by visions of their deceased loved ones.

Spike HDUNS140 (cmpSP140)
G.I. GUINEA PIG – Missing – Army Lt. Paul Whipkey disappeared one year after participating in atomic testing at Camp Desert Rock in Nevada.  His car was found 4 weeks later, 350 miles away.  Paul didn't smoke, but pile of cigarettes was found next to the car.

BANK TUNNEL – Wanted – In Los Angeles, California, burglars used an elaborate tunneling scheme to rob the First Interstate Bank in Hollywood, and a Bank of America in Los Angeles of more than $1 million in cash & jewels.

MURDER IN THE PARK – Murder – Kristie Martin, 19, of Houston, Texas was gunned down while out for the evening with friends.  Police suspect that they unknowingly wandered onto gang territory, and two gang members are suspects. 

NOREEN RENIER – Investigators – Noreen Renier is a psychic from Orlando, Florida who works only with police.  Some of her cases are explored.  
UNKNOWN DAD – Lost Loves – Bob Coleman’s father, Richard, died from cancer when Bob was eleven.  As he researched his father’s past, he realized that his father went to great lengths to hide his identity and Bob wants to find out why.  UPDATE: Bob was able to finally find out the true identity of his father, Coleman Joel DeKorte.  Bob discovered that his father had been married before but had abandoned his family.  Armed with his dad’s real name and birth date, Bob and his sister were welcomed by newfound family members.
Spike HDUNS141 (cmpSP141)

MALONEY’S MICKEY – Murder – Joe Maloney poisoned his wife at his son’s birthday party.  He escaped to Ireland and remains at large.

PICTURE KRISTEN GONE – Missing – Kristen Modafferi had finished her freshman year on scholarship at North Carolina State University, and had decided to spend the summer in San Francisco, studying photography and seeing the sights.  Kristen was last seen outside the coffee shop where she worked at 3:45 PM with a mysterious blond woman.  Kristen was never seen again, and a phone caller claimed he knew exactly what happened to her, but he may also be a suspect.

COMA COMEBACK – Wanted – In Carlsbad, CA, 16 year old Jenny Pratt was riding on her boyfriend's motorcycle when she was struck from behind with a 2x4 by an assailant riding in a white pick up truck. Thrust into a coma & declared brain dead, she has fought against terrible odds to make remarkable recovery.  Police have two main suspects, but no hard evidence. 
UPDATE: FOSTER SON – Solved – Jean Warren and her family took in a foster son who they all adored.  When Jean and her husband divorced, the boy was sent away.  UPDATE: Reunited. UM Solve.

POLICE WOMAN SAVIOR – Lost Loves – Doris Smith, a deputy for the Miller County Sheriff's Department, lost control of a prisoner.  Two unidentified men in a blue pick-up truck helped her and disappeared without a trace.

MYSTERY COWBOY – Lost Heirs – Walter "Curly" Green died in 1978, leaving a $200,000 unclaimed estate.  Attempts to locate any living relatives have failed.

Spike HDUNS142 (cmpSP142)

MIAMI VICE – Wanted – The FBI conducted an elaborate undercover sting operation to snare international drug traffickers.  The FBI busted them, but several top‑level drug lords escaped and are still at large.  UPDATE: Four out of the five men that we featured are still at large and wanted by the FBI. Those men are Jesus Penalver, Pedro Nieto, Pablo Correa Rodriguez, and Blas Fernando Canedo. 

ZEL’S ODYSSEY – Unexplained Death – Ted Loseff's body was found seated upright in the front seat of his car in his garage.  While it was ruled a suicide, his mother believes that it was a homicide.  The most critical witness, Ted's wife, Wilda, died from an overdose of drugs and alcohol. 

MISSING ROCK STAR – Missing – Phillip Taylor Kramer disappeared after much stress and sleep depravation, and after days of acting strangely.  Update: After 4 years, hikers in Malibu found Taylor Kramer’s body and his van in a ravine in May of 1999.  The Los Angeles County Coroner’s Office ruled that the cause of death was blunt-force trauma and other undetermined factors. 
IMAGE OF GUADALUPE – Miracle – For centuries, religious pilgrims have come to Mexico City to pray to the image known as Our Lady of Guadalupe, which many believe was created by a miracle.  The image of the Virgin Mary is on a six foot high peasant's cape made of rough cactus cloth known as a tilma.  It was supposedly created in 1531 in an apparition to an Aztec Indian convert named Juan Diego.  Juan Diego's tilma with the image of the Virgin of Guadalupe is displayed at the Basilica of Guadalupe.  Over 12 million faithful visit the Basilica every year, making it the 2nd most visited church in the world, after the Vatican. 

Update: VIET PILOT’S DAUGHTER – Lost Love – A young South Vietnamese Air Force pilot named Xuan Van Nguyen became friendly with an American family, the Gauthiers, and fell in love with their daughter, Gwen.  After returning to Viet Nam to fly combat missions, he was surprised to learn that Gwen had given birth to a daughter.  After years of separation, he wants to find his daughter, Kimberly. Update: Kim was located in Pineville, Louisiana the night of the UM broadcast.  A reunion was set up where Kim and her Dad met and afterwards, there was a party where Xuan met 20 other relatives and was reunited with Gwen. 

DRUNK DRIVER – Wanted – While driving on their vacation, an elderly couple were hit and killed by a truck driven by James White.  Twice the legal limit alcohol level was found in James White's bloodstream. He fled during his hospital stay.  UPDATE: In an UM update, after a tip from a viewer, James White was arrested at a bar in Vermont and taken to Florida to stand trial. White was convicted of DUI manslaughter and sentenced to 11 years in prison.  His license was permanently revoked.   
Spike HDUNS143 (cmpSP143) 

RUSSIAN ROULETTE – Final Appeal – Michael Lloyd Self claims he was coerced to admit to a crime he didn’t commit.  Despite the fact that there was no evidence linking him to the crime, Self was convicted and sentenced to life in prison.  He died behind bars.

ANTHRAX – Murder – A country is nearly brought to its knees as someone begins sending deadly bacterium anthrax through the US mail. Is the culprit somehow related to 9/11 or is it the work of a lone wolf? UPDATE: Government scientist Bruce Ivins was determined to be the culprit.

FRIENDLY GHOST – The Unexplained – For past 170 years, a friendly ghost, The Gray Man, warns island residents of impending natural disasters. Homes of those who saw ghost have been mysteriously spared from hurricanes & natural disasters. The ghost walks the beach areas looking for his lost love

UPDATE: VANISHED IN THE HEARTLAND – Solved – While driving home from rural Edgar, Nebraska, and no more than fifteen minutes from home, twenty-five-year-old Bill Rundle and twenty-eight-year-old Traci Kenley, friends from Hastings, vanish from the highway and have not been seen since.  UPDATE: A local farmer discovered a car submerged in a pond near the road where the two had been traveling. Police discovered their bodies in the car, and believe that when they attempted to turn the car around, it went into the pond and because of the mud were unable to escape.  Investigators have ruled out foul play.  

SCARE TACTICS – Wanted – C.W. Roddy became the innocent victim of a retaliatory drug‑related drive by shooting.  She survived the attack and still works to rid her neighborhood of drug selling activity.

Spike HDUNS144 (cmpSP144)
FUGITIVE R.N. – Wanted – Lissette Nukida was a nurse at a medical facility in Southern California.  When several patients fell ill and nearly died, Nukida was arrested after admitting that she tampered with their IV’s.  While in jail, she pursued a relationship with a heroin smuggler who she later married.  While he was in prison in Lompoc and she was out on bail, she picked him up and took off. UPDATE: Three years later, Nukida and her husband were found in Mexico.  Her husband went back to prison for violating his parole and Nukida pled guilty to 6 counts of tampering and was sentenced to 18 years in prison. 

WITNESS FOR THE PROSECUTION – Murder – Rebecca Young was killed in what was apparently a drug deal in Belle Glade, Florida.  A witness, who had been illegally hunting in the sugarcane, came forward, but police are unable to contact him and hope that he will call again.

DORIS DUKE – Unexplained Death – Tobacco heiress Doris Duke had been ill for months before her death.  But some of her paid help suspect that Duke’s butler, Bernard Lafferty, may have hastened the process.  NEW INFO: the Los Angeles DA's office stated that the results of their investigation disclosed no credible evidence of criminal homicide in the death of Doris Duke.  In addition, the civil suit challenging Duke's will, filed by her former housekeeper and her former cook, has been dismissed. 

UPDATE: NY STATE SERIAL RAPIST – Solved – For nearly a decade, a cunning serial rapist has prowled Buffalo, New York and its suburbs.  He was nicknamed “The Bike Path Rapist”.  UPDATE: More then twenty years after the Bike Path rapist first struck, police arrested Altemio Snachez. A tip and a review of case files lead police to put Sanchez under surveillance.  They obtained DNA from a drinking glass in a restaurant and correctly identified Sanchez with DNA found at some of the crime scenes and on the victims.  Sanchez was arrested and charged with several sexual assault crimes and three murders. He was convicted of two murders.
GONE FISHING – Fraud – After allegedly scamming millions of dollars from the government Raymond Young vanished.  His family says he drowned in a scuba diving accident, but authorities disagree. UPDATE: The US Marshals received a tip that Raymond Young was living in San Jose, Costa Rica.  He was found and extradited back to the US where served his time and was released. 

MIRACLE CHILD – Sci-Med – Seven-year old Kristina Smith was stricken with a mysterious brain ailment that had earlier killed two members of her family.  She was in coma for five months then by miraculously came out of coma.

Spike HDUNS145 (cmpSP145)
ROAD MAP CLUES – Murder – Ethel Kidd's sexually assaulted and strangled body was found tied to a tree three miles from her home.  In the driveway police found a road map, lotto tickets, and notes on a pad from motel chain, which contained specific items possibly used in Kidd's murder.  UPDATE: Years later, a tipster came forward and identified the handwriting on the checklist.  This led police to Edward Wayne Beverly.  Beverly had lived near Ethel and disappeared shortly after her death. After his DNA was positively identified, he was located serving time in Tennessee for armed robbery. He was identified just months before his scheduled release from prison.  Edward Beverly was convicted of multiple life sentences for abduction, sodomy, and 1st degree murder. 

PAST PHONE CALLS – Missing – Judith Hyams disappeared from Coral Gables, FL.  She allegedly received an illegal abortion from man posing as doctor.  Twenty-five years later, police received anonymous calls saying Judith was alive and living in Omaha, Nebraska.  UPDATE: Police received a letter from Ft. Lauderdale saying Judith died from abortion complications. 

MIRACLE CROSS – The Unexplained – Some parishioners at the Holy Trinity Church in Ambridge, PA believe the eyes on their statue of Jesus closed during a Good Friday service in March of 1989.  The refurbishing painter claims eyes were half open when he last worked on it.

SHE FINDS FUGITIVES – Investigators – A detective is a one-person fugitive-finding unit whose job it is to hunt down wanted criminals who have been on the lam for more than a decade. She is looking for Lance Bedgood, who is wanted for murder.

PHONE CALL SISTER – Lost Love – Oscar Norton fell in love with an African-American woman he met in a military hospital and they had a baby.  Given the social climate at the time, the couple split and now his daughter wants to find her sister.

Spike HDUNS146 (cmpSP146)
SINGLES BAR – Murder – One week after Hilda Roche met Gregory Barker in Alexandria, VA, her nude body was found in a wooded area near an elementary school.  UPDATE:  After the initial airing of the show, a UM viewer recognized him as Alex Graham.  Barker was found guilty in Las Vegas of unrelated charges.  He was then extradited to Virginia where he was convicted of homicide and kidnapping and sentenced to 60 years in prison. 

MARY CELESTE – Legend – The captain and crew seemingly vanished from this ship with no signs of foul play and no reason for the crew to abandon ship.

DRUG PLAYBOY – Wanted – Brian Brophil, a wealthy New Yorker, bought a 30‑acre farm in West Glover, in rural Vermont.  During a raid on Brophil’s farm, agents discovered more then 200 plants of marijuana.  Authorities estimate he earned over $250,000 a month.  But Brophil got a tip-off and had a neighbor unwittingly drive him to the airport. UPDATE: Viewers in Paso Robles, CA, recognized Brophil as one of their neighbors.  Police tracked him to Carlsbad, where he was finally arrested.  He was convicted, served his time, and was released.

UPDATE: COFFEE POT TWINS – Lost Love – In 1942, a couple with ten children gave up their tiny, sickly twins.  After learning of the twins’ existence, Sue Scribner, one of their sisters, wanted to try and find them.  They were called the Coffee Pot Twins by the hospital nurses because their combined weight at birth was the same as a 5 pound bag of coffee.  UPDATE: An anonymous viewer contacted Sue and told her that her siblings were living in a mobile home park 2 blocks apart in Orlando, Florida. They now were named Bruce and Barbara Cashion and had no idea that they had been adopted. 

LOST GAUSE – Solved – David Gause threatened to rape and kill a woman who talked her way out of it.  He later escaped before the police arrived.  UPDATE: David Gause was arrested in Laurinburg, NC based on tips received due to the UM segment.  He was arrested without incident.  He is currently serving time for convictions on seven charges, including rape. 
UPDATE: LI’L MISS – Solved – 18‑yr‑old Lisa Kimmell disappeared on a trip from Denver, CO, to Billings, MT.  She was found dead in the North Platte River in Casper, WY.  UPDATE: Arrested and charged. 

MYSTERY BABY – Lost Love – Charles Stubin wants to find out why his parents abandoned him as a baby in the front seat of a car when he was only days old.  UPDATE: A man named Dr. Steven Baskin called in after seeing the show and turned out to be Charles’ half-brother. They took a DNA test which proved that they were related. Unfortunately, Charles’ birth mother, Rose Wasserman, had already passed away. The identity of his birth father is still unknown and Charles is now looking for him.

Spike HDUNS147 (cmpSP147)
ARIZONA SOUVENIR KILLER – Murder – The bodies of best friends Diane Shawcroft and Jennifer Lueth were found in a remote area of the Arizona desert.  Their mothers placed photos of the two girls in picture frames in the location where they were found.  But months later, the photos had been removed from their frames.  Did the killer come back to the scene to take the photos as a keepsake?

AMISH HOSTAGE MURDER– Wanted – Tim Good is kept hostage in his basement by “religious” con artist, Dave Freeman (aka George Jelks) and his wife.  After they leave, Good’s body is found.  UPDATE: Immediately after this story first aired, a viewer contacted “Unsolved Mysteries” and provided authorities with the location of “George Jelks”.  That night Sheriff's deputies staked out a home in Sterling, Virginia and arrested him the following morning.  

COIN SCAM – Fraud – In New York City, slick con men are perpetrating a scam to bilk well‑dressed victims into paying cash for a supposedly found set of rare coins.  A savvy New Yorker, Jerry Diner, relates how he was duped by the coin scam.

POSTAL CRIME – Robbery – Two men robbed a post office of $700 in cash and stamps before taking the postmaster, Opal Johnson, hostage, holding her at gunpoint before tying her up in the trunk of a car.

REAL DR. DOOLITTLE – The Unexplained – An etiquette school owner claimed she was able to talk to animals.  At first, Sonya Fitzpatrick, was met with skepticism.  Now, several years and seven thousand clients later, she is believed in worldwide.

UNKNOWN MOM – Lost Loves – Dereld Tacey’s wife, Gerri Boyd, died at age twenty-two, leaving behind four children, two of them Dereld’s.  When Dereld attempted to contact her wife’s family, her entire life became a mystery.  UPDATE:  Gerri's former roommate called the telecenter and was put in touch with Dereld. She provided names of Gerri's family, and ex-husband, the father of Gerri's two daughters.  Dereld went to Savannah, Georgia and met the family. 

Spike HDUNS148 (cmpSP148)
JOHN BRANION – Final Appeal – Dr. John Branion, a prominent black Chicago gynecologist and civil rights workers was convicted of murdering his wife, Donna, despite evidence that seems to prove otherwise.  Relatives and friends are attempting to establish John Branion’s innocence before he succumbs to a serious heart ailment.  UPDATE: John Branion was admitted to the hospital after doctors discovered that he had a brain tumor.  One month later, the governor of Illinois granted Branion clemency on the basis of his failing health.  And just one month after that, John Branion died.

NO ONE SPARED – Wanted – Two unidentified men robbed a Las Cruces, NM bowling alley of $5,000. Employee Stephen Teran, his two young children, and another employee were shot in cold blood and killed.  Three others were wounded.

LEO KOURY – Murder – Virginia businessman Leo Joseph Koury is wanted by the FBI after fleeing charges of murder, attempted murder, extortion, & racketeering.  He has been accused of murdering Richmond area business associates for profit.  Koury has been sighted all over the world, but some believe he is still hiding in Richmond.  UPDATE: In San Diego, a man calling himself William Franklin Biddle was admitted to a hospital.  Biddle died the following day due to a massive stroke.  The FBI office in Washington DC later made a positive identification that Biddle was, in fact, Koury based on an anonymous tip.  His file, which at that time was 38 volumes thick, was officially closed with the FBI. 
WHO SAVED MY LIFE? – Lost Loves – Colleen Frangione has been paralyzed since a fiery car accident in 1978.  She is searching for two heroes who, on the night she was paralyzed, snatched her from a burning car, and from certain death.  UPDATE: On the night of the show, a man named Mike Kane called and identified himself as one of the men who saved Colleen’s life. The next day Ray Meyers called to identify himself as the other mystery man. 

ANGELS – The Unexplained – Do angels dwell among us? Two women with incredible stories believe that celestial intervention saved them from certain death.

Spike HDUNS149 (cmpSP149)
MISSING VALENTINE – Unexplained Death – Since Valentine's Day 1980, Michael Rosenblum has been missing.  Michael's father, Maurice, believes his son didn't leave home on his own.  He suspects foul play.  UPDATE: Part of a skull was found on a hillside less than a mile from River Road, where Michael’s abandoned car had been found.  The coroner's office confirmed it to be Michael Rosenblum. Maurice still is convinced that his son was murdered. 
PERPETUAL PARTNERS – Murder – Since his partner's murder in 1967, police officer Bob Borowski hasn't given up hope he'll solve the case.  Officer Ralph Probst was gunned down in his kitchen in Hometown, IL.  Possibly mob related.

UPDATE: BALTIMORE BABYNAPPING – Solved – In Baltimore, a 21 day old baby boy named Avery Norris was kidnapped from his mother’s room at Mt. Sinai hospital.  The female suspect was dressed as a nurse. UPDATE: Two months later, the Maryland State Division of Vital Records received a call from a 33 year-old woman who said she wished to obtain a birth certificate for her son.  Authorities immediately began an investigation.  A DNA test, later confirmed that the baby was actually Avery James Norris. The woman was convicted of kidnapping. 

RANGER BOMBING TARGET – Wanted – US Forest Service Ranger Guy Pence was called to work just after dawn.  An explosion had ripped through his office the night before.  The FBI initially believed the bomber had targeted the building, not any particular employees. Guy Pence suspected otherwise.

POWERS OF PRAYER – The Unexplained – Medical examples of the “Power of Prayer” are explored.

Spike HDUNS150 (cmpSP150)
JOHNNY LEE WILSON – Final Appeal – Sentenced to life in prison for the murder of an elderly woman in Missouri, mildly retarded Johnny Wilson may have been coerced into confessing to crime he didn't commit.  UPDATE: The governor of Missouri reviewed and pardoned Wilson of his sentence. Carnahan concluded that Wilson was fed details of the murder by police and then manipulated into confessing to a crime he didn’t commit.  Wilson served eight years in prison before being released. 
TATUM’S GHOST – The Unexplained – Jim and Kay Tatum of Marietta, GA have experienced "supernatural" occurrences in their new home. The "ghost" likes to tug on Kay’s blouse while she's working in the kitchen.

BADLANDS – Wanted – Missy Munday was a typical high school student until she fell in love with Jerry Strickland, and now she's wanted for kidnapping, robbery and the murder of Elmer Debore.  Friends and family believe this good girl "went bad" because of Jerry's influence.  UPDATE: As a result of broadcast, Jerry Strickland & Missy Munday were arrested in Moses Lake, Washington when local residents recognized them. Strickland was convicted and received two life terms without parole.  Munday testified against him, and served time in juvenile detention then was released. 
DAREDEVIL DOE – Unexplained Death – A young man hops onto the wing of an airplane after being refused a ride.  Witnesses see him fall to his death, but no clue to his identity could be found.  UPDATE:  8 years later, the young man was identified as Brian Dueker from Cincinnati, Ohio.  Brian’s stepmother had been searching the Internet for clues. A victim of paranoid schizophrenia, Dueker was 28 years old when he died. 

Spike UNS151 (cmpSP151)

REPORTER’S TRUCKER – Wanted – The murder of eleven prostitutes working out of truck stops have been linked to a serial killer.  A Task Force was formed due to Michael Berens, a Columbia Dispatch newspaper reporter's investigation.

PAST LIVES – The Unexplained – Sharon consulted a hypnotist about her weight and diet and, while under hypnosis, Sharon recalled past life as a WWII seaman John Gillespie, stationed at Pearl Harbor, aboard the battleship USS Nevada.

CONWAY – Unexplained Death – Aileen Conway was killed when her car crashed into a guardrail and burned.  Police originally thought it an accident, but now many believe it was foul play.  At time of the crash, Aileen's purse was still in her house, water was running in the swimming pool, & appliances were still on.

DOGGIE DOCTOR – Sci/Med – Do dogs have the power to detect when their owners are ill?  We meet two dogs whose owners claim they saved their lives. 

I.D. SWAP – Lost Loves – Carla Downing discovered a briefcase with documents indicating that her adoptive mother had literally swapped identities with a pregnant woman known only as Mary.  Today, Carla is searching for the woman named Mary whom she believes is her biological mother.  UPDATE: Reunited. UM Solve.
Spike UNS152 (cmpSP152)

CAMPUS MURDER EXPOSE – Murder – Vincennes University journalism student Brook Baker was murdered after she began working on an expose about a date rape alleged to have occurred at a fraternity.  She told police that a fraternity member had threatened her.  UPDATE: Police found a similar murder, then found the killer through a DNA match.  Brian Jones was sentenced to life.

LAST P.O.W. (Pts. 1 & 2) – Missing – Until her death in 1990, Col. Charles Shelton's wife, Marian, waged a valiant crusade to prove her husband was still alive, long after the war in Vietnam was over.  UPDATE: After Marian's death, Col. Shelton's children had his status changed to "killed in action."
GO ASK ALICE – Wanted – Florida resident Beverly McGowan's handless & headless body was found in canal in St. Lucie County. Through investigation it was learned she had advertised for roommate two weeks earlier.  An unknown woman called "Alice" may have answered her ad.  UPDATE: "Alice" was identified as Elaine Antoinette Parent, who had become known as the "Chameleon Killer."  When she came into the police station for questioning, she killed herself.
UPDATE: SWEETHEART SWINDLER– Solved – A con man swindled an estimated $125,000 from unsuspecting women.  He first romanced and then bilked them. He finds victims in newspapers, lonely-hearts clubs and bars.  UPDATE: Alfred Barakett was arrested and convicted.
UPDATE: REINCARNATION – The Unexplained – Georgia Rudolph believes she is the reincarnation of Sandra Jean Jenkins of Newport, Ohio who died in 1914 when she drowned in a lake after her boyfriend Tommy Hicks died.  At an Ohio cemetery, Georgia found the tombstone she saw in a dream.  UPDATE: After airing, a 36‑year‑old college professor named Jack came forward saying he was reincarnation of Tommy Hicks.

Spike UNS153 (cmpSP153)

STARFYRE FUGITIVE – Wanted – Charismatic fugitive Stryder Styarfyr is an alleged pedophile who lured his victims by telling them tales of his life as a Scottish Prince.

MOTHER / SON MURDER – Murder – Roxann Jeeves and her five-year old son, Kristopher, were murdered in Dallas, Texas, possibly because a drug deal that involved her brother, Kurt, who was murdered during a drug deal two years later.  UPDATE: George Washington Hicks was convicted due to a DNA match. 
FATIMA (Pts. 1 & 2) – Miracles – Three young children in Portugal in 1917 claim the Virgin Mary comes to talk to them and tell them three secrets amid a fantastic celestial display.  Fatima is one of the most revered shrines in all of Catholicism.

UPDATE: LUCKY LOST LOVE – Lost Love – W.B. McDonald searches for his lost daughter, a child born out of wedlock.  Now wealthy, he seeks his heir.  UPDATE: McDonald finds his daughter, Sherry.  UM Solve.
LADY KILLER – Wanted –James D. King murdered his first wife, then escaped prison, recaptured in Boston, then granted parole, got remarried, and became a fugitive again when he murdered his second wife.  UPDATE: King was arrested and sentenced to death.  UM Solve.
Spike UNS154 (cmpSP154)

CHRISTMAS PARTY MURDER – Murder – In Valdese, North Carolina, while driving home from Christmas party, 19 year old Rhonda Hinson was killed when single rifle bullet struck her by first going through her truck & driver's seat.  Evidence suggests she may have known her killer.

MYRTLES PLANTATION – Ghosts – At least 10 people have died violently at the Myrtles Plantation since it was built on an ancient Indian burial ground in 1796.  Now it has been turned into a bed and breakfast where guests can spend the night in one of the beautifully appointed bedroom suites.  But of you spend the night at the Myrtles, you may not be alone.  Why is this lovely antebellum plantation considered the most haunted house in America?  Who are the ghosts that haunt the Myrtles?
CALIFORNIA KILLING – Wanted –- Police hunting a serial rapist in both Northern and Southern California connect their cases through DNA – but who does it belong to?

ASTEROIDS & METEORS – Sci/Med – At this very moment, there are literally thousands of asteroids and comets streaking through the solar system. Is it possible that a large one could collide with our planet and destroy the earth?

BRIEF ENCOUNTER – Lost Love – While in the army, Ken Palmer comes face to face with his exact double -- someone also named Palmer.  Ken ends up losing the slip of paper with his double's info on it. 

PICK AXE SAVIOR – Solved – Wilma Drew was in a head-on car crash on a highway outside Ocala, Florida.  As she lay dying, a trucker stopped and revived her and waited for the paramedics to arrive.  Wilma wants to find him to thank him.  UPDATE: They were reunited.   UM Solve.
Spike UNS155 (cmpSP155)

GALLUP ABDUCTION – Missing – 9 year old Anthonette Cayedito was abducted in the middle of the night.  She was spotted later at a diner where she wrote a note on her napkin that said “help me”.  

FATAL REVISION (Pts. 1, 2 & 3) – Final Appeal – He was called the “Green Beret Killer,” and was sentenced to three consecutive life terms for the brutal murder of his wife and two children.  A best selling book, Fatal Vision, portrayed him as cruel, diabolical, without conscience.  Yet, 22 years after the crime, Jeffrey MacDonald still maintains he is innocent, and says that now he has the evidence to prove it.

WRONG GRAVE – Lost Loves – Marlys Gross gave birth as a single mom in 1962, was told her baby had died, and buried it.  She now believes the baby survived and was sold on the black market.  After DNA tests were done it was established that the baby that was buried was not Marlys’.
Spike UNS156 (cmpSP156)

TWICE BURNED – Arson – Clarence Roberts was thought to have burned to death in a fire that consumed his house in Nashville, Indiana. Ten years later, another fire at home of Geneva Roberts, his widow, turned up two bodies: Geneva and Clarence.  Police suspect the couple committed insurance fraud.

ELVIS, THE TWINLESS TWIN – The Unexplained – Few people know that Elvis Presley was haunted his entire life by the specter of his dead twin brother, Jesse Garon Presley.  Peter Whitmer has devoted years to studying the psychology of twins, specifically those who have been separated by death, whether in the womb, or later, as children and adults.

WANDA (a.k.a. WHERE IS WANDA JEAN?) – Solved – Wanda Jean Mays disappeared from her aunt's home in Alabama in the middle of the night.  UPDATE: Wanda's remains were found at the bottom of a cliff 18 years later; the case was declared an accidental death.
SHORT WALK HOME – Unexplained Death – Six-year old Katherine Korzilius was found dead on a street, just yards from her home.  She had gotten out of her mom’s car to get the mail and walk home.  She had suffered a skull fracture and was placed there to be found.  It all happened in just fifteen minutes.

RAPIST MD – Wanted – Patricia was raped by a clinic doctor, Arvind Sinha.  He was arrested for six counts of rape, but posted his own bail and fled.
MOLNAR HEIR – Missing – Tim Molnar of Daytona Beach, Florida drove away from home and out of his family’s life without any indication why.  He was later left about $50,000.  UPDATE: His remains were found and identified, but authorities still don't know what happened or his cause of death.
Spike UNS157 (cmpSP157)
DOWN & OUT – Missing – Wealthy 24-year-old Adam Hecht disappeared after befriending a homeless African American man named Tony.
HONEYMOON BONES – Unexplained Death – A human skeleton was found in a canoe in the boathouse on the Grand Canyon estate of famed photographer Emory Kolb, the same location newlyweds had stopped years before and were never seen again.  UPDATE: The bones were identified, and are not either of the newlyweds.
RETURN FROM HEAVEN – The Unexplained – Two stories about a child's experiencing reincarnation.  CeCe Klepper's daughter, Dee, had a strong reaction in the spot where her great-grandmother had been killed, with no knowledge of the event.  Ron Ortega's son, Gus, began to talk as though he was Ron's mother, starting at two years old.  

SAL AND SALLY – Wanted – Sally Garrity met Sal Guardado and a whirlwind romance followed. He proposed and moved in within a week, and proceeded to spend his time watching TV and bowling.  He then strangled Sally with a cat leash and remains at large.

WOMEN IN THE BAY – Solved – Boaters in Florida's Tampa Bay found the bodies of an Ohio mother and her two teenage daughters floating near St. Petersburg.  The bodies had been bound, gagged and weighted down with cinder blocks.  UPDATE: Oba Chandler was arrested and sentenced to death.
STAHL’S PAINTINGS – Robbery – Master illustrator Ben Stahl created fifteen unique paintings to celebrate the final journey of Christ.  They were stolen, and the loss devastated the artist.  Today, Stahl's children hope that the paintings will be found to honor their father.
Spike UNS158 (cmpSP158)

SLAIN SWAIN – Murder – Harold and Thelma Swain were shot and killed in their Georgia church.  A composite sketch of the suspect strikingly resembles another suspect sketch wanted for robbing churches in Kansas who was never caught.  UPDATE: Dennis Arnold Perry arrested and sentenced to life.  
GOLDIE’S GIRL – Lost Love – Pregnant Delia Fazzani was banished by her parents to stay at the Loreto Convent outside London, and forced to give up her child to an American couple.  UPDATE: Reunited.  UM Solve.
JAMES VAN PRAAGH (Pts. 1 & 2) – The Unexplained – James Van Praagh is a psychic who claims his paranormal abilities enable him to contact the spirits of the dead and convey their detailed messages to those they left behind.

THANKS BIG BROTHER – Solved – A Big Brother member helped Jeff Fisher recover from his parents' divorce. They lost contact when John Novotny, local salesman, was transferred out of the area.  Today Jeff wants to thank Big Brother John for his support and guidance.  UPDATE: Reunited.  UM Solve.
FUGITIVE COUNTERFEITER – Wanted – A self-made millionaire counterfeiter, John Vogel was apprehended, but then disappeared while out on bond.  UPDATE: He led police on a high speed chase and then committed suicide.   
Spike UNS159 (cmpSP159)

NASHVILLE HIT – Murder – Kevin Hughes, a 23 year old chart director‑Cashbox Magazine, was gunned down on the streets of Nashville, TN by an unknown gunman.  Sammy Sadler, a musician friend, was critically injured during the attack.  UPDATE: Richard D'Antonio, a co-worker of Kevin's, was convicted of his murder.
PADRE PIO (Pts. 1 & 2) – The Unexplained – When Padre Pio was 31, he had a vision and received Stigmata wounds.  He is said to be a healer and several examples are given. 
UPDATE: WHO SAVED MY LIFE? – Solved – Colleen Frangione has been paralyzed since a fiery car accident.  She is searching for two heroes who, on the night she was paralyzed, snatched her from a burning car, and from certain death.  UPDATE: Reunited.  UM Solve.
MYSTERY CLERK – Missing – Debra Poe disappeared while working graveyard shift at convenience store in Florida around 3:05AM, when a friend discovere that she was not there.  There was no robbery, and no signs of struggle.  Six months earlier, two other saleswomen went missing in Florida.  UPDATE: One of the other saleswomen's remains were found, suspects convicted.

SHARON’S SEARCH – Lost Love – Sharon Stevens of LaPuente, CA is searching for the foster family that changed her life as a young girl. Taken from her abusive father, Sharon lived one year with Bill and Cynthia Zelinski in Gardenia, CA.  She wants to find them and thank them.  UPDATE: Reunited.  UM Solve.
Spike UNS160 (cmpSP160)

CHAD – Unexplained Death – Chad Maurer left his Madison, WI home on way to bike shop job.  Two days later his body was found in his car in garage on the south side of Chicago.
FAMILY MAN FUGITIVE – Wanted – Former firefighter Robert Fisher seemed to be a devoted family man – but authorities suspect him of killing his entire family one night, then rigging his house to explode … before vanishing.

AGATHA CHRISTIE (Pts. 1 & 2) – Legend – Mystery writer Agatha Christie gets mad at her husband and “disappears”— the police look for her, fearing she’s been abducted.  Three weeks later, she’s found at a spa suffering from “amnesia”.   What really went on with Agatha Christie?
FRITZ AND THE SOLDIERS – Solved – During WWII, a young boy, Fritz Vincken, and his mother lived in an isolated cabin.  They ended up taking in soldiers from both the U.S. and Germany on Christmas Eve.  The war was nearly over and Fritz’s mother insisted that the men come together for the meal.  Fritz now lives in the U.S. and is looking for the soldiers.  UPDATE: Soldier found.  UM Solve.
Spike UNS161 (cmpSP161)

BOMB THROWING FUGITIVE – Wanted – Travis Duncan escapes from prison with two other inmates after being sent there for stealing firearms.  Police believe he killed a camper while in flight and took off with his truck.  UPDATE: Duncan was arrested and sentenced to 20 years.  There was no connection to the camper.  UM Solve. 
PAISLEY HAT – Wanted – Gretchen Buford, mother of three, was abducted from a ATM machine, forced to drive her own car, and was stabbed to death after she deliberately caused a traffic accident to thwart her kidnapper.  UPDATE: Tyrone Hamel was arrested and sentenced to life. 

MRS. MILLIONAIRE – Abuction – 72 year old Annie Laurie Hearin was kidnapped.  A cryptic note asked for a ransom to be paid to twelve unrelated persons.  So far $1 million has been paid out, but Mrs. Hearin has not been returned.  UPDATE: Newton Alfred Winn was convicted, but Annie has never been found. 
KYRA'S CRISIS – Amnesia – Eighteen year old Kyra Cook left her parent's home to mail a package and woke up hours later in a nearby park with no memory of her past or the events which led up to the memory loss.

SHACK FIRE – Unexplained Death – Seven year old Scott Johnson and friend burned to death in an old shack near his home in Bullhead City, AZ.  Though ruled accidental, several eyewitnesses saw two men near shack about same time as fire started.
Spike UNS162 (cmpSP162)

VICE COP – Wanted – Lester Garnier, a well‑respected vice cop in San Francisco, was found murdered in his car at a Walnut Creek shopping center.  Rumors of police involvement in his death were not substantiated.

SEARCHING FOR MORGAN – Missing – Colleen Nick’s six-year-old daughter Morgan disappeared on a peaceful summer night after she left her mother to catch fireflies with two friends.  When the other children returned alone, Colleen had a horrible realization. Her daughter was gone.  Also the case of missing baby Jacqueline Castaneda, taken from a swap meet in Arizona.
SIGNS FROM HEAVEN – The Unexplained – Various examples where signs from heaven are given, including one with Michael Landon and his stepdaughter, Cheryl.

PIZZA BANDITS – Solved – Twenty-nine pizza parlors north of San Francisco have been robbed. Bandits arrive near closing wearing ski masks, waving guns, and then "takeover" They are familiar with restaurant layouts and monitor police broadcasts.  UPDATE: Key members of the "Romper Room Gang" were arrested.
LUCIE’S LAST FARE – Murder – Lucie Turmel was stabbed to death in her cabin Banff, Alberta, Canada.  There was additional blood in her cab that was not hers.  UPDATE: Ryan Jason Love sentenced to life.
LOVING’S LOST LOVE – Lost Love – 14 year old Cathy Loving was abused by her policeman stepfather who had her committed to state girl's home.  Another officer intervened and proved her innocence.  She wants to find and thank him.  UPDATE: Reunited.  UM solve.
Spike UNS163 (cmpSP163)
PRIEST KILLER – Murder – Father Reynaldo Rivera, from Santa Fe, NM, was found shot to death on a desert road.  Father John Kerrigan was reported missing under similar circumstances.  The two cases may be connected.  Both cases had bloodied coat hangers, cars were driven away, both priests were of Franciscan order, and their last rites kits were missing.
CHICAGO KIDNAP – Missing – A ten week old baby was kidnapped from his parent’s yard by two teenage girls and given to another woman.  His brother is now looking for him.  
BRINKS – Wanted – Katherine Power gets involved in radical group while a student at Brandeis.  They rob a bank and kill a police officer, and she goes on the run.  UPDATE: Captured and sentenced.
QI GONG – Sci-Med – To the Chinese, energy is the force vital to all life.  The Chinese also believe there are a rare few who can control energy.  They are healers who have mastered an ancient and mysterious art known as Qi Gong.

UPDATE: READY TELLER ROBBERY – Murder – Matthew Chase drove to a local Los Angeles automated teller machine to withdraw $20 and never returned. The bank's records show numerous bank withdrawals on Matthew's ATM card over the next days.  UPDATE: Matthew was found dead by an unknown killer.

SUCH IS LIFE – Lost Loves – Judy Anderson gave Moises Treves five hundred dollars to start his own restaurant.  Twenty years later he is a US citizen and his restaurants are acclaimed.  He wants to thank Judy.  UPDATE: Reunited. UM Solve.

DIAZ DOG DAYS (Pts. 1 & 2) – Final Appeal – Over a two-year period in the greater Miami, Florida area, at least 24 women were assaulted by an unknown assailant known as the Bird Road Rapist.  Luis Diaz was convicted of the crimes, but several victims have recanted.  UPDATE: Conviction was reversed.

MURDER BY ARSON – Arson – In the South Oak Cliff section of Dallas, Texas, five children died when a fire burned down the house where they lived.  UPDATE: Vincent Thomas was arrested, but charges were dropped. 
BABY BROKER – Abduction – An investigation of the Tennessee Children's Home in Memphis revealed that the institution's director, Georgia Tann, had been stealing babies & arranging illegal adoptions.  UPDATE: One family reunited.  UM Solve.

LOST SAILOR – Missing – During World War II, 21 year old Frankie Bloomer was declared missing in action.  But, one week later, a photo appeared in a newspaper.  The Bloomer family thinks one of the men pictured was Frankie.  UPDATE: The family now believes the picture was not Frankie-just someone who looked like him.

DONALD EUGENE WEBB – Wanted – A fixture of the FBI's Ten Most Wanted List, Donald Eugene Webb is wanted for the shooting death of Saxonburg, PA Police Chief Gregory Adams, who had stopped Webb apparently for a minor traffic violation before he was shot.

INTERNET ABDUCTION – Missing – 15-year-old Trisha Ann Autry disappeared from her home in Hyrum, Utah.  She spent a great deal of time on the Internet and it is believed someone she met on-line may have abducted her. UPDATE: Authorities found her remains and arrested Cody Lynn Nielson.  Sentenced to life. 

CHILD PRODIGIES – Sci/Med – How is it possible that a few children have extraordinary intelligence or music ability -- especially when their parents have neither? 

FATAL OBSESSION – Murder – When Alice Arruda and David Vieira’s arranged marriage went bad, she left and he became obsessive.  He killed her and went on the run.  UPDATE: Vieira was arrested in Canada. UM Solve. 

UPDATE: SURPRISE SISTER – Solved – Harry Young abandoned his family, a wife and two sons, and started another family ten miles away with a wife and a daughter.  He was killed in the war and the sons from his first marriage want to find their half sister.  UPDATE: Reunited.  UM Solve.  

OREGON HEIR – Lost Heirs – When Katherine Bennett died ten years after her husband, she left $125,000 and no heirs.  UPDATE: Found an heir.

REPAIRMAN DEATH – Murder – Repairman Permon Gilbert was found beaten and shot to death.  Some believe it was related to organized crime; some say it was a crime of passion.

HERO MOLESTER – Wanted – When Frank Montenegro, who was awarded custody of his younger siblings, is believed to have sexually abused them, he flees.

WHITE BIRD – Legends – In 1927, French aviators left Paris in a bi‑plane called "The White Bird" in an attempt to be the first to cross the Atlantic by plane.  They never arrived in New York. It's assumed they perished at sea, but new evidence suggests they actually crashed in Newfoundland, Canada. 

HEADS UP – Murder – Hazel Head preys on lonely, well-to-do elderly men and allegedly killed her latest lover, Charles Barker, with his own gun and then disappeared. 

UPDATE: MARY AND MARTHA – Solved – After their mother died, twins Mary and Martha were put in local orphanage. Thirty -one years later, a brother found Mary in Bluefield, VA and together they are looking for missing sister Martha.  UPDATE: Martha has passed away, but Mary met Martha’s family.  

NAZI’S LAZARUS – Lost Loves – During WWII, the Lazarus family was told that their eldest son, Sylvan, along with 13 others, had died in a crash of an American B‑24 Liberator bomber on a non‑combat mission in North Africa.  However, three months later, Lazarus family members identified Sylvan in a photograph with three other captured American airmen.  UPDATE: The photo was a case of mistaken identity.

KAY HALL – Unexplained Death – Kay Hall was found crushed to death next to her pick up truck near her hometown of Merry Point, VA.  UPDATE: Her husband, Robert Hall, was convicted.  

MAIL BOMBINGS – Wanted – A mail bomb was sent to Televangelist Pat Robertson, and a security guard was injured when he opened the package. Three months earlier, the daughter of Reverend John Osteen was injured in similar incident.

TRISH’S MIRACLE – Sci-Med –Trish Zemba suffered a debilitating nerve disorder, R.S.D., that caused her unspeakable pain.  The day before drastic surgery, the pain left her body.  Trish and her family attribute her recovery to the infinite power of faith.

POWERS OF KATIE – The Unexplained – Florida housewife Katie has amazed both witnesses and researchers with her predictions of the future and by producing gold and gems out of thin air.  Skeptics believe Katie is nothing more than an accomplished sleight‑of‑hand artist.

BEST FRIENDS – Lost Love – Best friends for 25 years, two women named Barbara find that they are in fact sisters.  Now they are looking for their mother.  UPDATE: Reunited. UM Solve.

MOTORCYCLE MURDER – Wanted – Michael Hunter was shot three times while riding his motorcycle, possibly while trying to outrun people attempting to rob him of either his money or his bike.

He then embezzled money intended for the IRS.  UPDATE: Zapico was arrested and sentenced.  UM Solve.  

MAINE PETITION – Murder – The small town of East Millinocket, ME has petitioned Unsolved Mysteries to examine the case of 16‑year‑old cheerleader Joyce McLain who was murdered. 

MESSAGE IN A BOTTLE – The Unexplained – While at the Finger Lakes of upstate New York, 9 year‑old Kevin Reeder sent a message in a bottle which was returned eighteen years later with a postmark from San Diego.
FOSTER SON – Lost Loves – Jean Warren and her family took in a foster son, Rodger, who they all adored.  When Jean and her husband divorced, the boy was sent away.  UPDATE: Reunited. Found brother and father as well.  UM Solve.

R. F. KENNEDY (Pts. 1 & 2) – Legends – New evidence suggests that more than one gunman was present when Robert F. Kennedy assassinated in the Biltmore Hotel.

TINA'S SEARCH – Lost Loves – Tina’s mother died in a car crash when she was four years old and she was separated from her two younger brothers.  She has been searching for them for most of her life.  UPDATE: Reunited.  UM Solve.
WHERE’S BABY LE-ZHAN? – Abduction – Rap star Lathan Williams’ girlfriend, Daphne Boyden, was killed, his baby Le-Zhan kidnapped, and the house where they were staying was torched.  Possible suspects are the two girls who visited Daphne before the house was set aflame. UPDATE: Baby found and returned, Osinetta Williams and Latasha Brown convicted.  

DOGGIE BOWSER MD – Sci/Med – Can a dog's remarkable sense of smell be used to sniff out some types of deadly cancer cells as long as 2 years before doctors can diagnose it?

WHO KILLED JEANINE? (Pts. 1 & 2) – Final Appeal – 10-year-old Jeanine Nicarico is found murdered in a park not far from her Naperville, IL home.  Rolando Cruz and Alex Hernandez are convicted, but then another man, Brian Dugan commits a similar crime and seems to know about Jeanine.  UPDATE: The Illinois Supreme Court overturned Rolando Cruz’s convictions and he was freed.  Dugan has been charged.

POINT BLANK – Wanted – A woman was shot in the face by an unknown assailant in a black pick up truck while she was driving on a rural Connecticut highway.  She survived the attack. Police say there is no motive known for the attack.

MIRIAM’S MEMORY – Lost Loves – Through therapy, Miriam recalled her father’s mental illness and being placed in foster care for a short period of time.  She wants to find and thank her foster parents for giving her confidence and mental stability.  UPDATE: She has not found her foster parents, but she has more clues.

HOTEL BALCONY DEATH – Unexplained Death – Sandra Orellana fell from a hotel balcony, plummeting to her death while on a business trip.  Was it an accident? Did she commit suicide? Or was it murder?  The main suspect is her boss, Robert Salazar.  UPDATE: Salazar was acquitted.
SHE SOLD BABIES – Lost Love – During the 1950's and 1960's in San Antonio, Texas, nurse Ethel Nation ran a thriving business selling the babies of unwed mothers.  Now several children are trying to reunite with their natural mothers.  UPDATE: One family reunited.  UM Solve.
GENIUS MYSTERY – Sci/Med – Despite years of research, science has only a few hints about why some people become Einsteins and others "Forest Gump". Although Philip Pauli of Denver, Colorado appears to be an average 8 year‑old, he is quite literally, one in a million.
Spike UNS172 (cmpSP172)
MENTAL DAZE – Wanted – Diagnosed as a paranoid schizophrenic, Maria Armstrong is accused of the murder of her boyfriend, Robert “Ron” Argenti, in Mesa, AZ.  UPDATE: Armstrong was arrested and sentenced. UM Solve.

GASPARETTO – The Unexplained – Brazilian artist Gasparetto paints in the style of many different artists, claiming that he is “channeling” them.

HONEYMOON ISLE – Final Appeal – Glenn Consagra was convicted of murdering two of his friends, Freddie Doughberly and Mary Lou Holmes, but he maintains he is innocent and presents his alibi and evidence during this segment.  He did while in prison.

LITTLE GIRL LOST – Missing – After a difficult recovery from a motorcycle accident, Selena Edon disappeared from San Francisco, CA, never to be heard from family or friends again.

BIBLE CODE – The Unexplained – Is there a code in the Bible that predicts future events?  Michael Drosin says there is, while Michael Sherman disagrees.  

UPDATE: MOLESTER COP – Solved – Louisiana police officer Charles Mulé was indicted on 25 counts of molestation and rape of six girls.  He disappeared before his trial.  UPDATE: Captured and sentenced.

BEE STING HEALING – Sci/Med – Some MS sufferers find their symptoms subside when they are stung by bees.
SURPRISE SISTER – Lost Loves – Harry Young abandoned his family, a wife and two sons, and started another family ten miles away with a wife and a daughter.  He was killed in the war and the sons from his first marriage want to find their half sister.  UPDATE: Reunited.  UM Solve.

BORN TO KILL – Sci-Med – Are serial killers genetically wired to be evil or is it astrology, as Carolyn Reynolds says?

CARNIES – Missing – 14-year-old Jeremy Bright goes to party a hundred miles away at the county fair and never arrives home.
CHILDREN’S PAST LIVES – The Unexplained – Children describe in detail their past lives.

UPDATE: I.D. SWAP – Solved – Carla Downing discovered a briefcase with documents indicating that her adoptive mother had literally swapped identities with a pregnant woman known only as Mary.  Today, Carla is searching for the woman named Mary whom she believes is her biological mother.  UPDATE: Reunited. UM Solve.
SADD FUGITIVE – Wanted – S.A.D.D. activist Angela Maher was hit and killed by a drunk driver.  The driver, Gloria Schulze, failed to show up for her court date and is wanted for manslaughter.

NINE LIVES – Lost Loves – Sharene Vess searches for her brother Heath, the last of eight missing siblings separated when their father James murdered their mother Wanda in bar.  UPDATE: Reunited. UM Solve.

PICTURE TAKING FUGITIVE – Escape – Teacher James Rouse Jr. was forced into his car and abducted at gunpoint by two fugitives, William Jordan and Anthony Prevatte.  He was murdered and the assailants took pictures to prove it.  Prevatte is on death row, but Jordan escaped prison.

JOHN BURNS – Wanted – John Burns murdered his mistress, Eleanor Farber, and then disappeared.  UPDATE: Captured, but he died before sentencing.  

DEPUTY DEATH – Murder – Burbank Deputy Charlie Anderson was shot to death during an attempted burglary of his home.  But police became suspicious that the burglary had been staged and that Charlie was set-up.  An anonymous caller tried to give information, but never called back.
HONKY TONK WOMAN – Lost Heirs – Lorene Roberts was 24 when she wandered away from her home in Dripping Springs, Texas.  Lorene had been in and out of mental hospitals for five years; family members were terrified that she wouldn’t be able to fend for herself.  Years passed with no word from Lorene.  By then, she’d become an heir to a million dollar estate.  UPDATE: Lorene herself called the phone center and arranged for a reunion with her sisters.
UPDATE: SHARON’S SEARCH – Solved – Sharon Stevens of LaPuente, CA is searching for the foster family that changed her life as a young girl. Taken from her abusive father, Sharon lived one year with Bill and Cynthia Zelinski in Gardenia, CA.  She wants to find them and thank them.  UPDATE: Reunited.  UM Solve.
COMA HEALER – The Unexplained – 9-year-old Audrey Santo lapsed into a coma after nearly drowning.  Some Catholics believe that she is responsible for several miracles.  UPDATE: Audrey passed away at age 23.
